Huntsville, Texas, October 24,— 
With over one-sixth of the Sam 
Houston State Teachers college 
student body majoring in vocation­
al agriculture, that department be­
came the largest in the college and 
set its iiighest enrollment record 
since the department started in 
1917.

Cars In Wreck Must 
Stop And Render Aid

Rules governing cars damaging 
other cars. Accident involving dam­
age to vehicle. The driver of any 
vehicle involved in an accident re­
sulting in damage to a vehicle 
which is driven or attended by any 
person shall Immediately stop 
such vehicle at the scene of such 
accident or ns close as possible but 
shall forth with return to and in 
every event shall remain at the 
s< le of such accident until the re­
quirements of section 40. Every 
such stop shall be mode without 
obstructing more traffic than is 
necessa ry.

Any person failing to stop or to 
comply with said requirements 
under such circumstances shall he 
guilty of a misdemeanor.

Section 40. Duty to give informa­
tion and render aid. The driver of 
any vehicle involved in an acci­
dent resulting In an injury to or 
death of any person shall give his 
name, address and the registration 
number of the vehicle he is driv­
ing and shall upon req u est and if 
available exhibit his operator’s li­
censes to the person struck or the 
driver or occupant or person at­
tending any vehicle collided with 
and shall rended to any person 
injured in such accident reason­
able assistance, including the car­
rying or making of arrangements 
for the carrying of such person 
to a physician, surgeon, or hos­
pital for medical treatment if it 
is apparent such treatment is ne­
cessary or if such carrying is re­
quested by the injured person.

Interviews with growers, buyers 
and hankers here revealed yester­
day the consensus is that present 
peanut yields will exceed 50 per­
cent of normal. It was previously 
believed that protracted dry weath­
er had curtailed production to an 
even greater degree, however, when 
threashing got underway it was 
found that yields were turning out 
better than stimated.

In dollars and cents this year’s 
crop will net around 60 percent of 
what was drought in from last 
year's harvest, due to the fact that 
both nuts and lmy are in stronger 
demand. l it  comparison, peanuts 
which tested this year bring 
exactly the ~s,me 'its did 70 test 
last year. Hay. which sold early 
last year at $25 per ton started 
out this year at *30 and with con­
tinued dry weather may go even 
higher.

Post-season estimates were that 
last year’s peanut crop poured 
$800,000 into the pickets of loca 
producers, and present estimates 
are that the total from this year’s 
yield will reach $450,000.

One good rain about the middle 
of August, opine farmers, would 
have swelled yields to near aver­
age proportions. Most all are some­
what elated, though, to find that 
their acres are yielding more than 
first estimates.

SLY TIMES AS GREAT AS 
1946 IN CALLAHAN COUNTY

According to a census report, by 
John H. Shrader, special agent 
in Callahan county for the Depart­
ment of Commerce, cotton produc­
tion in the county is six times as 
great this year as in 1946.

To October 20, two hundred and 
thirty four hales had been ginned 
in Callahan from the 1947 crop, 
as eomiwired with 88 bales for the 
same period in 1946.

$1,350 WORTH OF EGGS 
SOLD IN CROSS PLAINS 
LAST SATURDAY

Although egg production through­
out this vicinity is but a third of 
the jienk Spring nverage. more than 
$1,300 worth of eggs are bought 
each 8aturday in Cross Plains. 
Prices paid last Saturday average 
50 cents pi-; dozen.

Local buyers say egg prices are 
generally higher here than in mo-tt 
neighboring towns, due largely to 
the reputation Cross. Plains eggs 
have for high quality, good size 
and desireable color.

List year, fire destroyed more 
than a quarter of a million dollars 
worth of factories, plants and 
stores, and killed hundreds of 
workers.

The booklet is directed at em­
ployees and employers, both of 
whom have direct personal Inter­
est in preventing industrial fires. 
It covers, in a simple, step by step 
fashion what every manager and 
every worker should know if fire 
is to be prevented, and if the pro­
per action is to he taken when tlie 
fire alarm sounds. It deals with a 
long list of tlie common fire haz­
ards, such as smoking, wiring, tn- 
flahuible liquids, rubbish, storage 
rooms, machinery, static electrici­
ty. and so on. It also goeg juto the 
princiiml features of ndnqr.ate fire 
protection, including extinguishers, 
fire hose, fire doors, sprinklers, 
and drills by personnel. It con­
cludes with a valuable section on 
precisely what the individual 
should do in case of fire. The 
hooks are free.

The rate of return on the net 
railroad projiert.v investment, after 
a ecu red depreciation, was • only 
2.74 per cent In 1946, Railroad 
Facts said. This was less than half 
the .'.mount the U .. S. Supreme 
Court has repeatedly held to be a 
fair and reasonable return for 
regulated utilities.

Tlie nation’s railroad industry 
needs a net operating income of at 
least 6 per cent on property in­
vestment, n order to have suffi­
cient funds for improvements and 
betterments to the railroad pant 
and to provide a fair’ return for 
investors. Fair and reasonable 
earnings also are needed to main­
tain the credit of the’ industry.

