Application for high school cer­
tificates must meet all require­
ments of an elementary certificate 
and in addition must be examined 
în the following subjects: civics, 
higher English composition, psy­
chology, and any four of the fol­
lowing: algebra, botany, physical 
geography, plane geometry, ancient

USDA, there will be rigid 
regulations on all transportation, 

i with farm trucks and trailers after 
November 15. AU farm trailers 
ar.d farm trucks will be put under 
federal control. They expect to 
control them by compelling each 
person who is operating either, to 
secure a permit from the federal 
government.

After the 15th of November ev­
ery person who operates either 
trailer or farm truck will have to 
have a certificate issued by the 
government permitting the use of 
such vehicle, or he will not be able 
to purchase gasoline or tires, be­
sides, there will be a penalty on 
each person operating such trailer 
or truck without the license certifi­
cate.

W. B. Starr, who lives and owns 
his farm in the Dan Hqxn commu­
nity about eight miles east of Put­
nam in Eastland county, and or­
ganizer of the Southwestern Pea 
nut Growers Association in East 
land county, held a one day peanut 
school at Jayton last week under 
auspices of Hugh F. Barnhart, Kent 
county agent. Growing interest in 
peanut growing is reported from 
that county.

Mr. Stan- moved to Eastland 
county a number of years ago and 
settled in what is known as the 
Dan Horn community, and began 
organizing the farmers in Eastland 
county. He deserves more credit 
for organizing th  ̂ Eastland county 
farmers and getting a living price 
for peanuts than any other person 
in Eastland county.

The following bit of news was 
taken from the Comanche Chief: 
“The peanut farmer in Comanche 
county stands to make his best 
money crop in severa' years,” says 
Walter Durham, manager of the 
Durham Peanut Company at Com­
anche, cites the case of a renter of 
a peanut farm in the Proctor com­
munity . (̂o whom the Durham firm 
ga\e a Check for over $4300 week 
for his quota of peanuts on a 100- 
acre -sandy land strip.

Besides this, explains Mr. Dur­
ham, 'he wasn’t through threshing 
all of his peanuts, and had consign­
ed all of his excess peanuts for oil 
stock to a government warehouse.”

This is equal to about $5500 off 
ti.f IO9 akcres of peanuts since the 
tenant only bad three-fourths of 
ths peanuts. Or that would equal 
an income of $55 per acre for one 
year.

Resolution Pledges 
Curtailment of State, 
Government Funds

Austin, October 7.— (Special)—  
The West Texas County Judge's’ 
and Commissioners’ Association 
went on record last week in its 
state convention at Big spring as 
favoring curtailment of all non- 
essential activities and retention of 
government relief for those citizens 
unable to help themselves. The 
resolution passed by the convention 
said in part: “ . . .wherefore we
further pledge that we shall zeal­
ously administer the funds of our 
county governments with the ut­
most frugality and endorse all ef­
forts of the Federal and State gov­
ernments directed to this end still 
preserving those functions essential 
to the needs of our people and 
fundamental in maintaining our
Democratic government,_of which
our Commander-in-Chief has given 
us this directive when he said, T 
would ask no one to defend a dem- 
oc ra'-y which in turn would not de­
fend everyone in the nation against 
want and privation. The strength 
of this nation shall not be diluted 
by the failure of the government to 
protect the economic well being of 
all citizens.’

“And, whereas, private and gov­
ernmental employment incident to 
the war effort has and will de­
crease the unemployment problem 
in our counties, we realize that it 
has not and will not assist the dis­
abled, the blind, the widowed moth­
ers with dependent children and the 
aged, and to all these we reaffirm 
our support of the Federal, State 
and local programs for their assist­
ance as long as their need shall 
continue.”
