The science department of
Time magazine recently pub-
lished graphs illustrating a
precipitous drop in the last
few years in the number Ph.
D.’s granted by United States
universities in four basic
sciences. They were termed
startling signposts on the road
to “Scientific Bankruptcy.”
They reflect the shortsighted
manpower policy of our gov-
ernment, the effect of which
are already being felt serious-
ly in the medical profession.
The training of doctors has
been reduced dangerously.

An unquestionable authori-
ty commenting on the inade-
quacy of present internship,
states that: “Many institu-
tions, in their desire to acede
to the wishes of the Army and
Navy, have arranged their
internship so that an experi-
i ence of no more than two or
three months in a survey is
obtained. According to the
regulations, two-thirds of all
the male internes, approxi-
mately 4,000, every nine
months will enter active mili-
tary service with, at the most,
no more than a few months
experience in surgery. Itis
these eager but inadequately
trained young officers who
will serve at the battalion aid
stations, where the wounded
are first brought and where
expert surgical judgment is
often needed.
