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'COTTON RECEIPTS T0
BE DELIVERED AT ONCE

Buyers’ receipts for cotton from
1937 crop sold prior to September
15th must oe mailed or delivered
in percon to the county agent not
later than September 30th. Buy-
ers’ receipts for cotton sold after
September 15th must be so filed
not later than 15 days after date
of sale. Pending receipt of gov-
ernment forms producers should
secure original sales receipts from
the buyers showing date of sale,
name and address of producer,
number and gross weight of the
bale, and the sigmature and ad-
dress of the buyer. It is most im-
portant that everything enumerat-
ed above be carried out to the let-
ter if producers expect to share
in the Cottor Price ZAdjustment
Program which will pay the pro-
ducer the difference between the
ten-spot market quotations each
day and 12 cents for the cotton
that is sold. Since receipts for all
cotton ginned during September
must be in the hands by Septem-
ber 30th it is necessary that each
farmer bring or send his receipts
in as soon as he reads this article.
We hope that every farmer will
do this so that he may not be dis-
appointed if he brings in his re-
reipts at a later date. We have
files in the office where the far-
mers receipts will probably be
safer than they would be at his
home,

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TO IMPROVE LAND-OWNER,
TENANT RELATIONSHIPS

A new drive is being launched
to improve relationships between
landowners and those tenants who
are being financed by the Farm
Security Administration (former-
ly Resettlement), it was stated by
J S McKnight, county  sup-
ervisor.

Recommendations of a commit-
tee of supervisors are now being
printed for guidance of all cous-
ty offices in Texas and Oklahoma.
The 45,000 farm tenant families
in these two states who are bei.g
financed by Farm Security can
blaze a trai] for the remainder of
the 147,000 Texas and Oklahoma
terant families, the supervisor
said.

The committee report recom-
mends that leases be prepared at
a conference between landlord,
tenant, and county supervisor, The
lease should always be in writing,
it was suggested, because “dis-
trust frequently exists, and be-
cause of the human elemen: of
forgetfulness as to what agree-
menis have been made.” A long-
time lease was recommended, in
place of the one-year lease now
emomonly used. Cancellation
clauses were suggested, for use
by either party, for reasonable
cuase, at least ninety days before
expiration of any lease year,
“Where it is absolutely impossible
to obtan long-time leases, we feel
that one-year leases should be
automatically renewed, unless one
of the parties gives notice. sixty
to ninety days before expiration,”
the committee said.

Each Farm Security borrower
is working under a long-time plan,

Improve-
ments which he makes should be
considered the property of the
terant, and he should either be
allowed to remove them at expira-
tion of the lease, the report said,
or an understanaing should be in-
cluded in the lease as to how the
tenant should be compensated.
