A heavy earthquake shock, ex­
tending from about 250 miles 
southwest of Mexico City as far 
north as Salt Lake City, Utah, was 
recorded during the early part of 
last week.

BIG INCREASE IN 
COTTON PRODUCED

LONE STAR GAS TURNS

Four new cases of meningitis 
have been reported in Brown coun­
ty for the past weel* bringing the 
total number in the county to 13. 
One death from the disease has 
been reported.

The State Health Department 
has sent out a bulletin emphasizing 
the importance of early diagnosis, 
hospitalization and proper treat­
ment since by these measures the  ̂
mortality rate may be kept as low 
as possible and control of the dis­
ease made easier.

The bulletin points out that no 
means of immunization is available 
at this time although important re 
search is still being made to this 
end and has been for the past sev­
eral years.

Farmers in several places over 
this district had good results with 
dusting cotton in 1942. These re­
ports are taken at random by act­
ual results made on the 1942 crop. 
The demonstrations were ranged 
from one acre to one hundred acres 
and each instance the dusting 
checked -against undusted acreage 
showed the same results, more cot­
ton per acre.

A demonstration in Hamilton 
county yielded a gain in production 
of slightly more than 100% over 
acreage from undusted blocks of 
cotton in the same community. 
Part of the acreage in Hamilton 
county produced 480 pounds of lint 
cotton pef' acre. In Taylor county 
one of three demonstrations, 230 
pounds per acre.

Applications of dusting ranged 
from two to eight, and the cost per 
acre from $6.14 to $2.25. The av­
erage net profit on the basis of in­
creased production was $10.60. One 

_ I farm in Hamilton county returned 
a net profit of $29.37 per acre.

Lone Star Gas Company turned

M. McDougal, chief of the public 
utility division, industrial salvage 
branch. The materials were direc­
ted to war production plants.

During the first six months of 
1942 the company turned in 900,000 
pounds of salvage, and in the third 
quarter the figure was 750,084 
pounds, making a nine-month total 
of 1,650,084 pounds, according to 
C. F. Wilson, Dallas, supervisor of 
stores and administrator of salvage 
and scrap for the gas company. The 
accumulation for the fourth and 
final quarter totaled 1,795,360 
pounds, bringing the year’s total to
3.445.444 pounds.

Mr. Wilson said that the com­
pany will participate in the war 
salvage project for the duration. 
His responsibility is to see that 
obsolete or materials otherwise not 
serviceable are sold to junk dealers 
who forward the salvage to war 
production plants. Material in­
cluded are scrap iron, steel and oth­
er scrap metals, scrap rubber and 
paper, and discarded ranges, etc.

Red Cross Needs $125,000,000
To Finance Wartime Program

WASHINGTON, D. C.—Faced with 
the greatest wartime program in 
history, the American Red Cross 
will launch its 1943 War Fund ap­
peal for $125,000,000 on March 1. 
Chairman Norman H. Davis has an­
nounced.

Pointing out that the bulk ot the 
fund will be used to expand Red 
Cross services to the men of the 
armed forces and their families. 
Chairman Davis urged every Amer­
ican man and woman to contribute 
to the fund.

With the approval of President 
Roosevelt, who also is President'6t 
the American lied Cross, the month 
of March is being observed as Red 
Cross Month. Walter S. Gifford, 
president ot the American Tele­
phone and Telegraph Company, is 
chairman of the Red Cross 1913 
War Fund.

“ Red Cross services to our armed 
forces and to the needs of dis­
tressed civilians on the battle and 
borne fronts can be supplied ouly 
by great expenditures and sacri­
fices," Chairman Davis said. “We 
are exerting our utmost efforts to 
accomplish these tasks with the 
least possible drain upon the re­
sources of the people in funds, time 
and energy. We must pever falter 
in our determination to meet these 
definite obligations. The Red Cross

is confident that all our people will 
be generous in their support of the 
1943 War Fund.”

More than 65 percent of the fund 
receiVed by the national organiza­
tion will be devoted to meeting Red 
Cross responsibilities to the armed 
forces. These include the Red Cross 
overseas club program, recreation 
and hospital program, the station­
ing of field directors at all foreign 
and domestic military camps and 
bases, the huge surgical dressing 
productijn program, and the blood 
plasma project which recently was 
expanded to a total of 4,000,000 
pints at the request of the Army 
and Navy.

Chairman Davis pointed out that 
the 1943 program will be vastly 
greater than the accomplishments 
of last year, in which the Red 
Cross aided millions of war victims 
through its foreign war relief pro­
gram; gave aid to thousands of 
piisoners of war; collected 1,500.- 
000 pints of blood for the armed 
forces; produced 520,000,000 sur­
gical dressings, and aided more 
than 1,500,000 servicemen and their 
families.

The $125,000,000 quota, he said, 
will finance the local, national and 
international work of the Red Cross 
for the entire year, barring unfore 
seen emergencies.
