Security Agent
For Information

Loss of social security bene-
fits, particularly to 65 year old
retired workers, continues to be
a major problem, according to
Ralph T. Fisher, manager of the
Abilene Social Security Admini-
stration offices.

“The smart thing for a work-
er to do,” said Fisher, “is to con-
tact the social security office
when he is 65 and discuss his
particular problems with us. Fi-
nancially successful people ap-
parently became financially sue-
cessful because they did not ov-
erlook their opportunities. We
find that very few financially
succesful workers lose their be-
nefits.”

Fisher explained that social se-
curity claims may be backdated
for a period of three months
only and that workers who do
not check into their rights with-
in three months after they Ffirst
became eligible may lose some
of the benefits they have paid
for.

“The - Social Security Office’
Fisher concludcd, ‘“is a good
place for a worker to spend a
vart of his 65th birthday. Our
job is to help workers collect all
the payments they are entitled

‘Gardners Should

Garden tips:—

Gardeners should remember
to treat their seeds before plant-
ing. Materials used to treat seed
are Arasan, Semesar, Yellow Cu-
procide, or Ceresan. Treating of
your garden seed will aid in
controlling many seed born dis-
eases and in preventing fungus
attack. It will also be protection
against damping off of young
plants. In purchasing these ma-
terials, be sure to obtain the
right kind of dust for vour par-
ticular kind of seed. Follow di-
rections on the container.

All sweet potatoes should be
dipped in a solution of Semesan
Bel to aid in the control of black
rot and stem rot. Dipping Irish
spuds in this same sclution be-
fore planting will aid in control-
ling scab and scurf on them.

Socialism versus capitalism has
become the biggest peacetime
issrte in this country.

At the same time its phys-
ical manifestations here in our
land is stearily growing.

At the present time the feder-
al government “cost us close to
$50 billion a year of our total
income of about $200 biliion. The
federal, state, and local govern-
ments combined take one third
of everything we produce. We
work for ourselves only two of
every three days. With a 40-hour
work week we have less than 27
hours, or about three and one
third days per week, to produce
our food, clothing, and shelter,
and to maintain our health and
education.

Government already owns a
fourth of all the land in the U.
S. It has also become the biggest
employer in the.world. It now
has more than 2 million civilian
employees. They receive a eold
half billion dollars a month.

Many more million citizens
have becoine dependent upon
payments, benefits, subsidies,
and handouts.

Orchard Management

Spray Your Peaches

Now is the time to spray your
peach and plum trees for scale
insects, peach leaf cur!), and bac-
terial spot. This should be done
when the trees are dormant. A
recommended combination of
spray materinls that may be
mixed together for dormant ap-
plication is 3 gallons of oil emul-
sion (97%), 3 1b. basic copper
sulphate to 100 gallons of water.

Anyone desiring written in-
structions on a spraying sched-
ule for peaches and plums and
other fruits can wvisit or write
to. the county agent, O, T'. Werst.
Now is the time to get prepared
for a complete spraying schedule.

Black Walnut Trees
Time To Plant Now

The Texas Forest Service is
offering black walnut seed this
year instead of the trees. These
seed have been held moist since
fall. They are ready to plant
now.

In some ways it is better to
plant seed than trees. Less ex-
pense and less work are involvec
than in setting trees. If handled
right the seeds will make trees
almost as soon as transplanted
trees. Seeds are sold at 50c per
1060. Order from the Texas For-
est Service, College Station, Tex.
100 is the minimum. No upper
limit has been set. The tree can
be used for. winubreaks, nuts,
and shade. Thomas black, wal-
nuts and English walnuts can

‘be grafted on this tree. This tree

is a fast grower and sometimes
reach:s a height of ten to twelve
feet in two or three years in
West Texas.

Texas families received $44,-
804,000 in life insurance death
benefit payments during 1949,
compared with $43,552,000 iu
the previous year and $27,945,000
in 1941, the Institute of Life In-
surance reports.

