WITNESS 
—Ted Dotts 

About 1800 years ago it was 
rather common in the Ro-
man Efripire to kill those per 
sons who wouldnot agree 
with the current religious 
practices of the Empire. A. 
favorite way to destroy such 
persons was to cast them to 
the lions in an arena. If such 
persons were found in those 
parts of the Empire which 
did not have such sporting 
places, then burning at the 
stake, crucifixion, or tne 
.chopping off of heads suffi-
ced_ 

A religious group who suf-
fered greatly at the hands of 
the Romans until the time or 
Constantine the Great were 
those caned Christians. The 
Christians who refused to 
worship the Roman Emperor 
. as if he were God and who 
were therefore destroyed or 
maimed were called Witness-
es. By their death they wit-
nessed to that which they he 
lieved in. Of course, many 
Christians did not stick with 
their beliefs long enough to 
get hurt. They denied that 
they were Christians when 
the going got rough. But, a 
great many did retain their 
faith and speak of it even 
as lions tore them to pieces, 
or as the soldiers lit the fires 
around their stake. 

All this "witnessing unto 
death' is comparable in a 
way to our understanding of 
voting today. How often we 
he-r som Arae 
won't bother to vote because 
this or that person will kill 
my vote with his vote." 

You cannot kill a vote! A 
vote stands like an early 
Christian witness in that tne 
man himself died but his 
witness lives on. The same 
with our vote in the modern 
political scene.. Your vote 
may be matched by a vote 
• cast for the party you are 
opposing, but the witness of 
your velle lives on long after 
the election is won or loSt. 

Although all "witness stor-
ies' do not have happy end-
ings (because we often try t 
witness to something less 
than God-like), it is inter-
esting to note that after 
more than two hundred year 
of persecuting Christianc the. 
Roman Empire, in the year 
324 AD, made Christianity 
the official religion of the 
whole Roman Empire. The 
votes cast by the early Christ 
tans finally won out. The 
witness they made with the 
vote of their lives completely 
reversed the Roman Empires 
attitude, understanding and 
goals. 

What are you doing with 
your vote? Your witness?
