On Friday morning the tem-
perature dropped to around 
19 above and the highest 
temperature recorded during 
the day was 31. Sunday the 
temperature dropped to 20 
degrees and the record high 
was again 31. On Monday, 
the cloud cover continued 
and 	the temperature . was 
never above freezing. Mon-
day night the clouds moved 
over and while the tempera-
ture reached 20 above, the 
sunshine, with little wind, 
commenced to warm up. 

However, it is stated that 
anothr cold snap is on the 
way. 

One feature of this last 
cold snap no snow visited 
the Ropes territory, while to 
the north, east and south Of 
us the heaviest fall of the 
year was recorded. It even 
went down into the Big Bend. 
country where snow seldom 
falls. Also, recorded in deep 
East Texas was a tornado, 
we suppose the first for this 
year. 

On February 2, Thursday 
of last week, the groundhog 
came crawling out of his 
hole, saw his shadow and 
jumped back in—which, ac-
cording to tradition, means 
there will be six more weeks 
of bad weather. 

However, with Easter corn-
ng on the 2nd of April, we 
should have a reasonably 
early spring.

It is also said that farmers 
this year can expect the govern-
ment to regulate farm labor wag-
es, transportation and housing, 
either by legislative or by execu-
tive degree.

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The last time I ever saw 
Anthony Sherman was on the 
fourth of July, 1859, in Inde-
pendence Square.
