TEXANS MAY HAVE
UNWELCOME GUESTS

With ccld weather approaching,
Texans may have some unwelcome
guests — rats and mice — in their
homes and business establishments
this winter unless precautions are
taken, advises the Texas State De-
partment of Health.

In addition to causing economic
loss, these guests also are a serious
menace to the health of their bene-
factors. A costly, common nemy,
the rat contaminates everything it
touches and destroys upwards of a
billion dollars worth of food and pro-
perty each year in this country. An-
other loss is caused by rats gnaw-
ing insvlatien from electric wires
with a resultant fire. It is estimat-
ed that five to 25 per cent of fires of
unknown origin on farms are caus-
ed by rats.

In Texas, the major illness from
rats is seen in endemic (murine)
typhus fever which is spread by
fleas. Other rodent-borne diseases
include rat-bite fever, leptospirosis,
salmonellosis, trichinosis and ricket-
tsailpox (a disease resembling the
chickenpox).

Rat bites are far more prevalent
than is thought and provide another
health hazard. Available records
indicate that bites occur at the rate
of approximately 10 per 100,000 per-
