Voters who have lived in 
Texas less than a year must 
apply for a ballot during a 15 
day period which began Sep-
tember 6, if they want to vote 
for President and Vice Presi-
dent in the coming general 
tfeution, Raymond Dennis, 
county clerk, announced re-
cently. ApTicants must appear 
in person at the county clerks 
office. 

This will be the first time 
that persons having less than 
a year's residence is the state 
will be able to vote in a pre-
sidential election, Dennis said. 
A law passed by the Texas 
Legislature last year permits 
a voter who moved to Texas 
from some other state less 
than a year before general el-
ection day to vote for Presi-
dent and Vice President, but 
for no other offices, if he will 
have lived in Texas at least 60 
days on election day. In order 
to vote, he must possess all 
the qualifications required of 
electors under Texas law ex-
cept the ordinary residence 
requirements, and it must al-
so be shown that he was eith-
er a qualified elector in ano-
ther state immediately before 
his removal to Texas or that 
lie would have been eligible to 
vote in the presidential elec-
tion in the state where he 
formerly lived if he had re-
mained there until election 
day. 

Dennis said that a person 
who had been issued a voter 
registration certificate, voter 
identification card, or other 
document showing that he 
was a registered voter in the 
state from which he moved 
should take this document 
with him when he goes to the 
county clerk's office to apply 
for a ballot. If he does not 

Mrs, 

have written proof of his re-
gistration, it will be neressary 
for the clerk to obtain verifi-
cation of his voting eligibility 
from the voter registrar or 
other appropriate election of-
ficial at the place cf his for_ 
mer residence before he will 
be accepted for voting. 

Applications must be filed 
with the clerk by 5 o'clock pa, 
Friday, September 20. How- 

er, the voters will not ac-
tually vote until the period of 
October 21 -November 1 when 
they will return to the clerk's 
office and cast their nallots. 
Dennis said that each appli-
cant will be given written' 
notice informing him whether 
his application has been ac-
cepted after the clerk receives 
a reply from the voter regis-
trar in the state of former!  
residence. 

Persons voting in the presi-
dential election under this spa 
cial procedure need not be 
registered as voters in the 
county where they now live. 

Dennis emphasized that 
this voting procedure applies 
only to persons who will have 
lived in Texas less than a year ;  
on election day. If a person 
moved to Texas before No-; 
vember 5. 1967, he must be! 
registered with the county tax 
assessor-collector in order to' 
vote in the general election 1 
on November 5, and he will; 
vote in the regular manner; 
on 	election day. 	However, I  
only those persons who be-
came residents of Texas after 
October 1, 1967, may register; 
at this time, and they must 
register by next October 5 in 
order to vote in the election 
on November 5. Registration 
for persons who became re-I 
sidents on or before October 1, 
1967. closed last January 31.
