Dear Mrs. Ward: 
This is in reply to an In-

quiry that you made sonic 
time ago relative to certain 
information regarding the 
Latin Americans i n this 
county. 

Before discussing this mat-
ter, let me apologize for the 
delay in answering your re.-
quest. The following infor-
mation is submitted for your 
consideration in an attempt 
to help with the problems of 
these people. Please be ad-
vised that some of this infor-
mation is from statistics and 
the other is my personal op-
inion, which is based on ob-
servation and working with 
them. 

Question No, 1: The hist u'y 
as to why of being here. Ans-
wer: Supply and demand of 
labor. Many of these people 
are migratory by a necessity 
of making a living and possi-
bly by choice to some extent. 
Many families are seasonal 
labor employees. Consequent-
ly, they drift or follow the 
available labor markets. They 
work in an area for a given 
time or until the labor mark--
et drops, then many of them 
migrate to other areas. Some 
of the more stable type of 
families choose to accept 
permanent employment or 
semi-permanent employment 
in a given area. Many of 
them find the labor demands 
are as good or better in a giv 
en area as it is on a migra-
tory basis. The families that! 
choose to stay in a given area 
very likely realize that they 
are better off financially 
than on a migratory basis. 
Housing is often furnished, 
particularly with the farm 
laborers. Many labor camps 
also have reasonable housing 
facilities that are available 
to many of these people. Pos-
sibly this line of thinking 
may be an explanation as to 
why these people are i n 
Hockley County. 

Question No. 2: Number in 
the county. Answer. Accord-
ing to the latest school cen-
sus report, approximately 
nineteen hundred children 
between the ages of six and 
eighteen were enumerated 
on the scholastic census rolls.
