"1969 will be the 22nd con-
secutive year in which we 
have increased our invest-
ment in our service area by 
10-million dollars or more a 
year. with the average annual 
investment during the last 10 
years being more than 20-mil 
lion dollars.

The 
first reason is to stay ahead 
of the v4"mand for electric 
service, while the second is to 
keep that service as efficient 
and economical as possible. 
Ever-increasing inflation is 
making economy more and 
more difficult, but we are tak 
ing every step that we can to 
keep our expenses down," 
Tolk said. 

Transmission lines and sub 
stations will account for a 
little more than 6-million 
dollars of the 1969 program,
