Happiness is never 
tomorrow. It is either in 
making the most of today, or 
it is never. 

Second, the illusion that our 
problems will soon be over, 
"Tomorrbw, everything will 
be okay." How often we use 
this rationalization as an ex-
cuse for not doing anything 
about our problems today. I 
once knew a man who suffer-
ed from chest pains that grew 
worse and worse each day. 
Yet he refused to see a doc-
tor always insisting that the 
pains would go away tomor-
row. The pains finally did go 
away and so did he, perman-
ently! 

Third. the illusion that we 
have unlimited time, "Tomor_ 
row, there will still be time." 
All of us know at least one 
fifteen letter word: PRO- 
CRASTINATION. None of us 
likes to put things off, but to 
varying degrees we all do. 
Sometimes the consequences 
are not serious, but many 
times they are. Consider the 
heartache of the person who 
sends expensive flowers to 
the funeral of a friend or a 
.loved one to make up for the 
deeds and words of kindness 
-which he failed to give while 
there was still time. Time, 
given to us only in the pre-
sent, is so fleeting that we 
can neither stop it nor expect 
to possess it tomorrow. 

The poet Samuel Coleridge 
must have been warning us 
of these illusions when he 
said, "In today already walks 
tomorrow". The only realis-
tic way to face tomorrow is 
to live fully and responsibly 
every second of today. When 
Jesus counseled his dtsciples 
not to be anxious about tomor 
row, he was calling them to 
be faithful in God's gift of 
the present: "Do not be anx-
ious about tomorrow, for to-
morrow will be anxious for 
itself. Let the day% own tro-
uble be sufficient for the day."

Vitamin D, nec-
essary for calcium metabolism, is 
furnished for adults by vitamin 
D fortified milk. Fish liver oils 
are also a good source. 

Youth Need High 
Another time when calcium 

demands are heavy is during the , 
growth spurt of the adolescent, I 
when bones, muscles and glands 
are undergoing active changes.; 
In populations where.  calcium in- ' 
take is inadequate, there may be 
a slowing of growth and a limit-
ation of average stature. 

Dairy Foods Excellent 
In practical terms, the calcium 

needs of the body are best met 
through whole milk and non-fat 
milk products. Two cups of whole 
fresh milk supply about three 
fourths of the body's daily needs 
in adult life: Adolescents, preg-
nant women and nursing mothers 
need more. Cheddar and Swiss 
cheese are good sources of cal-
cium; cottage cheese, though 
lower,  in calcium, contributes an :  
important amount. A serving of 
ice cream in addition to two cups 
of milk will bring the calcium 
intake up to the average adult 
recommendation. 

Next to milk products, vege- 
tables are the best sources of 
calcium. The best of these are 
kale, broccoli, collards, dande-
lion and mustard greens.

Why It's Important 
It is common knowledge that 

calcium is important in the nor-
mal development of teeth and 
bones. It is not so commonly 
realized that calcium is impor-
tant also in the blood and in the 

, functioning of the nerves, and 
through them, of the muscles. 
Calcium utilization it the, body 
is governed by two pairs of tiny 
glands situated in or near the 
thyroid gland, and called para-
thyroids. 

Must Be Replaced 
Calcium, like other nutrients, 

is used in the body, and, then 
discarded either through the 
bowels or the kidney. It must 
be replaced with a new supply. 
This is true at 	times of life. 
The need for calcium is contin-
uous throughout life, but varies
