Dear Friend: 
There is every indication 

that we are headed for an 
important change in cotton 
legislation. While the change 
could be to the long-range 
advantage of the cotton pro-
ducer, I personally believe 
that the change may be to 
the short-range advantage of 
cotton farmers. 

It is my opinion that the 
support prices on cotton have 
been fairly acceptable to cot-
ton farmers over a period of 
years. We all would have 
preferred larger allotments, 
but most farmers have man-
aged to live with the control 
p_:ogram on cotton. 

The announced reduction 
in the national cotton allot-
ment for next year from a-
bout 18 million acres to about 
16 million acres is disturb-
ing cotton producers, and 
rightly so. Whether this re-
duction will stand without 
change cannot be determin-
ed at this time The Secre-
tary of Agriculture has indi-
cated he will support an in-
crease for 1963 if legislation 
leading to greater estimated 
<consumption is passed. 

Why the sudden conclusion 
that the cotton program may 
be Et tinged? 

(a)-• 	 or 
.ton wqs -increased in 1961 
—about one-half cent per 
pound over the support on 
so-called Choice "A" cotton 
of the previous year — and 
this was followed by an up- 
ward spurt in the utilization 
of synthetics as substitutes 
for cotton. Synthetics have 
been gaining on cotton for 
years. To what extent the 
recent gain in synthetics re- 
sulted from the increased 
support price and the aban- 
donment of the lower priced 
cotton under the Choice "B" 
program cannot be accurate- 
ly pinpointed. It undoubted-
ly had something to do with 
the acceleration. 

(b) Our exports in recent 
years have gone as high as 7 
million bales per year. . Ex-
ports fell last year to 4.9 mil- 
lion bales. 	There is a gov- 
ernment subsidy of 8 1-2 
cents per pound on every 
bale of cotton which we ex-
port. The more we export, 
the more the U. S. Treasury 
pays in total subsidy. There 
has not been too much gen-
eral complaint about the ex-
port subsidy but, even with 
the subsidy, enough American 
cotton is just not moving in-
to world trade. In view of 
large exports the previous 
year some reduction in ex-
ports was inevitable last year. 

(c) The American textile 
industry is on the warpath 
to a greater extent than ever 
before. American mills have 
to pay 8 1-2 cents more per 
pound for American cotton 
than foreign mills pay for 
the same cotton. 

The carry-over of Ameri-
zan cotton is on the. upswing 
and it is estimated that the 
carry-over on next August 
may be in the area of 9 mil-
lion bales, a figure that is 
far too high. (U.S. consum-
tion of cotton totals about 9 
million bales per year. Con-
sumption of major synthetic 
fibers, which are in direct 
competition with cotton, is 
the equivalent of about 2 1-2 
million bales of cotton an- 
nually. 	If all synthetic fi- 
bers were included, the fig-
ure would be in the area of 
7 million bales.)
