Hail Takes Heavy Damage In Ropes 
Sat. as Roofs, Windows Beaten In 

One of the surprises, and .1 
very expensive one, on Satur-
day afternoon of last week 
was a hail storm which came 
in from the southeast. Dur-
ing the afternoon clouds had 
hung in the east, but as 
storms usually do not come 
from that direction, little at-
tention was paid to them. 

At about five o'clock a 
rather vicious appearing 
cloud was seen to be moving 
to the south and west. In 
that the sky had taken on a

At that time the cloud 
seemingly was moving to the 
south when of a sudden it 
stopped then started back 
north with a roar, moving 
with the speed of a jet plane.

As we turned west at the 
school house the elements 
tossed a huge stone at us 
which m:-,de a direct hit on 
the window glass right beside 
our head—we 'saw the glass 
break and the lines spangle 
out from the center of it.

When the hail was ovtr, 
some five or ten minutes of 
it, there was little water on 
the ground,- but hail stones 
as large as golf balls and 
larger, were all over the 
earth, 

We took a look at our roof 
and saw that the south side 
was beat la, completely ruin-
ed. We went back to Hock-
ley Street and found that the 
City Hall had lost a window 
on the south; the Church of 
Christ parsonage lost some 
windows; the Brown place 
was battered, windows brok.-- 

en, a storm door turned into 
twisted metal; the Ulys Gregg 
home was almost a total 
wreck—there were holes in 
the roof, and even the siding 
had holes knocked in it. A 
screen door was a twisted 
mass of wire and wood, and 
two windows had been knock-
ed out,
