a u.soful citizen. Press has been se­
lected as the “ Hero of the Month" 
by the D i s a b l e d  American 
Veterans.

The selection is part of 
tlonal program to honor each 
month n seriously disabled veteran 
who has successfully rehabilitated 
himself.

Press started his business in 
June, UM7. He has agents in In­
dio, Brazil, Japan and France. 
He has the national distributorship 
o f a line o f rare French perfumes 

He has imported bamboo prod, 
ucts from Japan and such commo. 
ditles as flour, copper tubing and 
aniline dyes. He has orders for 
prefabricated Houses, Diesel en­
gines, tractors, alkalies and gal 
vunized pipe that total close to a 
million dollars.

This business Is conducted 
from a hospiul bed at Cushing 
General Hospital with the coopera 
tion of the hospital authorities and 
the assistance of a hired secretary.

The conquering of his own per- 
sonsl handicaps has been Just as 
thrilling as his business success.

Serving with the Army Air 
Forres as a Staff Sergeant at­
tached to the 391st Meilium Bomb 
Group, 9th Air Force, ho suffered 
a broken neck while taking part in 
an athletic program near Lnon, 
France.

F o l l o w i n g  hospitalization In 
France he was transferred to 
Cushing -where he has been ever 
since. Informed he would never 
walk again. Press nevertheless 
stood up for the first time with the 
use of leg braces between paral­
lel bars.

For one year he spent an hour 
dally practicing balancing between 
parallel bars and learning to take 
steps. A year later he stood up 
with the use of crutches. Because 
he has no movement in his hands 
at all, leather cuffs were devised by 
him so his hands could be strap­
ped at the hand grips of the 
crutches.

One of his biggest thrills was 
moving his fed* six inches along 
the floor. Within a periorl of time be 
had increased his ambulating dis­
tance from six inches to a quarter 
of n mde.

Physicians at Cushing believe 
Joe Press is the only person who 
has lost the use of four extremities 
who can ambulate witfrthe use of 
crutches and braces.

Joe, not married, credits his re­
habilitation to the personnel of 
Cushing, the superior rehabilita­
tion program for paraplegics and 
his membership in the Fred S. 
Murphy Chapter o f the Disabled 
American Veterans in Framing­
ham.

He was bom In Meriden, Con­
necticut, was graduated from the 
New Haven High School and at­
tended New Haven College of Com­
merce. Before enlerlng-iervlce he 
was In the insurance and financial 
business.
