However, Ward continues by 
saying that identification is not al­
ways a safe precaution, and tliat 
merchants should know the exact 
residence of the parly and where 
he can be found in case the check 
should prove to be bad.

Many merchants also make the 
mistake of accepting checks pure­
ly on the basis of knowing the 
person whose signature appears on 
the check. This, of course, is tak­
ing a chance if the merchant docs 
not know the person holding the 
check since it could very easily be 
fofgery, felonious offense regard- 
le.ss of the amount for which the 
chock is written.

These op­
timistic oslimatL-.-. come from sev­
eral busines--; and civu leaders of 
Slaton, and one from Lubbock.

C. II. Cale of Lubbock, manager 
of Southwestern Bell Telephone 
Co. in this area, lias estimated 
that population within the Slaton 
city limits will fall between 5600 
and 6000. Basis for his estimate is 
the number of telepchone ex­
changes and also counting the de­
layed applications.

The Slatonilc figure of 86,000 
population for "Greater Slaton” is 
taken from a slightly altered read­
ing of the Sunday Avalanche-Jour- 
pal population estimates.

J. J. Maxey, city secretary, says 
ho believes the census will show 
Slaton to have approximately 6(X)0 
people living witliin the city limits.

Maxey bases his asumption on 
the number of water, gas and pow­
er connections in town and esti­
mating the number of homes which 
arc not connected for public utili­
ties. “Considering that there ara 
an average of four people in each 
family, there would be 5400 peo­
ple here according to the water 
connections alone,” Maxey explain­
ed.

" I ’d .say there will be approxi­
mately 5800 people, and 1 believe 
this to be a little high,” .says Joha 
Sims, manager of the West Texas 
Gas Co. Counting four to a fam­
ily, Sims says the gas connections 
show a total of 5332, and he be­
lieves the unregistered homes will 
bring the total to around the 5800 
mark.

There must alwry.s tip at least 
one unauthentic estimate. ‘With 
absolutely no statistical backing to 
help him, Santa Fe cmidoyee A l­
len Ferrell say.-. Slaton’s |>opula- 
lion will bo 4129- even.

Slaton (.’hatnber of Commerce 
.Secretary I’ . G. .Meading .sets tho 
Slaton population limit at 6200. 
.Meading says he makes liis esti­
mate from .school enrollment and 
utility connections, excluding tclc- 
pliones.

However, Slatonitc Editor Jack- 
son helievc.s all these estimates 
to be pure guess work. He says 
that the best way to judge popula­
tion i> by measuring the number 
of gallons of sewage running 
through tho city disposal plants— 
.and .sinee Slaton has no way of 
measuring tlii.s, no accurate esti­
mate can be made. Jack.son, who 
is considered one of the best at 
predicting tlie weather, refused to 
he quoted on any exact poinilation 
estimate.

Altliougli there are many other things which arc actu­
ally more important to city welfare than flowers, the appearance 
ot a town is .still the firsl’ tliing upon which strangers base their 
opinion.s -often tlie lasting opinion. While civic projects are dire 
necessities and demand tlie cooperation of all citizens, flower 
growing is something in wliicli everyone can participate indivi- 
vidually to help better the city as a whole.

if the ;iolIar is not slatdc, if might take more than $12,000 to 
buy what $1,200 will buy today.

it takes $100 today to buy what $59 bought ten years 
lago. Unless a man’s income is practically double what it 
Iwas ,,-■'11 vears ago, lie can hardly boast of economic prosperity. 
L\nd icfcrcnce is made liere only to the purchasing power of the 
■dollar: it docs not take into account the huge cut the (jovern- 
mcnl takes out of every pay check for taxes, nor docs it include 
■he loss due to excise taxes and to the Innumberable ‘ ‘hidden" 
taxes, in order to enjoy the same standard of living wc enjoyed 
ten years ago, wc have to earn at least double our 1940 income.

