Catholics, Negroes, and foreigners are discriminated against. 
NO'dnc disputes the fact that, m hiring and firing, many indivi­
duals arc disrriminated against for no reason other than their 
race, religion, or national origin. But that is discrimination in its 
broadest and most obvious form. It is only the beginning.

The barrier of sex has crumbled greatly in the Twen­
tieth; I'Ccntury, but discrimination against women can still be 
found in every field and on every level of employment. Men arc 
often’employed to manage a woman’s dress shop, but no woman 
is ever employed to manage a haberdashery. Men often teach in 
-women’s colleges, but women never teach in men’s colleges. When 
ah eipploycr has a vacancy for a menial job at low pay, he usually 
looks lor a woman to fill it. Men and women often work side by 
aide, -fit the same job and under the same conditions, but the 
man’s pay check is usually substantially the larger. Women of 
established ability arc denied executive jobs in many companies 
solely because of their sex. In some instances they actually fill 
the position but without the dignity of the executive title.

Discrimination is a part of the very warp and woof of 
hunpian nature. Fr^ucntly it is based on ignorance and prejudice, 
but some of the time it goes much deeper. It is often wrong. It 
is almost never fair. But it exists and it cannot be wiped out by 
law. -

, ; But the very fact, however, that discrimination is so 
prevelent is -all tho more reason for opposing a Federal FEPC. 
Diacrimination cannot be controlled by law. it can only be con- 
troUea by custom, through the process of education. Every indi- 
vldual’has the right to gainful employment, but there is no more 
JuqUlieation in forcing an employer to give employment to a man 
whom he docs not want to hire than there is in forcing another 
man to work for an employer for whom he docs not want to work. 
We luve a minimum wage law. What is to prevent us from one 
day having a maximum wage law, as dctcrimcntal to employers as 

I to employees? If the Government can,tell an employer whom he 
i must hire, >vhat is to prevent it from telling the laborer where 
land for-whom he must work? The ultimate outcome of such 
'coercion is totalitarianism.

Congressman Mahon 
Makes Recent Plea 
To Preserve Peace

“The preservation of peace 
should be the number one objec­
tive of Congress and the Ameri­
can people,” Congressman George 
Mahon, Representative of the 19th 
District, said this week in Wash­
ington.

The statement followed a series 
of meeting of top military leaders 
with the Committee on Military 
Appropriations of which .Mahon is 
chairman.

“Despite the fact that within re­
cent months Russia has developed 
an atomic bomb and overrun 
China, the over-all Military Pro­
gram for this country has not been 
greatly changed," Mahon continu­
es. “Our whole problem of nation­
al defense should be re-examined 
in the light of these events. It Is 
true that the Military Forces of 
this country on land, sea and in 
ihe air are' in a better state of 
Readiness for immediate combat 
now than at anv time since the 
demobilization following World 
War II, but our forces arc smaller 
than last year.”

Murphy is ideally cast for th* 
role, being the same wistful type 
that research showed Billy to be 
and possessing incredible ability 
in the handling of guns.

The film, despite its tragic end­
ing, is refreshing in its honest 
narration and its refusal to suc­
cumb to Hollywood’s fondness for 
the boy-and-girl pattern. 'Phere is 
action galore and excellent acting, 
especially by the top principals.

The story opens with William 
Bonney, better known as Billy

Billy snuffs out the lives of 
twenty-one men, in the picture 
the exact amount claimed by his 
blazing guns in real life. He finds 
a true friend in an Kngishman 
named Jameson, played well by 
Shepperd Strudwick who gives 
The Kid a job and a chance to 
live peacefully. When Jameson is 
murdered by trail tramps Billy 
goes berserk in a mad quest for 
vengeance and kills in wholesale 
lots.

When at length Billy is trapped 
and laid low. Sheriff Garrett is 
heard to express wonderment that 
the Kid didn’t «ven tr>- to draw. 
A few minutes before hi.N death 
Billy had seen tho light of his life 
dancing with an Army officer and 
had given up hope.
