Often in economic discussions
will be heard the statement that
when one business ‘“falls off",
they all do. A very concrete ex-
ample of the fact was brought be-
fore the Slatonite this week when
Postmaster Kirby Scudder showed
how even postal proceeds, or so
called “postal receipts,” fluctuate
with other businesses and also
follow in the same cycles,

Postal receipts, according to
the Slaton postmaster, are based
primarily on stamp sales and on
such small income items as box
rent,

The past ten years has watched
American business make a steady
climb, with postal receipts sharing
in the economic rise. During the
first six months of 1040, Slaton
postal receipts totaled $6,662.40:
while over tthe same period of
time in 1950 the 'ipts totaled
$12,760.51, an incr ¢ of $6,008-
A1,

In accounting dor this growth,
Scudder explained that it was a
combination of better business and
population increase; but mainly
better business, since the econo-
mic standard has risen far more
than the “nosa count." ~

Another polio case was reported
this week in Slaton. Little Consuela
Cardenas, 905 S. 7th, was stricken
with the disease Monday, July 10.
She has been sent to the Plain-
view Polio Clinic.

This makes a total of four caseq
of polio reported for the summer
in Slaton. The two latest cases
other than that of Consuela Carden-
as, are Jimmy Avant, 235 S. 3rd,
and Robert Eckles, 1250 S. 10th.
All of the Slaton polio cases are
reported as improving. There have
been no deaths from polio report-
ed this year from Slaton.

According to the city's physi-
cians, there is no reason to get
scared or panicky. There have been
more cases reported so far this
year than any previous year lately,
but there is no definite proof that
there will be a big polio epidemic
this year.

Dr. W. E. Payne, city health of-
ficer, said that about the only
thing a person can do to ward off
the chance of getting polio is to
observe the common rules of
cleanliness. “Clean out all rubbish
that might attract flys or other
insccts,” advises Dr. Payne. There
is no particular ne ity of a-
voiding crowds. In the past polio
has attacked cven those who a-
voided large gatherings.

Since the cause of polio is un-
known, there is no definite thing
we can do to avoid it, but keep-
ing our homes and property {ree
of rubbish and insect breeding
places will help to ward off any

The election was called and rec-
ommended by the Slaton Indepen-
dent School district and if the
105,000 in bonds is all authorized,
work will start as soon as possi-
ble on the construction of a Gym-
nasium on the High School

Should the bonds be authorized
the present plans call for a gym-
nasium of brick, tile and steel

90 feet with hardwood floors.
The permanent type bleachers will
seat 800 people. It would be of the
very latest type construction.

Should the class rooms be con-
structed according to the suggest-
ed plans, there- would- be- six
additional classrooms built which
will probably be in a separate
structure from any other building.
The general type of construction
would be the same as the new
elementary building recently com-
pleted. In addition to the class-
rooms there would be restrooms,
a heater room, a library, a book-
room and an office. This building
would be 57 by 110, The exact
location has not been selected.
It would be constructed so that
an addition can be made in the
event of oll development or future
growth demands it

SUMMER WORMING

Generally, birds kept in the
open during summer months are
healthier than those that remain
in confinement. But that is no
yeason to neglect or ignore, the
threat of disease or heavy worm
infections to a flock. Fresh air,
freedom of movement, and plenty
of green forage not always can
be counted on to guide birds safe-
ly through the summer months.

To keep poultry in good health
through the range period requires
summer worm control. It is during
the range secason that growing
pullets are expected to build up
body strength and develop into
sturdy, ready-to-lay birds. With
proper management, they should
come off the range well-feathered
birds in the best of condition, cap-
able of going into heavy produc-
tion. If the worm problem is not
adequately handled at this time, a
weak, poorly-developed flock of
pullets may go into the laying
house.
