W ill Slaton Support Athletics-
Is it the fault of the people in Slaton that ball games, 

and sports events of all kinds except football, arc not patronized 
well? Or is it the fault of the people who promote the events?

Past experiences show that rodeos, semi-pro baseball, 
boxing and basketball do not pay their way in Slaton, but the 
reasons arc not very clear.

The organizations that have promoted the ball games 
claim that the people do not patronize the games and many men 
and women who arc baseball minded claim that the games are 
not interesting enough, however the same team playing in nearby 
towns used to draw good attendance.

For a while the fact that the town did not have a pro­
per place for good games was used as an excuse, but the Lions 
park is now as good as any park that was in the oil belt league, so 
this excuse docs not hold water now.

Just what will be the final outcome of baseball for 
Slaton will be decided before long as the folks in Slaton will have 
to decide whether they will support it or not.

There is a lot of money invested in the Lions athletic 
park and it would be a shame for all of the work and money 
that has been put into the park to go to waste.

It gets down to the old point of which came first, the 
hen or the egg, or which side is in default, the people who are 
promoting some of the athletic activities in Slaton, or is it the 
people who should patronize the events, but don't.

There are a number of faithful supporters of amuse­
ments in Slaton, but not enough to make the events worth while, 
and it would take a brave organization to back the things that 
make such activities worth while in many communities.

There has not been enough people in Slaton to make 
semi-pro baseball worth while, but perhaps this is the year that 
it will prove successful, that is, if a good team is organized. The 
sale of the lighting equipment at the park was considered for a 
while by the Lions Club, but after close consideration it was de­
cided that the club should keep the equipment, as there is an 
excellent chance that a team will be org.inizcd.

It would be a fine thing if a good team could be built 
up for Slaton, and if the people here would patronize the games 
when they arc played here.

Four - Part Inharmony!
Statesmen at Paris resorted the other day to secret 

discussion in an effort to lift the Big Four deputies meeting a- 
bovc the level of a propaganda agency. At any rate, tliree of the 
Big Four did. It remains to be seen what the fourth intended to 
accomplish by the move.

Early in this conference the Russians showed how ser­
iously they take such moves. A speech by Mr. Gromyko in an off- 
the-record session immediately got through the closed doors and 
to the world press.

The conference has not yet got further than the sub­
urbs of nowhere. The British and French indicate a desire to 
keep on trying. The United States seems ready to quit.

That attitude m.iy in itself be partly a maneuver to 
press the Russians nearer to reasonableness. But it throws some 
doubt on the efficacy o f American preparations for a conference 
which nearly everyone guessed would turn out to be mainly a 
propaganda contest.

The Seal Of Friendship!
Consider the seal. But consider the seal not too closely 

or too well unless you are prepared to shoulder a big responsibi­
lity. The seal is the lap dog of the seas. It is also damp. And, how­
ever wistful its big brown eyes or comical its capers, it is the only 
animal known to be an active protagonist of the welfare state, and 
I can prove it.

The fishermen of Biarritz found a young seal called 
Oscar playing about the beach one morning. They caught it and 
took it to the Biarritz Sea Museum, where the authorities put it in 
a large tank and let it amuse the patrons.

M. Henri Debonne, it is reported, was not amused. He 
quently with the museum 
he implored. "Send him 

back to the sea, for he is a creature of the wide open vastness of 
the deep, and that noise you call a bark is really Oscar's sigh for 
liberty." And so forth.

The museum authorities smiled at first. But they did 
not smile when they arrived one morning recently after the petit 
dejeuner and discovered the petit seal had gone. M. Debonnet, it 
transpired, had hidden in the museum and round .about midnight 
had taken Oscar home to the sea. This was indeed a labor o f love, 
as anyone who has ever tried to carry a wet seal down the city 
streets in the dark will appreciate.

But it was wasted effort. The next morning Oscar bang­
ed on the door of the museum with his flipper. He had walked 
back. He would not speak to M. Debonnet, it is reported. As a 
sca-going seal he is just a landlubber.

Oscar, of course, had never been "caught" by the fish­
ermen in the first place. He had been waiting on the beach for 
them, acting pathetic. He knew, somehow, that there was a soft 
biUet going up at the museum, with free fish thrown in. A  sort 
of sixth scents told him.

This is no isolated case. In January, 1039, in Cardigan 
Bay, Wales, a local hotel proprietor named Clocrgc Rees found 
himself with a baby white seal on his hands. He took it far out 
to sea one morning and dropped it overboard. Next day it was 
outside the hotel again, barking. It was given a permanent room 
with running cold water.

At Yarmouth, England, fishermen arc begging holiday­
makers not to pet baby seals. Not only do the cute things line up, 
howling, on the beach when the. visitors have gone, but they 
catch more fish than the fishermen catch, which may be good for 
seals but is bad for fishermen.

These stories, by the way, explain why it is that in the 
ancient sagas of the northern isles seals arc depicted as half­
human and credited with the ability to be cither.

Like people, chickens sometimes 
develop vices, too. And one o f tho 
most prominent ones is C^VNNI- 
BALIS.M, the picking habit that 
frequently breaks out in a flock.

Of course, any number of things 
have an influence on cannibalism, 
but it is generally caused by such . 
things a.s lack of something'to do; I 
ovcr-crowding; high temperature^ 
in the brooding room; lack of feed­
ing space; insufficient feed; close,! 
confinement; or a deficiency in ' 
the ration.

Cannibalism Is not necessarily 
the result of a f.iulty ration. In 
fact, it is more likely to develop 
when chicks arc brooded in largo 
groups and are subjected to crowd- 
«d  quarters. Toe-picking, feather- 
pulling, or cannibalism may show 
up under such conditions.

Chicles Need Room
As a precaution against canni- • 

balism, and to provide for the 
general well-being of your flock, 
make certain that chicks have 
plenty of room. The amount of 
room for each chick is important. 
At the start, house two chicks to 
1 sq. ft. of floor space. This enab­
les birds to cat and drink without 
fighting for a position at the feed­
er  or watcrer, a situation which 
can quickly lead to an outbreak 
of cannibalism.

Chicks in confinement are more 
likely to develop cannibalism than 
those running outside early in life. 
Consequently, a raiser growing his 
birds in confinement should be 
particularly alert for signs of 
cannibalism.

Darken The House
When cannibalism persists, it is 

usually advisable to darken tho 
house so that bright light or sun­
light wil not attract birds to toes 
or blood-filled pinfeathers. Some 
raisers paint the windows with red 
lacquer or paint.

Anti-pick salves arc not usually 
very effective for the control of 
cannibalism in growing and m.i- 
turc birds, but they may prove 
helpful when used on chicks. IE 
anti-pick salves arc u.scd, they 
should be used on at least 10 per 
cent of the chicles in order to bo 
effective. If canniabllsra becomes 
a serious problem in older birds, 
then debeaking or use of pick- 
guards Is advised.

Valley Forge
An Iron forge, burned by British 

forces In September, 1777, gave 
Valley Forge Its name. Ita ruins,
