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Barring any unforscon complica­
tions, the new educational build- 
ing o f the First Baptist Church 
will be formally opened on March 
18, less than one year after con- 

5|Vitruclion began. The opening of 
frlhe building will be a fulfillcct 

•Ireain of the p.aslor, Itcv. J, T. 
Bolding and his congregation, who 
have worked diligently for sever- 
id years to make po.ssible the 
building of Uic $94,000 brick struc­
ture.

The three story building is loca­
ted directly south of the old 
church, at 255 S. 9th Street. A new 
sanctuary Is to be built ■■some­
time within the ne.xt five years” 
onto the east side of the educa­
tion building. When plans have 
been completed and it is possible 
to construct the sanctuary, tho 
cast wall o f the educational build­
ing will be torn out, which will 
join the choir with the sanctuary. 
Big, double door entrances are 
located at each end of the cast 
side of the building.

The third floor of the building; 
to be used as the young people’s 
department later on, will be used 
now for primary work. There are 
two assembly rooms, each sur­
rounded witli four classrooms, and' 
joined bv another classroom for 
a passageway. The south end of 
the floor will be occupied by the' 
young people's classes and tho 
north end will be for the Junior 
Adult classes. A dressing room is 
provided on each side o f the 
Baptistry, with stairs leading down 
Into tho Baptistry. A large study 
is located on the southwest cor­
ner for the pastor.

The church office, with a heavy 
glass window containing small cut 
out places for communication to 
keep traffic out of the office 
as much as possible, is located on 
the second floor. It will be used
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present time, the secretary shares 
a small office with the pastor, in 
the old building. Also, on the sec­
ond floor are two large nursery 
rooms to be equipped with sever­
al cribs, and other nursery fur­
niture. A robe room is located on, 
each side of the choir. Until the 
sanctuary is built ,the choir will 
be used by the young people as 
II meeting place.

The basement will be the meet­
ing place of the Junior and Inter­
mediate departments. Tlie large 
banquet hall can be divided into 
two separate assembly rooms by a 
Modcmfold, leatherette. sliding 
<loor. The banquet hall is large 
enough to accomodate from 150 
to 200 people. Four large class­
rooms arc equipped with the mod- 
crnfold doors, so that two cla.sscs 
can meet there without distur­
bance.

The kitchen in the basement is 
a large, all white room with cab­
inets built almost all around the 
room. A large serving window, 
with slidding doors, opens onto the 
banquet hall. A  new refrigerator, 
cooking stove and food warmei' 
have been purchased and are ready 
to be installed as soon as the 
kitchen is completed. All silver­
ware and dishes have been donated 
by various organizations in tho 
church.

Each floor is equipped with sep­
arate heating units. The b.isement 
iind third floor each have ono 
heating unit and the second floor 
has two so that each end o f thd 
floor may be heated separately.

Tho rooms in the now education­
al building will be painted with 
light, two-tone shades.

For many years the local Bai>- 
tists have been overcrowded in 
their present church building. It 
lias been necessary to have Sun- 
tlay School classes in the balcony, 
overlooking the main floor of the 
sanctuary, without any means of 
.separatini; the classes. There has 
been no convenient place in the 
church for social functions. Some 
of the younger grou|)s in the 

■ church have been meeting in tom- 
))orary Sunday School rooms which 
have been erected to the north of 
the main building.

Approximately $1,000 has been 
.spent on new furniture for the new 
educational building.

The con.struction committee for 
the new church unit includis J. J. 
Maxey, J. C. Smith, and H. ( ’ I’at 
ton. 6 . 0. Urow is serving as fin 
iince chairman, with v.iriou^ nicm 
ber.s of the church helping him.

Slaton’s A Good Town, But . . . .
The niinislcr o f the Cliurch of Christ in Lubbock made 

a talk before the Rotary Club at the meeting of tlie organization 
I'hursday noon, February 15. 'I'ho minister began his talk with 
tlio observation that Slaton makes a different impression upon 
him than do other communities of the same size or of greater 
population. Slaton, said Minister Spain, has an air of progress 
and activity, he lias the feeling, wlien visiting in Slaton, that the 
people here arc endeavoring to build a sound, God Fearing com­
munity where the iiome life is of chief importance and lie iire- 
dicted that Slaton wutdd continue to jirogrcss as a community, of 
people who prize clean living and a faith in the future.

