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Volunteer Fire 
Department History

following is a megcr report of the 
beginning of tho Slaton Volunteer 
fire department and its cxistance 
along through the years for several 
past.

The Volunteer Fire Department of 
Saton, has existed for several years 
Us Orgin we have been unable to 
establish definatc, but there were a 
number o f citizens organized a Volun­
teer Company, with Alexander DeLong 
as their Chief, and their equipment 
consisted of two Chemical tanks, 
mounted on a two wheel cart, of 
twenty five gallon capicity each, 
when full but it was very often when 
this cart was moved to u fire, thnt it 
w-ns empty, due to some not being 
looked after very careful, this cart 
was moved to the fire by cither being 
drawn by some one in a car or by 
men drawing it, and in addition to tho 
cart the Bucket Brigade was always 
inevidence at all fires trying to save 
the adjoining property.

The citizens of Slaton, voted in 1921 
to install a water works and sewer 
system and the water works were 
installed, ami in August 1922 Com 
missionors J. II. Teague Sr., and 
Lokcy, purchased a supply of Fire 
hose and the first Motor Fire Truck 
that Slaton possessed, which machine 
is still in service and performing 
good service, at a sum of $6500.00 f'lr 
the truck, and there was ft re-organ- 
ization of the Slaton Volunteer Fire 
Department, with some 28 or 30 mem­
bers, with J. F. Fry ns their Chief, 
and Alexander DeLong as Their As­
sistant Chief, the truck, wns placed 
in the Green Garage, on Texas Ave. 
which Garage had nn employe on 
duty twenty fours hours each day, 
and when a fire started the employe, 
would drive the truck, to the fire and 
Blow the hand Sirine on the truck 
which was all the alarm system tha* 
was in service at that time, while the 
city hall was under construction, the 
•City hall was competed and dedicated 
in April 1923, and the Fire truck was 
moved from Greens Garage to tho 
room in the City Hall now occupied 
by the Board of City Development, 
and the City Secretary drove the truck 
t P  Ires during office hours, and Wm. 
Martin who was then in the employe 
x>f the City drove the truck during 
the time that thorv were no City Sec­
retary oh duty, the twn rooms on the 
third floor of the City Hall were 
furnished by the City and Martin wns 
given his room rent to stay in the 
City Hall thnt he might be on dtfty 
at all times and any of the other mem­
bers of the department were allowed 
their room rent if they would stay 
in the city hall that they might be 
available for duty, as winter approach­
ed there was considerable discussion 
as the equipment such as Coats Hats 
and Boots, for protection through the 
cold weather, and the City was un­
able to purchase this equipment the 
department sold the flags thnt are 
•owned by the business men nnd from 
the profit of the sale of these flags 
there was six. Hats Six Pair of boots 
and Six Slicker coats purchased, 
which was only one outfit for one out 
of five of the department ,nnd a large 
number of tho department, when tho 
alarm wns sounded would make the 
remnrk well 1 want go I have :n* 
equipment to prevent runing my 
-clothes nnd there will be enough there 
without me which resulted thnt at 
some of the fires there would only be 
five or six at n fire, with and organ­
ization of 28 to 30. A t this time there 
wns an electric Sirinr purchased nnd 
placed in service which is the one 
thnt is now being used, and due to 
there being no practice among the 
members, the loss wns excessive, 
which resulted in Slaton having a key 
rate of 01c on each $100.00 worth of 
insurance carried, when we could of 
had a 16 per cent bad fire record for 
the years of 1921, 1922. 1923, nnd 1921 
whenwc could of had a 16 per cent 
good fire record, or a difference of 
30 per cent.

In June 1923 the City npproporated 
the expenses of ono of the member* 
rOt the Fir® Department to the con­
vention, and ho reported on his re­
turn thnt it was almost useless for 
one man to go alone to the Convention, 

the other town* of the State were 
sending from five to as many as fifty  
to the convention.

This is one of a number of articles 
that will appear in this paper from 
timo to time on this subject.

However, he has waited for 
Mr. Sterling to announce. The belated 
announcement has come, after much 
indecision and procrastination.

Mr. Small says he will not run but 
will support the candiducy of Koss 
Sterling for a second term.

We shall not do so, unless something 
now unforeseen happens to justify 
us in changing our mind. At this writ­
ing, wo see no good and sound reason 
for retaining Mr. Sterling as governor 
of Texas. He gained the office two 
years ago under circumstances that led 
the electorate to believe they were 
obliged to vote for the lesser of 
two evils. It was then Ferguson or 
Sterling. It now looks like it will sim­
mer down to that again this year.

Mr. Ferguson as governor of Texas, 
in the name of his wife, is not a de­
sirable situation.
