about a "caboose," The speaker 
however, assured her audience 
that the word hud nothing to do 
with railroading.

| " It  u a form of agricultural 
settlement in Israel," Mrs Rea 
soner said. "A ll farm property 
is collectively owned and all 
work is organized on a collective 
basis. A kibbutz population may 
vary from 60 to 2.000 farm folk 
The members give their labor 
and are supplied in return with 
housing& food clothing, educa 
tion, cultural and social ser 
vices.

"There is a central dining 
room and kitchen, enmmuna 
kindergarten and children's 
quarters (the members of the 
group take their children home 
only at night), and central 
stores," Mrs. Reasoner added

According to the speaker 
everyone in the community 
dresses the same, eats the same 
works the same, and is reward 
ed the same. The first kibbutz 
was founded in 1909.

Mrs. Reasoner spent the en 
tire summer of I960 traveling u 
Europe and the Middle East 
She supplemented her t.ilk on 
Israel with a presentation of 
slides she made while on he 
trip.
