"Roughage quantities reported 
by the supervisor are allocated 
to each cow In the herd accord­
ing to body weight Thla method 
Is superior to the one which 
would assign an equal quan­
tity to eachcow Koughagequal- 
Ity It also reported, and this 
plus the quantity fed determines 
the nutrients supplied from this 
source ITie difference between 
the cow’s requirements and the 
nutrients supplied by roughages 
determine the concentrates re­
quired "

’ ’Crain recommendations In 
the monthly DHI A-EDPM re­
port are baaed on each cow’s 
needs and are more efficient 
than the use of s thumb rule 
or en arbitrary feeding rate. 
These guides can go far toward 
increasing production since 
there Is a general tendency to 
under-(ee<1 the higher producing 
cows during the first three or 
four months of the lactation 
period."

Also, Davis concludes, it is 
still Important for herd owners 
to use good judgment in feeding 
concentrates to Individual cows 
For example. If a cow Is un­
duly thin, the herd owner Is 
justified in feeding her more 
concentrates than is Indicated 
on the monthly DHI A-EDPM re­
port.
