Dorsett Wants Contract 
Thousand Oaks, Calif. (AP)—

Running back Tony Dorsett, 
considered by many as the key to the 
Dallas Cowboys' success this year, 
says he may walk out or seek a trade if 
he cannot negotiate a "lifetime 
guarantee contract" with the team's 
owners. 

The Heisman Trophy winner, who 
has had three consecutive 1,000-yard 
rushing seasons, said he is not being 
paid as much as other backs in the 
National Football League. 

"It's kind of insulting in a way to 
compare my salary with some backs 
in the league." he said "It's like a cold 
slap in the face. The word is out that 
I'm one of the top backs in the league 
so I feel I should be paid for it." 

Pittsburgh-based attorney Steve 
Sokol, who presented Dorsett's 
proposal to Cowboys vice president 
and player personnel director Gil 
Brandt, said 13 running backs in the 
league make more money than 
Dorsett. 

"Some are making double what 
he's making," he said. "That's a fact 
that the Cowboys can't run away 
from What we're asking for, in fact, is 
$100.000 a year less than some other 
running backs are already making." 

Sokol, who represents several 
other Cowboys players, said Brandt 
offered to extend Dorsett's contract 
for five years, "but the money is 
unreasonable." 

Dorsett said he might walk out of 
camp if agreements is not reached 
soon. 

"Hopefully, this thing won't go that 
far, but there are possibilities like 
that," he said 

"If I left camp, rumor is that some 
may follow," he added. "Some are 
evidently not happy with their 
salaries."

Dorsett said he also "would be 
-iterested in a trade." 

Cowboys president Tex Schramm. 
however, maintained "our players are 
not underpaid." 

Schramm and head coach tom 
Landry said they did not believe a 
mass walkout would take place. 

"I believe it would be a foolish move 
to make," Landry said "You either 
have contracts or you don't If there's 
anything left in the country that is 
legal then a contract has to be 
binding " 

Both expressed disappointment in 
Dorsett's actions 

"We're the ones who invited Tony 
in during the off-season to talk about 
a contract extension." Schramm said 
"We'll be happy to talk with his 
agent." 

Sokol declined to detail his client's 
contract demands, but said part of 
the deal "is that 50 percent of the 
money earned from the incentives 
we're requesting would be paid to the 
offensive line, the five starters who 
start in 50 percent or more of the 
games. Tony's willing to do that for 
the length of the contract It could 
mean as much as $10,000 per man per 
year." 

He claimed Dorsett's $230,000 in 
1980, his fourth season on a five-year 
contract with a one-year option, was 
in reality $100,000 now and $130,000 
later - later meaning 2004 The 
attorney said his research indicates 
$100,000 today would be worth than 
$26,000 then. 

"it seems that the Cowboys' 
position is that they have Tony under 
contract so they don't have to do 
anything," Sokol said "We don't 
think that's the case...) hope the 
Cowboys would have some time to sit 
back and think about where we are on 
this thing. I'd say we're closer than we 
were a few days ago but still not at a 
point of sinning."

LA Times Says-Cocaine 
Used by NBA Players 

Los Angele3(AP)--As many as 
three out of four professional 
basketball players use cocaine and 
perhaps 10 percent use its potent 
derivative "freebase," the Los 
Angeles Times reported Tuesday 

This has led the National 
Basketball Association to form a 
committee to investigate drug use 
and stress, and to make recom-
mendations for education and 
rehabilitation, the paper said 

"It is obvious that professional 
athletes are not immune from the 
same temptations that have, 
unfortunately. caused drug usage to 
Increase in society, generally," 
commissioner Larry O'Brien said 
later in statement released by his New 
York office 

But O'Brien said the league, 
despite its concern for the problems 
of its players. will "disassociate itself' 
from any player convicted of using 
illegal drugs He said the players' 
association supports that view 

"on the issue of penalties for the 
use of illegal drugs, any player 
proved to have engaged in such 
activity will forfeit his right to play in 
the NBA," O'Brien said 

The players' association will not 
support any player convicted of drug 
use (stronger than marijuana). said 
its general counsel. Larry Fleisher. 

"There is not a team in the league 
you can confidently say does not

Children's Immunizations 

IMPORTANT! 
COLLEGE STATION—Children's 

immunizations are important, and 
now's the time for "all good parents" 
to review their records and update 
their children's protection form 
diseases, says a health education 
specialist. 

Immunizations are "tedious 
business" to many people, but they 
don't have to be--especially if you 
know what's needed and keep update 
records, Mary Ann Shirer stresses 

Dr. Shirer is on the home 
economics staff of the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service, The 
Texas A&M University System. 

First, know what your children 
should be protected against, and 
then be sure to keep immunization 
records in a safe, organized file--
make photocopies before sending 
the record to school or to a child-care 
facility, the specialist advises. 

Here's what children need to enter 
first grade or kindergarten: 

At least three doses of diphtheria, 
tetanus-diphtheria (TD) vaccines--
with one dose received after the 
fourth birthday. 

