Over the past ISyears,the Viva Aztlan 
Festival has become one o f Lubbock’s 
most consistent and premier cultural 
events, bringing in thousands of partici­
pants and visitors to the city. It has also 
had a dehnite economic impact on the 
area’s economy; one of Civic Lubbock’s 
funding requirements.

The event features fblklorico dance 
groups from throughout Texas, perform­
ing their choreographed dance routines

set to Mariachi music. The dance groups 
compete against each other in various 
age and talent level categones.

The festival has also grown in size, 
stature and name recognition; it is 
now partially funded by a  grant from 
the Texas Commission on the Aits.

Sedeno Calls for More Transparency on Coniinissioneis Court
If Precinct 3 residents were wondering if 

their new County Commissioner Lorenzo 
“Bubba" Sedeno would just sit quietly on 
the commissioner's court, going along to get 
along, and continue 
doing county business 
as usual, the answer is 
a resounding no.

Al least that is the 
clear message Sedeno 
sent this past week 
when he played a 
major role in the final 
vote on 2 key personnel 
issues-

At Monday’s 
meeting, the newly 
elected commissioner 
gave notice that he 
is a big proponent of 
transparency in county 
government, that he is not a big fan of doing 
things “just because that is the way things 
have always been done in the past", and that 
his campaign commitment to bring change 
to the courthouse was more than just a 
campaign slogan.

One of the 2 issues, involved lus taking 
the lead in commissioner's appointing 
Shane Alexander to a department head post. 
Alexander is a 10 year veteran of the county 
and will now head the county’s judicial 
compliance department.

Sedeno called it an “historic moment" 
for the county, since Alexander happens to 
be the first African American in Lubbock 
county history selected to head a department. 
Sedeno confirmed to El Editor that out of 
the 10 departments, there is one Hispanic

department head. She is in charge of the 
(jeneral Services Department.

The second issue revolved around how 
commissioners have d«ie business in the

Sedeno began by asking the Human Re­
sources Director about how the decision to 
approve the raise had been reached. The di­
rector did not seem too eager to respond, but 
eventually. Sedeno was able to find out that 
the raise had been approved by Commis­
sioners Patti Jones and Bill McCay. At this 
point in the process, the rest of the commis­
sioners were being asked to robber stamp the 
expenditure without any public discussion. 
Meaning that everything had already been 
agreed upon between the employee and the 2

income in Lubbock 
is $36j000 dollars 
per year.

(n Sedeno’s view, the way the process was 
conducted is not transparent government. 
“This does not sound good and this does 
not look gaxl" said Sedeno. He said he is 
all for giving employees raises if the county 
can afford it. but “we do not want Lubbock 
County employees to have a bad morale 
when raises like these occur, and bad mwale 
can occur when other employees find out 
about these things ■

He then brought up a survey that the 
county human resources department 
conducted a couple of years back about 
employee pay which showed a racial dispar­
ity in satisfaction levels. The results showed 
that 39^c of Whites were satisfied with their 
pay and 66*  ̂of African Americans and 
Hispanics were dissatisfied with their pay.

Sedeno suggested that al least 3 coramis- 
sionert should be required to sign off on 
these kinds of raises in the future in order to 
have more transparency.

And how was all of this received by other 
County Cbmmissioneis?

M cOy brought up the fact that the county 
needs to keep good employees with specific 
skills. Jones said that the raise had been 
discussed with the employee prior to his hir­
ing and apologized for not making Sedeno 
aware of the situation. Jones also noted that 
the request came trom District Judge Bill 
Sowder, to which Sedeno responded that it is 
not Sowder's decision to make; but rather a 
ctxinty commissioner’s court decision.

By the time the vole was taken. Sedeno 
had managed to convince Commissioner 
Mark Heinrich and County Judge Tom Head 
to join him in his quest for government 
transparency and the raise was delayed on 
a vote of 3 to 2. Complicating the situation 
even more, the raise has already gone into 
effect effective February 2.

Jones and McCay stood by their position 
and voted in favor.

One county resident who was present at 
the meeting told El Editor, “Congratulations 
go out to Bubba Sedeno for being a County 
Commissioner who is working across party 
Imes to get the job done. He understands 
the significance of working for the people 
of Lubbock County and holding the line on 
governmental spending, supporting diversity 
in the woikplace, and gi\ing employees an 
opportunity who work hard, smart, and art 
dedicated to the county .”