On the basis of the greatest 
peace-time traffic volume in his­
tory in 1947, even greater than 
1946, it is estimated that, on the 
basis of present wage levels and 
other expenses, tlie net return for 
the year will decline to 2.45 per 
cent, i r .29 per r*ent less than 
last year.

REGARDING SCARLET FEVER

The SJare Department of Health 
has issued a warning in regard to 
scarlet fever, since the number Oj. 
cases usually increases during the 
fall months. The majority of deaths 
from this disease occur during the 
months from October through Feb­
ruary.

Scarlet fever is a very oonta- 
Uions and serious disense. Grown 
people may contract it, but child­
ren under 15 years are especially 
apt to have it, if exposed. It is 
especially dangerous for children 
under 5 years, and Dr. Goe. W. 
Cox, State Health Officer, warns 
moth' rs to “not let your children 
take any chances with scarlet 
fever. Call the doctor as soon os 
any suspicious symptoms appear.”

Dr. Cox said that the first signs 
you may notice are that the child 
seems tired, restless and out of 
sorts. Usually, there is a sore 
throat, chills, vomiting, or in some 
cases convulsions and fever. The 
skin is dry and hot, the tongue is 
furred, and, under this furry cover­
ing. it is red and swollen. In ordi­
nary cases, these early signs ar 
followed in a day or two hy a 
rash. Little flat red points, close 
together, appear first on the neck 
and chest and soon the rash, very 
red in color, spreads over n.ost of 
(he body.

The doctor is required by law to 
report tlie case to the local health 
officer. It is important that the 
family P How carefully the quaran­
tine ins actions which the health 
officer Issues, since a severe or 
fatal case of scarlet fever may de­
velop from contact with some one 
who has only a light, attack. 
Children who have had sen Get 
fever, or who have been exposed, 
must not return to school until 
permission is given by the health 
officer and physician.

Lime and Soda
County Home Demonstration 

Agents over the state are telling 
Mrs. Bernice Ciavtor, home mun 
agement specialist of the Texas A. 
and M. College Extension Service, 
that they’ve found a very good 
and inexpensive paint and varnish 
remover—and that housewives are 
using it in dressing up furniture.

Slacked lime and bilking soda are 
the only materials you need to 
mix the paint remover. Mrs. Clay- 
tor says mix one pound of the 
slacked lime with one cup of bak­
ing soda, and j(u;t enough water 
to make a thick paste.

An old paint brush comes in 
handy as a means of applying the 
mixture to the finish that’s to be 
removed. Let the remover stay on 
the surface for about 30 minutes, 
until it is almost dry. Then wipe 
it off with a brush, broom or 
rough cloth.

To make sure that no alkili ma­
terial is left on the furniture wipe 
the surface again with a solution 
of warm water and vinegar. Tijat 
will muke the surface clean and 
ready to repaint.
Watch Your Pruning

About this time of year, when the 
days start getting cool, a lot of 
folks look around for something 
to do and end up applying the 
pruning shears to the trees in the 
front yard.

Miss Sadie Hatfield, landscape 
gardening specialist of the Texas 
A. and M. College Extension Ser­
vice, tells us that this hurst of 
autumn energy can sometimes do 
a lot more harm than good.

Heavy pruning during the fall 
months Isn’t a good idea, says Miss 
Hatfield, because cutting hack 
trees before winter is likely to 
prom, „e a lot of new growth that’ s 
almost sure to l*e injured by frost.

Of course, it will never hurt to 
cut o ff dead limbs or any growth 
that’s been Injured by the wind or 
is suffering from a disease.

December, January, February 
and March are good pruning mon­
ths, says he landscape Specialist. 
You can feel free to do heavy 
pruning any time after the first 
freeze, up until the middle of next 
summer. But from Mid-July until 
the winter months. Iietter watch 
the heavy cutting..

And nnofhpr Veonntion—Miss 
Hatfield says heavy fertilization 
and watering can also cause sud­
den growth which may be killed 
by early freezes.

December 9, 1947, ** Date 
for Peanut Referendum.

On Tuesday, December q peanut 
farmers will say S*'1' or “no” to 
marketing Quotas on their 1948, 
1949 and 1950 crops. All persons 
engaged in the production of more 
than one acre of Peanuts in 1947 
are eligible to vote. This includes 
tenants, sharecroppers, and own­
ers who share in the proceeds of 
the 1947 crops.

If two-thirds of those voting ap­
prove quotas, all P̂ unuts produced 
In 1948 on a farm that is not over- 
planted to peanuts will be eligible 
for a loan or other price support 
at 90 percent of Parity. Peanuts 
produced over ami above the farm 
marketing quota will he subject 
to penalty.

If more than one-third of those 
voting oppose quotas, the only sup­
port which could he available 
would he on jieanuts sold for 
crushing for oil. This support level 
is about 45 percent of the parity 
price for edible peanuts.