“The death benefit payments
in this state last year were made
under 33,194 policies, compeared
with 31,362 policies in the pre-
vious year and 23,128 policies
in 1941,” 'the Institute reported.
“Of the aggrezate 1949 payments
in the state, £32,310,000 was un-
der 11,905 ordinary policies; $8,-
157,000 was under 3,509 group
life insurance policies; and $4,-
337,000 was under 17,780 indus-
trial poligies.”

These payments were $16,859,-
(60 greater than the correspond-
ing payments in 1941, represent-
ing increased funds for family
income, educational needs, mort-
gagle payment, retirement in-
ccne and other protection uses.

AUSTIN, Feb. 11 — Texas’
mpmly g~owing pubilic school syc
tem. is cesting only cne twelfth
more. of-every tax PEINNY than
the tntal expended tew years
APo.

The surprisingly small in-
crease in apportionment of the
tax dollar in the decade sturt-
ing with the 1939-40 school year

is due to several factors, Chas.
H. Tennyson, Director of Public
Relations of the Texas State
Teachers Association, pointed
out today.

The total government cost for
all purposes has increased tre-
mendously in the decade, Tenny-
son noted; but said that the per-
centage of total government cos
for public school: jumped only
from 30.31% in 1939-40 to 30.43%
for the present school year.

Public schools this year will
cost an estimated total oif $153,-
213,552 in revenue derived from
state and federal funds. The to-

tal cost of all governmental ser-
vices including educalion i es
timaed at $510000,000.

“At no place in the Commis-
sion’s reports,” he added, “were
there made any recommenda-
tions for the increase or curtail-
ment of medical benefits or other
services to veterans but that
such policy decisions were out-
side its terms of reference and
should be subject of €Congress-
ional determination.” The Hoov-
er Commission Recommendations
only cover management of the
existing programs.

“The basic question as to what
the government owes to its vet-
erans and the dependents of the
members of the armed forces is
a policy matter which must be
determined by Congress. The
decision as to what financial
burden for medical care is to be
assumed is separate and distinct
from the question as to whether
such care should be given in
federal hospitals, but that such
a decision is essential for sound
planning,” Cook said.

Misconceptions about dismem-
bering the Veterans’ Adminis-
tration also have been widely
held. There are only three areas
where service functions would,
under. the Hoover Commission
program, be performed by agen-
cies other than the VA:

1. The construction program
would fall under the Department
of Interior, instead of the Corps
of Engineers which has construc-
ted most VA hospitals, and con-
trol would remain in the VA.

2. G. I. loans to be handled by
the Iousing and 'Home Finance
Administration with the VA cer-
tifying those veterans eligible.

3. The operation of hospitals
would be performed on a ser-
vice basis by the proposed Med-
ical Administration, and Cook
said “This is the only actual in-
stance which could be entitled
dismemberment of the VA.”

which checks may be cashed.
Grocery stores, particularly
the larger chains, said Garrison,
are the most frequently victim-
ized.

Garrison gave us these poin-
ters for everyone to remember
when dealing with checks:

1. Know your endorser.

2. Require positive identifica-
tion, Don’t accept social securi-
ty or similar identifiecatiom cards.

3. Get a reliable person known

to you to identify the passer i
at all possible.

Regarding the proposed high-
way south of Putnam, I wovld
lize to make the following sta-
tement:

The Highway Department is of-
fcering to build and maintain this
road and is asking that the county
set deeds for the right of vray.

The ‘Commissioners Court has
a rule that each precinct procure
the right of way in any manner
the Commissioner sees fit, as we
do not huve a common fund for
such purposes.

Mr. John D. Isenhower, Mayor
of Putnam, called all the interest-
ed land owners into a meeting on
Thursday night for the purpose of
wvorking out a solution and ex-
plained to them what the road
would mean to them, and the sav-
ing it would be on maintenance
to this precinct. After some dis-
cussion Comm'ssioner Mobley was
asked what the precinct was able
{o do. He explained that he “was
mindful of the fact that it would
be using the money of everyone
in the precincet and that money
spent would affect the work to be
done this year on other roads, but
he knew that the maintenace cost
for us on this road would save
¢nough in three years to pay for
what we would be out, thereby
giving more money on other roads
in the future.” He agreed to as-
sist the landowners affected ap-
proximately one half the cost of
anoving their fence back in return
for a deed to the land needed.