The purchasing power of«the dollar determines not 
miy whether a man must spend five cents or fifteen cents for a 
oaf ot bread, but it also determines whether money saved and 
nveslo<l through the years will keep or lose its original value. 
L Government bond purchased for $75 ten years ago is redeemable 
oday for $100. That, theoretically, is a profit of $25. But with 
ilOO buying only what $59 bought ten years ago, actually it is a 
Dss of $16 in purchasing power.

Inflation docs not necessarily end in depression, but 
ihcn the purchasing power of the dollar falls below a certain 
bint the result cannot be anything but disastrous. As the value 
f the dollar falls, strikes for higher wages Increase, and this re-

July 25,1951

The deadline for most vetcr.ms 
for starting a course of education 
and training under the G1 Bill n: 
15 months away—on July 25, 1951.

A Veterans Administration reg­
ulation. issued recently by tho 
Lubbock Office states that tho 
majority of veterans will not ho 
permitted to begin Gl Bill cours­
es after Jul.v 25. 1947. and those 
who enlisted or rcenlisted under 
tho Armed Forces Voluntary Re­
cruitment Act. according to an an­
nouncement made by Robert W. 
Sisson. VA Regional 'Office .Mana­
ger.

July 25, 1951, however, is not 
important to veterans wlio have 
Started and actually are inirsuing 
GT Bill training on that date, as 
they have the right to continue 
their courses.

The VA regulation explains that 
a veteran who has started a course 
and who lias continued in it will 
be considered to be in training, 
even thougli he has temporarily 
interrupted the course for the 
summer vacation or for other rea­
sons beyond lii.s control.

Under existing contracts, which the company 
has offered to continue, 36,000, or three out of 
every four telephone people, will get raises 
this year. Averaged over all employees, these 
raises will amount to $2 a week per employee.

Unlike most industries where an employee 
must wait for a vacancy to get a higher-paid 
job, telephone people receive‘regular, sched­
uled raises from the day they start until they 
reach the top rate for their jobs.

Basic wage rate increases have more than 
kept pace with increased costs of living. Since 
January, 1941, telephone wages have gone 
up 94 per cent., .  while the cost of living has 
increased only^6 per cent in the sarne period.

The company’s Benefit and Pension Plan, 
long recognized as one of the best, was im­
proved in November to provide pensions of at 
least $100 a month, including social secimty, 
at age 65 after 20 years’ service. Actually, 
many employees will get substantially more.

The Plan aUo includes liberal sickness ben­
efits— up to a year’s full pay depending on 
length of service —  plus disability,'accident, 
and death benefits of as much as a year’s pay. 
The plan doesn’t cost employees a dime.

Telephone people enjoy one to three weeks’ 
paid vacation. Also, they get seven holidays 
a year with pay.

Telephone rate increases so far in this state 
have lagged far behind rising operating costs 
and have even failed to cover the current cost 
of wage increases already granted.

This has been a big factor in pulling down 
the company’s rate of earnings to the lowest 
level in its history.

Obviously, any further increase in wages 
beyond those already provided in existing 
contracts, will have to come from piockets of 
telephone customers.

Here it is: It's too early to plant 
sweet corn, wait until the weath­
er gels nice and warm, warm 
enough to make the sweat run 
down the back of your cars, when 
you stir around a bit; and its a 
good idea to plant it in several 
plantings, it you have room enough 
to do so. Make the plant ing^ about 
two to three weeks apart so that 
when it starts ripening it will not 
all get ready to cat at the same 
time.Personally 1 think a hybred Yel­
low Bantam is the best to plant.
It grows in small e.irs on a ban­
tam stalk that grows about threo 
feet high, it 1ms very small cobs 
and it is usually a foot race be­
tween you and the worms to see 
which one will get most of the 
corn.I ’ve read a lot of stuff about 
how to keep the worm out. in­
cluding taking an oil can and 
squirting mineral oil on the tas­
sel as soon as it is fonned, but iW 
a waste of time. The best thing to 
do is to shake the worms out and 
cat what they leave. I f  you ever 
get a taste of yellow bantam you’ll 
leave the roasting cars to what 
few horses there arc left and to 
folks with buck teeth.