These are not the exact words he used, but one liad 
the feeling that Slaton impressed him as the kind of town most 
folks believe a town should be.

Some of these compliments arc due Slaton, and we as 
citizens might accept them, but there are some things tlial are 
being overlooked and will eventually keep Slaton from being the 
kind of town that it should be unlc.ss .something is done.

There arc not likely to be many opportunities for 
great expansion in cither large homes or in impressive business 
buildings, but the people wlio own homes and business buildings, 
that are already built, can and should keep them in top repair as 
long as possible. There arc more old awnings swaying in the wind 
in Slaton, that remind one of the early nineteen hundreds, than 
there are in most any West Texas town.’ There are more old, faded 
signs on buildings that were put there by firms now long out of 
business than one would likely find on’ the walls of the ghost 
towns in the mining districts in Nevada and Colorado, and the 
need for naming the streets so that strangers can find their way 
around, is most distressing.

Unless tlic entire community is kept abreast the weak 
spots will stand out more and more and be harder and harder to 
rectify as times goes on,

Slaton needs a planning board for the future while 
there is still time to work towards a worth while end and to keep 
from making errors tliat many other towns have made at the stage 
of growth that our town is now.

It’s Not Easy To lx)af . . . .
The Slaton American Legion is sponsoring Heart 

Week in Slaton and tlio spotlight is on the danger of heart trouble.
Dr. W. II. Gordon, of Lubbock, who has devoted a 

great deal o f time to the niiliunnl campaign to do something about 
heart trouble, says that the fact that most men and a great many 
women are neglecting the duty of taking vacations at least once 
each year arc doing themselves a great injury and arc contribut­
ing to the increase in heart trouble in the United States.

This is probably good advice. Some folks find it pos­
sible to take regular vacations, but most men feel that the cost 
of taking time off is too great undeV present day circumstances.

The actual cost in dollars and cents so far as the vaca­
tions are concerned might not be so great, but it is getting so 
that more and more of the work of operating the businesses fall 
upon the shoulders of one individual and when he leaves loss in 
production is greater than the cost of vacations. If the good doctor 
could work out this problem for the business men then he could 
help the heart campaign a great deal.

To be a good loafer lakes a lot of training, and the 
man who has spent a large part o f his life in active work seldom 
wants to quit,' regardless of financial standing.

There is no middle ground for most folks, they must 
work long and hard or do nothing. Its ea.sy to believe that travel 
or some light hobby can take the place of active work, but those 
who try it soon are the scourge of their former friends, a misery 
to themselves and a trial to their family.

It could be that a lot of research should be made as 
to how to make people happy, particularly in their middle and 
later life. TTic old heart gets troubled in more ways than one and 
the kind of medicine it needs is something that w ili take worry 
o ff the mind and nervousness out of the old system.

Do weekly newspaper readers appreciate their editorial 

pages? Lowell Nye, editor-manager of the Harvard Herald, knows 
— now’.

Two weeks ago, in a despondent spell, he wrote:
‘‘If little or no comment is received on this subject, 

the editorial page is likely to be dropped. That's the way we feel 
about it."

He has changed his mind.
I/Ctlers to the editor flowed into Mr. Nye immediately.
Tjpically, they read:
‘ ‘I’ lcase do not drop your grand editorial page. Whether 

we agree with you or not on all topics, we arc glad of a chance 
for open discussion. It's a great thing for our town . . .

‘ ‘ It is no easy job to write goo<l editorials but I think it 
is a public .service which a good newspaperman should be wilting 
to give to his community. Editorials ncc<l not bo dogmatic, and 
should not be, but if they arc the result of careful study they will 
help many people to clarify their own thinking even if the same 
people do not always agree with the editor’s conclusions. I think 
you should continue this feature as a live part of a live news­
paper . . .