Three doses of polio vaccine (one 
dose must be received after the fourth 
birthday). 

One dose of measles vaccine (must 
be received after the first birthday) 

one dose of mumps vaccine. 
One dose of rubella vaccine. 
Remember, all public school 

children in Texas must show a 
validated record of their immuniza-
tion upon entering school. 

Last year, mumps immunization 
was required for first graders only, 
but each year the grade requirement 
will increase. 

Here's how that will work: 
For the 1980-81 school year, all first 

and second graders must have

second and third graders must have 
mumps immunization. 

This age progression in 
requirements for mumps immuniza-
tion will continue through the next 11 
years, so that, finally, mumps 
immunization will be required of all 
students grades one through 12. 

However, remember, once a child 
age 15 months or over has received 
the mumps vaccine, he is thought to 
be immunized for life--so just the one 
dose of mumps vaccine is required in 
most cases 

The second article will describe in 
detail the other immunization 
requirements for school age children.

For a little extra treat, freeze the 
syrup from canned or frozen fruits to 
a mush (20 minutes to freeze) and 
spoon over the chilled fruit just 
before serving, suggests Dr. Rose 
Tindall Postel, a foods and nutrition 
specialist.

Children from families whose Income is at or below the levels shown are 
eligible for free or reduced priced meals and free milk. In addition, children of 
families not meeting these criteria may be eligible if the families have unusually 
high medical bills, shelter costs in excess of thirty (30) per cent of their income, 
special education expenses due to the mental or physical condition of a child, or 
disaster or casualty losses. 

In certain cases foster children are also eligible for these benefits. If a family 
has foster children living with them and wishes to apply for such meals and milk 
for them, they should contact the school. 

Irons noted in his letter to parents that in the operation of the child feeding 
programs no child will be discriminated against because of race, sex, color, or 
national origin. 

Under the provisions of the policy, each school's principal will review 
applicaitons and determine eligibility. If a parent is dissatisfied with the ruling of 
the official, he may make a request, either orally or in writing, to Bill Parker, 
director of pupil personnel services, 1628 19th Street, telephone 747-2641, for a 
hearing to appeal the decision. The school district's policy contains an outline 
of the hearing procedure. 

Interested persons may review a copy of the complete policy which is on file in 
each school and in the office of the director of cafeterias, 1628 19th Street.

SSI DIFFERENT FROM SOCIAL 
SECURITY 

The supplemental security income 
(SSI) program has a number of 
features that distinguish it from the 
other cash benefit programs 
administered by the Social Security 
Administration. Unlike the social 
security retirement, survivors, and 
disability insurance programs, SSI is 
based in large measure on financial 
need. The income and resources of 
aged, blind, and disabled persons are 
taken into account in deciding 
whether they are eligible for 
payments. 

No such consideration applies to 
social security claimants. While there 
are limits on earnings--as, for 
example, in the case of retired 
workers--income as such is not a 
disqualifying factor. 

Another difference between 551 
and the social security cash benefits 
programs is that SSI payments come 
from the Government's general 
funds, social security payments are 
made from the various social security 
trust funds and are based on work 
covered by the social security 
program. 

The test of financial need does not 
mean that a person must be penniless 
in order to qualify for 551. In fact, an 
individual may have resources of up 
to $1,500--a couple up to $2,250--and 
still be eligible for payments. 
Moreover, some items that ordinarily 
would be considered resources are 
not included in deciding SSI 
eligibility. 

For example, a home and the land 
around it are not counted, regardless 
of their value. Personal effects or 
household goods with a total equity 
value of $2,000 or less are also not 
counted If their value is greater than 
$2,000, only the excess is counted. 

Furthermore, only the portion of 
the market value of a car that exceeds 
$4,500 is counted as a resource, the 
value of one car is not counted at all if 
it is used by members of the 
household for transportation to ajob, 
to go for treatment for a specific 
medical problem, or if it has been 
modified for use by a handicapped 
person. 

Other resources not counted in 
determining eligibility for SSI 
payments are life insurance policies 
with a total face value of no rnorethan 
$1,500 per person, property essential 
to self-support, and certain 
community stocks held by natives of 
Alaska. 

In regard to income, individuals 
with countable incomes of less than 
$238 a month are eligible for some 
SSI payments; the corresponding 
figure for couples is $357. In some 
States people who have incomes 
above these levels may qualify for a 
State supplement. 

The rationale for providing 
assistance before a person is 
destitute is a desire to maintain the 
personal dignity and self-respect of 
the recipients. For the same reason, 
Federal law does not require relatives 
to support persons eligible for SSI. It 
is assumed, however, that a husband 
and wife who live together share their 
income and resource and that a child 
shares in the income and resources 
of parents. 

Persons who believe they may be 
eligible for SSI payments should 
apply at any social security office. 
Since payments cannot be made for 
months before applying, an 
application should be filed without 
delay.