So is it a new day at the county court­

house; and if so, will future issues reveal 
what has been kept out trfthe pubbe view, 
if anything?

That question of course will only be an­
swered as Sedeno continues his 4 year term. 
But if Monday’s meeting was an indication 
of things to come, the future might prove to 
be somewhat uncomfortable for some long 
serving commi.ssioncrs like Jones and Mc­
Cay; and possibly County Judge Tom Head, 
who are used to doing things a certain way 
and in essence behind the scenes.

" We cannot” says Sedeno. “and should 
not use our elective offices as a lofty 
platform to peer down on others and to play 
favontes with some. ' \ ’e as elected officials 
are ambassadors for the people and we need 
to hold the line on spending. If we call our­
selves public servanb we should serve the 
public with troth, honesty, and transparen­
cies. If we tell departments to hold the line 
on spending then we too must hold the line 
on spending "

Rangers' Martin Perez breaks arm when hit by liner
The Texas Rangers have lost 

the leading candidate to be their 
No. 5 starter for at least a month.

Left-hander Martin Perez broke 
his left forearm Sunday when he 
was hit by a line drive in a 7-6 
loss to the Seattle Mariners, and 
he will be out into April,

Perez was struck on the arm 
just above the wrist by a liner off 
the bat of Brad Miller. The top 
prospect dropped to the ground 
as the ball deflected off his arm 
toward second base for an infield 
single.

"I don't really know where the 
ball ended up," Washington said. 
"He was on the ground and I 
went out to him. We'll just have 
to see what happens."

X-rays revealed Perez had 
broken his ulna bone and the 
Rangers said he will not throw 
for about four weeks. It will then 
take several weeks of rehabilita­
tion before he could pitch in the 
major leagues.

Texas said Perez will continue 
his cardiovascular and condition­
ing program while his arm heals.

Perez, the No. 17 prospect on 
Baseball America’s top 100 list in 
2010, made his big league debut 
last season. He was 1-4 with a 
5.45 ERA in 12 games last year, 
six starts.

On Sunday, he pitched a score­
less fifth inning in relief then 
walked his first two batters in 
the sixth before getting hit. In

his first spring training start, he 
retired all six batters he faced, 
with two strikeouts.

Perez was expected to earn the 
fifth starter spot out of camp while 
Colby Lewis recovers from July 
27 elbow surgery. But Lewis is 
ahead of schedule and could be 
back by the end of May.

For Seattle, Jesus Montero 
doubled, homered, drove in two 
runs and scored twice runs and 
Kendrys Morales hit his first 
home run of the spring for Seattle, 
which won its ninth straight.

Home run power has been 
noticeably absent in the Pacific 
Northwest since the Mariners 
moved to Safeco Field from the 
hitter-friendly Kingdome. Seattle 
has finished no better than 10th in 
the AL in home runs since 2002 
and last year the Mariners finished 
with 149,11th best in the league.

This spring, however, Seattle 
leads the majors with 22 home 
runs in 10 games. The Mariners 
have at least one homer in every 
game and have had multiple hom­
ers in seven straight.

"Just from batting practice, 
these hitters have a lot of power, 
a lot of confidence," said Mari­
ners starter Joe Saunders. "I hope 
they can carry it into the regular 
season."

Saunders, who signed a one- 
year, $6.5-million contract with 
Seattle last month, bounced back 
from a rough first outing to throw

The NCAA sponsors what is 
termed the "Exceptional Student- 
Athlete Disability Insurance 
Program." Football and men's 
basketball student-athletes can

receive up to $5 million in 
coverage. The program has been 
in existence since 1990 to help 
student-athletes protect against fu­
ture loss of earnings as a result of 
a disabling injury or illness during 
the player's college career.

"He's not the only player that 
does that," Texas A&M coach 

Kevin Sumlin said.

I’m veiy content and very happy 
where I am right now," Manziel 
said. "I'm not leaning any way. 
Whenever that decision comes, 
[I’ll] have to sit there and evaluate 
it just like you do anything else in 
your life.

"If the NFL, you have an op­
portunity to go, then you look at 
it. Like I said, I love this place,
I love coach Sumlin and all my 
teammates here. I'm very happy 
with being in Aggieland for five, 
six, however many years I'm here.