"Editors usually are targets for criticism. You are do­
ing a good job for my old home town. Carry on . . .

"It would be tragedy for you to discontinue editorials. 
They are the most iinimrlanl part of any newspaper. They repre­
sent the freedom of speech which should be more precious to us 
now with .so many o f our enemies wanting to deprive us of it . . .

"What's this I hear about you discontinuing editorials? 
M'hat does your fair city want to do- crawl back into its .smalt 
town liole?

"A  community newspaper with an editorial policy and 
an editor who writes what lie sincerely thinks is ns indispensable 
to a community ns the air it breathes . . .

Sen. Corbin Charges Graham Bill 
If Passed,Would HarmWest Texas

AUSTIN-Passage of the Graham 
Bill now the subject of a House 
of Itcprescntatives fight, would 
cost the counties in the iiOth Sena­
torial District more than $1100,000 
next year. Sen. Kilmer B. Corbin 
of Lubbock and l.amcsa charged 
today.

"This bill is mistakenly labeled 
by its backers a.s a ‘rural roads 
bill.’ ” Corbin declared. "Actually 
it is nothing but a buck-passing 
bill to make the counties increase 
property taxes, so the State can 
avoid passing a natural resource 
tax bill wliich would be paid large­
ly by non-Texans."

The Graham Bill, Son. Corbin 
explained, would divert from the 
counties their share of one cent 
of the State gasoline tax, aniounl- 
ing to more than $8,000,000 next

year, and force the counties to 
raise property taxes so they can 
keep up rural roads and keep pay­
ing on county road bonds.

Sen. Corbin said that figure.s 
from the County and District Hoad 
Indebtedness Board show that tlie 
24 countie.s in his district road 
bond assumption fund and that 
this year they would receive $020,- 
1140. The money must be used in 
some cases to pay off county road 
bonds, but most of it goes into 
actual rural road construction or 
ujikcep, he continued,

"If the Graham Bill passes, then, 
the counties won't get that money, 
and they’ll have to dig it up .some­
where," the Senator declared. "And 
the only place a county can raise 
money is from property taxes."

hatches are many times 
ct result of careless egg 
. Without pi-oi)er care, the 

ercenrage hatch of eggs may be 
nsiderably reduced.
Whether eggs are produced on 

lie farm, and used on the farm, 
r sold to a hatchery or an indivi- 
ual, the care and handling of 
atching eggs will Imvc an impor- 
nt influence on them.

Selection of Eggs 
When selecting eggs for the in- 

xibator or for sale, use good judg- 
nent and choose only those egg.s 
hat are of normal shape and good 
ize. Discard poorly shaped and 
indcrsizcd eggs, as well as any 
hat may be unusually large. Sel- 
et eggs that weigh at least 2 oz. 
ach, but be careful not to use 
hin-shclled eggs.

Since both extreme cold and ex- 
remc heat will destroy the fer- 

. ility of an egg, it is important to 
:ccp hatching eggs under rcgula- 
on temperatures. Excessive chill- 
ig will eventually kill the em- 
ryos. High temperatures hasten 
rcincubation development and 
eaken the embryos before the 
ggs arc set. As a safeguard, you 
liould maintain proper storage 
emperatures between 50 and CO 
legrces.

Humidity is also important. ISe- 
ause an egg is about CO per cent 
later, the liumidity outside the 
gg should be CO per cent, too. 
his helps prevent evaporation and 
oes not deprive the embryo of 
rater for growth.

Additional Pointers 
Here arc some other suggestions 

hat may prove helpful in caring 
or hatcliing eggs:

1. Place freshly laid eggs in a 
ay where they can cool immed-

atcly.
2. Remove dirt from eggs with 
arm water, or a solution warmer 
an the temperature of the eggs.
3. Store eggs in clean cases with 
nail ends down .A moist atmos- 
licre is desirable in storage 
lom.
4. Gather eggs frequently so that 
ere will be a minimum of dirty,
eked, broken, or frozen eggs.

5. If eggs are shipped, label 
•ates plainly and protect them 
jainst breakage and chilling.
