Era afectuoso
con Lucy.”

"Pero desde entonces se pro-
dujo la Cuba de 1959. La situacién
politica cambi6 en toda la América
Latina. El clima polftico influy6 en
la reaccién popular y fue de cien a
cero,” agregé.

Blades, que salt6 a la fama co-
mo cantante de salsa con la or-
questa de Willie Colén y que hace
el papel del acosado alguacil en
"Milagro,” la pelfcula de Robert
Redford sobre un peén hispano que
enfrenta a un poderoso empresario

de la construccién irrigando ilegal-
mente un campo de frijoles, dijo
que los hispanos estdn “volviendo
arriba” en la jerarqufa cinemato-
grifica.

Los ejecutivos de los estudios
cinematogrdficos “estdn comen-
zando a comprender el poder eco-
némico de la comunidad hispana,”
apunté

Freddy Fender, el misico te-
xano que hace el papel de alcalde
en "Milagro,” concordé. "La cues-
tién es que estdn ganando dinero
con las pelfculas hispanas,” expre-
s6. Aunque Blades cree que la
imagen hispana en los medios in-

formativos era mejor hace 30 afios,
la vida real ha empeorado.

YOU program is hosted by 16
public universities and two
campuses of the Texas State
Technical Institute and
administered by the Texas Higher
Education Coordinating Board.

A&l University, Kingsville; Texas

Technical Institute campuses in
Harlingen and Waco are also
participating.

Thirty of the state’s 34 Private
Industry Councils are providing
$5.9 million in federal Job Training
Partnership Act funds to sponsor
YOU participants.

Of the 240 students who
graduated from the first year of the
YOU program (1984), 90 percent
have graduated from high school.
Each year since the program's
inception, every YOU participant
had returned to high school after

completing the summer work
study program.
“Texas' YOU program has

received national recognition. Five

state Kentucky, Louisiana,
Colorado, Arkansas, and
Washington have implemented

our YOU model and other states
have expressed interest in the
program,” said Commissioner of
Higher Education Kenneth H.
Ashworth.

“One of the largest obstacles to
bringing more blacks and
Hispanics into higher education is
the high dropout rate before they
finish high school. YOU is helping
to seal the leaks in the education
pipeline that leads from
kindergarten to college,”
Ashworth said.

Hance’s OPEC Stance
Ripped by Opponent

AUSTIN (UPI) Texas Railroad
Commissioner Kent Hance is
‘‘serving his own political
interests” by meeting with OPEC
members, and his idea to cut
Texas oil production in accord
with OPEC would be a
“devastating blow” to the state's
economy, Hance's Democratic
opponent charged Wednesday.

Former state Rep. Clint Hackney
said he would deliver letters to
Hance, Gov. Bill Clements and
Railroad commissioners John
Sharp and Jim Nugent, urging
them not to cut Texas oil
production from its current 2
million barrels per day.

Hance, a Republican appointed
to the oil and gas regulatory
agency last year by Clements, has
announced plans to attend the
Tuesday meeting in Vienna of
OPEC's five member pricing
committe. The Organization of
Petroleum Exporting Countries
will hold a.“consultative” session
of the full 13 nation cartel on April
28.

Hance met April 4 in London
with OPEC President Rilwanu
Lukman to discuss the possibility
of a meeting with non OPEC
nations to discuss oil conservation
measures. Hance has porposed
that if OPEC cuts it production in
an effort to raise worldwide oil

prices, Texas would do the same.

Hackney blasted Hance's
proposal, saying that reducing
Texas' oil production would force
marginal wells to shut down and
cost jobs in the oilpatch.

“We have a loose cannon on a
very powerful commission,”
Hackney said. “The story of Kent
Hance is the saga of have mouth,
will travel. He will travel anywhere
as long as taxpayers will pay the
tab.”

With world oil output at 45.5
million barrels per day, the 10
percent cut in production
proposed by Hance would only be
symbolic, Hackney said,
compared to what such a cut
would mean to Texas production
of 2 million barrels per day.

“If Hance's proposal to OPEC is
really to cut our production by
200,000 barrels per day, it would
cost jobs, shut in wells, hurt the
small operators as well as royalty
owners, and, in general, be a
devastating blow to an economy
that is showing some signs of
recovery,” Hackney said.

He said that under Hance's.
proposal, Texas would lose $7
million in severance tax revenues
and the Permanent School Fund
would lose $5.3 million in one year,
based on an “inflated” price of $20
per barrel of oil.

El Tribunal Supremo de los
Estados Unidos: Mala
Oportunidad, Mala Medida

Hace 34 anos que el Tribunal
Supremo de los Estados Unidos,
en su decision en el caso “Brown"”
del 17 de Mayo de 1954, rechazo la
segregacion en las escuelas
publicas de la nacion a insto a la
integracion “con toda velocidad
premeditada.”

Tambien hace exactamente 24
anos que el Congreso aprobo a la
Ley de los Derechos Civiles de
1964, que prohibe la
discriminacion en las elecciones,
en los alojamientos publicos en las
instalaciones publicas y en el
empleo.

Para asegurar sucumplimiiento,
continuo adelante y creo a la
Comision de Igualdad de
Oportunidades de Empleo y
establecilo el Servicio de
Relaciones con la Comunidad
como parte del Departamento de
Justicia de los Estados Unidos.

Empero, a pesar de lo que
pareceria ser una dedicacion
definida e inequivoca para
terminar con la segregacion racial
y fomentar la igualdad racial, el
Tribunal Supremo de los Estados
Unidos nos estaa advirtiendo
ahora que dicha dedicacion
quizas deberia de ser
condicionada. El mes pasado, en
una decision de 5 contra 4, el
tribunal dictamino que escuchara
un caso que le dara laoportunidad
de limitar el” derecho de las
minorias a litigar contra
ciudadanos privados en procura
de danos y perjuicios monetarios
en los casos de discriminacion.

Aunque esto no significa
automaticamente el comienzo de
una campana para desmantelar a
los derechos civiles, la decision
produce una sombra larga e
intranquilizadora, dada la
paranola que prevalece hoy en las
relaciones raciales y los derechos
civiles.

E! tribunal, en efecto, no podria
haber escogido una oportunidad
peor para dar la impresion de que
puede realizar unainversionde los
derechos civiles.

Con tres magistrados
nombrados por Reagan Antonin
Scalia, Sandra Day O’'Connor y
Anthony M. Kennedy y con un
Magistrado Presidente designado
por Reagan, William H. Rehnquist,
el tribunal esta comenzando a
mostrar el “sello” de Reagan.
Basandose en la ejecutoria de
Reagan en materia de derechos
civiles, no se siente uno impulsado
a pensar que el tribunal esta
sucumbiendo a los caprichos de
estropear los derechos civiles,
forjados por el propio gobierno de
Reagan?

No hace mucho tiempo, por
ejemplo, que el Presidente Reagan
hizo gran caudal politico mediante
su tentativa de desmantelar a la
Comision Estadounidense de los

Derechos Civiles. Cuando el
Congreso rechazo a esta
iniciativa, Reagan continuo

designando descuidadamente a
comisionados tibios,
convirtiendola asi en ineficaz
como vigilante de los derechos
civiles.

El departamento de justicia de
Reagan ha dirigido
continuamente el ataque contra el
establecimiento de programas de
accion afirmativa, asi como la
fijacion de cuotas de contracion
para lograr practicas equitativas
de empleo. Para que no lo
cividemos el postulado mas
apreciado de Reagan para el
Tribunal Supremo fue el Juez
Robert Bork, que fue derrotado
por el Senado especificamente
proque sus puntos de vista sobre
los derechos se estimaron

incompatibles con el sentido
general de la ley y con las
opiniones de las decisiones
judiciales anteriores.

Era de extranar, entonces, que
el Magistrado de John Paul
Stevens, al votar en contra de la
mayoria, hiciera notar que la
decision ‘tendra” un efecto
perjudicial y duradero sobre la
percepcion publica del tribunal
como adjudicador imparciial,”
y que las minorias pueden sentirse
traicionadas por la disposicion del
tribunal para considerar el
descartar un precedente
importante en materia de
derechos civiles?

Ha habido un aumento
alarmante en todo el pais de
animosidades raciales,
incluyendo a incidentes
desagradables dentro de las
propias dependencias
gubernativas sensitivas.

Un informe de 66 paginas,
expedido por la Comision de
Igualdad de Oportunidades de
Empleo, por ejemplo, delinea la
persecucion racial contra el
agente de la Oficina Federal de
Investigaciones (FBI) Donald
Rochon, de la raza negra, que
desde entonces ha demandado a
dicha dependencia por presuntas
tacticas discriminatorias. Segun el
informe, las fotos de Rochon y su
familia fueron estropeadas por
agentes de la FBI, y el y su familia
recibieron amenazas.

El informe hace notar
igualmente que solamente una de
las oficinas territoriales de la FBI
esta encabezada por un negro y
ningun lo esta por un hispano. En
este respecto, los propios
hispanos estan demandando a la
FBI alegando discriminacion,
cuyo alegato el Congreso viene
investigando.

Aun pasando por alto el
aumento de la violencia racial, la
frecuencia de la insensibilidad
racial ha aumentado. El Instituto
National Contra el Prejuicio y
la Violencia, por ejemplo, ha
registrado incidentes motivos
racial o religiosamente en 81
instituciones de ensenanza
superior en todo el pais desde
1986. En Amherst, para citar
solamente un incidente reciente
bien publicado, dos alumnos
negros fueron golpeados por
cinco alumnos blancos y la policia
del recinto ni siquiera se molesto
en investigar.

En esta clase de ambiente,
puede el Tribunal Supremo
realmente permitirse el estar
enviando mensajes que
justificablemente hacen que las
personas pierden la fe en la
dedicacion del tribunal a la
proteccion de los derechos civiles
y a la expectativa recta de que los
tribunales suministraran una
satisfaccion adecuada?

Durante la ardua y dolorosa
lucha por los derechos civiiles, el
Tribunal Supremo a menudo se ha
encontrado solo, oponiedose
valerosamente al prejuicio y al
odio que a veces habian llegado a
institucionalizarse.

El Magistrado Stevens tiene
razon. El Tribunal Supremo no
debe inclinarse a destruir las
protecciones de los derechos
civiles, pero hasta la presuncion
de impropiedad perjudica a la
integridad del tribunal.

Y en epocas como estas, esa
puede ser una decision
destructiva. <

Bad Move

It has been 34 years since the
U.S. Supreme Court, in its May 17,
1954, Brown vs. Topeka Board of
Education decision, rejected
segregation in the country’s public
schools and urged integration
“with all deliberate speed.”

It has been 24 years this month
since Congress passed the Civil
Rights Act of 1964 prohibiting
discrimination in elections, in
public accommodations, in public
facilities and in employment. To
assure compliance, it created the
Equal Employment Opportunity
Commission and established the
Community Relations Service as
part of the U.S. Department of
Justice.

Yet, despite what would have
seemed a definite and unequivocal
commitment to end racial
segregation and promote racial
eqguality, we are now being warned
by the U.S. Supreme Court that
such commitment should perhaps

be qualified. Last month,ina5thru
4 decision, the court ruled it will
hear a case that will allow it the
opportunity to limit the right of
minorities to sue private citizens
for monetary damages in
discrimination cases.

While this does not
automatically mean the beginning
of a civil rights dismantling
campaign, the decision does cast
a long and disquieting shadow,
given the paranoia prevalent today
in race relations and civil rights.

The court, in fact, could not have
picked a worse time to give the
impression it may flip flop on civil
rights.

With three Reagan appointees
Antonin Scalia, Sandra Day
O’'Connor and Anthony Kennedy
and with a Reagan appointed chief
justice, William Rehnquist, the
court is beginning to show its
Reagan imprimatur.

It wasn't too long ago, for
example, that President Reagan
made much political hay with his
attempt to dismantle the U.S.
Commission on Civil Rights. When
Congress balked, Reagan
appointed lukewarm
commissioners, effectively
rendering the body toothless as a
civil rights watchdog.

Reagan’'s Justice Department
continuously has led the attack
against affirmative action. Was it
any wonder, then, that Justice
John Paul Stevens, in voting
against the majority, noted that the
decision "will have a detrimental
and enduring impact on the
public's perception of the court as
an impartial adjudicator, and that
minorities may feel betrayed by
the court’s willingness to consider
discarding an important civil
rights precedent?

There has been an alarming
increase throughout the country
of racial animosity, including ugly
incidents within government
agencies.

A 66 page report issued by the
Equal Employment Opportunity
Commission, for example,
outlines the racial persecution of
FBI Agent Donald Rochon, a black
who since has sued the agency for
discriminatory tactics. According
to the report, pictures of Rochon
and his family were defaced by FBI
agents and threats made against
him and his family.

The report also notes that only
one of the FBI's field offices is
headed by a black and none by a
Hispanic. In this regard, Hispanics
themselves are suing the FBI
claiming discrimination, an
allegation Congress is
investigating.

The National Institute Against
Prejudice and Violence,
meanwhile, has recorded racially

In this climate, can the Supreme
Court really afford to be sending
messages that make people lose
faith in the court's commitment to
the protection of civil rights?

Througout the arduous and
painful struggle for civil rights, the
Supreme Court often has stood
alone, courageously opposing the
prejudice and the hate that at
times have become
institutionalized. Justice Stevens
is right. The Supreme Court may
not be bent on destroying civil
rights protections, but even the
suggestion that it might damage
the integrity of the court.

And in times like these, this can
be a destructive decision.

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Farmworkers File
Class Action Petition
Against Farmer
and Crewleader

On May 17, 1988 33 farm
workers filed a class action
petition with the United States
Department of Labor in Dallas
seeking the government’s
assistance in recovering over
$9,000.00 in wages that is owed
them by Jose Medina of Happy,
Texas.

The complaint alleges the farm
workers were not paid the
minimum wage of $3.35 per hour
for their labor in July 1986. The
farm worker families were
recruited by Jose Medina to hoe
cotton for J.A. McAnear and other
farmers near Carendon, Texas.

The petition also alleges a
number of violations of the federal
Agricultural Worker Protection
Act that was adopted by Congress
to protect farm workers. The
alleged violations include the
failure to make and keep wage
records, failure to post the federal
law at the cotton fields, failure to
register as a farm labor contractor,
and failure to provide decent labor

housing.
“The facts of this case are
outrageous,” said Stephen C.

Mcintyre, TRLA staff attorney.
“These workers were recruited by
an unlicensed crewleader and
many of them transported in the
back of a pickup to hoe cotton
near Clarendon. They were not
paid for two weeks and one group
was left without money at a farm
house outside of Clarendon.
Those farm workers ran out of
food and had to hunt rabbits to
feed themselyes,” Mcintyre said.
The petition demands a DOL
investigation, payment of the
wages owed the farm workers, and
criminal prosecution of everyone
DOL determines is responsible for
the viblation of the federal laws.

Hollywood has peeked out of
some Tinsel Town windows and
discovered Latinos.

It started quietly with last year's
unexpected box office hit, “La
Bamba," the refreshing look back
atthe tragic life of rock star Ritchie
Valens. Luis Valdez directed.

Since “La Bamba," we've been
confronted by four more flicks on
Latinos. That's right, four in one
year: “Milagro Beanfield War,"
Stand and Deliver,” “Salsa” and
now “Colors.”

| mean, nothing that Hollywood
does has a noble intention. Strictly
cash and carry. Maybe the
collective studio brains have
decided that no matter how poor
Latinos are, we can still afford
three or five or seven bucks for a
movie.

Or maybe the movie moguls
hope to cash in on white America's
increasing fixation negative or
positive with the Latinization of the
50 states

Blacks went through their
period of exploitation movies as
well as through periods where
artistically powerful films opened
some eyes and exploded some
myths.

Which is it with this crop of
Latino films?

Actually, it's a mixed bag. One of
them, “Stand and Deliver,” makes
you laugh, cry and hold your head
high all at the same time enough to
make you want to kick the
country's public school systems
on their combined buttocks.

Starring “"Miami Vice's" Edward
James Olmos as an East Los
Angeles high school math teacher
who drives his students to
academic levels his teaching
colleagues say is impossible, the
film has managed to make the
inner city classroom experience as
real and as rich as it's ever been
shown. It leaves TV's old
“Welcome Back Kotter” and

movies such as “To Sir With Love"
and “Cooley High" on some lesser
plain. More importantly, it's based
on the true story of Garfield High
School's Jaime Escalante, a
Bolivian immigrant who is rapidly
being recognized as a genius at
instilling in students the most
important of all gifts, the desire to
learn.

Then there's the other end of the
alley “Colors.” Starring Robert'
Duvall and Sean Pean as two white
cops battling black and Latino
street gangs in Los Angeles, the
movie reinforces every radical
stereotype about nonwhites as
animal hordes populating our
urban jungles.

From the opening scenes, shot
from inside a cruising police
vehicle, the nonwhite
neighborhoods of L.A. are shown
as hostile and dangerous, filled
with unemployed and menacing
street people.

There's not a single positive
image of a black or Latino who is
not either a cop or gang worker.
Every Latino and black civilian
with a speaking part is portrayed
as irrational or part of the violent
drug life of Los Angeles.

It's cowboys and Indians all over
again, only the Indians have Uzis
and cowboys .38s. It makes “Fort
Apache: The Bronx" look like
Laurel and Hardy.

“Colors’” director Dennis
Hopper has managed in one film to
give to ghetto youth a glorification
of gang violence and to white
America a glorification of police
who act as inner city alien
occupation forces. In the film,
Duvall plays the liberal good'guy
cop and Penn the sadistic bad cop.
There are no good civilians.

Guardian Angels leader Curtis
Silwa was so incensed by the film
that he's been arrested attempting
to protest it. But the film is being
promoted heavily here in New
York and throughout the nation.

Do yourself a favor. Boycott it.

As for the other two, “Salsa,” a
Latin “Saturday Night Fever”
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choreographed by ‘‘Dirty
Dancing’s Kenny Ortega, was a lot
better than | expected, and Robert
Redfords’'s “Milagro Beanfield
War" a lot worse.

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Restaurando los derechos civiles

Después de fuerte y abundante
controversia, el Civil Rights Res-
toration Act fue aprobado de nue-
vo. El presidente Reagan aprove-
ché su poder vetandolo, pero ain
asf la Cdmara de Representantes y
el Senado vencieron en la votacién
y ampliamente aprobaron el resta-
blecimiento de la ley. Yo apoyé la
aprobacién de esta medida en las
dos ocasiones que se presenté ante
la Cdmara de Representantes. En
gran parte, la primera sesién del
centésimo Congreso fue dedicado
a reestablecer el amplio alcance de
las leyes de los derechos civiles
que prohiben la discriminacién por
causa de raza, color, origen nacio-
nal, sexo, incapacidad fisica o de
edad en las instituciones que re-
ciben fondos federales.

El Civil Rights Restoration
Act propuso cambiar la posicién
establecida por la Corte Suprema
en el caso Grove City College vs.
Bell en 1984. En ese caso, la Corte
Suprema interpreté el Tftulo IX
de las Enmiendas Educacionales
de 1972 y decidi6 que las leyes de
los derechos civiles inicamente
podrfan ser aplicados a los progra-
mas que reciben fondos federa-
les de una institucién - - y no a

toda la institucién.

Imagfnese el tremendo impac-
to de esta decision. Al decidir la
aplicacién de las leyes de los de-
rechos civiles, la Corte Suprema
simultdneamente le dio la libertad
a la institucién de discriminar en
las otras dreas que no reciben
fondos federales, y sin exponerla
al riesgo de perder los fondos.

Esta decisién claramente re-
flej6 que la Corte habia malinter-
pretado la intencién congresional
del Tftulo IX.

Originalmente, el Congreso
habfa establecido que cualquier
i te So-
licitaray recibiera fondos federales
tendrfa que aceptar y cumplir
completamente con las leyes de los
derechos civiles.

Afortunadamente, el estableci-

16n que voluntan

mientodel Civil Rights Restoration
Act devuelve la intencién original
y aclara que las leyes federales que
prohiben la discriminacién se apli-
can a toda la institucién , si cual-
quiera de sus programas recibe a-
yuda federal. También afectan al
Titulo IX que prohibe, la discn-
minacién por motivo de raza y
sexo, al Rehabilitation Act de 1974
que prohibe discriminaciénde las
per onas incapacitadas, y final-
mente, al Age Discrimination Act
de 1975, que prohibe la discrimi-
nacién contra los ancianos.

El veto de Reagan dio fuego a
una campaiia de informacién fal-
sa iniciada por los fandticos. El
publico malentendié la medida y
sus efectos sobre las instituciones
privadas y publicas.

Para aclarar, la nueva ley no
afectaria las personas en sus ac-
tividades privadas. Como les in-
formé previamente, unicamente a-
fecta instituciones que reciben fon-
dos federales.

Tampoco afectaria a las escue-
las religiosas porque la medida
también establece que una institu-
cién educativa controlada por un
instituto religioso puede ser libe-
rada de la ley, si los requisitos le-
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gales contradicen la doctrina de la
organizacién. Quiero informarles
que la Conferencia Catélica de
Obispos de los Estados Unidos y
varias otras organizaciones religio-
sas apoyaron la medida

Con respecto al SIDA, la me-
dida prohibe discriminacion de las
personas incapacitadas o con en-
fermedades contagiosas. Pero, a-
clara que un gerente puede ne-
garle empleo o puede desocupar al
empleado que amenaza directa-
mente la salud o seguridad de sus
compafieros, si no puede cumplir
con su trabajo o si después de aco-
modarlo razonablemente, persiste
la amenaza a la seguridad de los
otros empleados.

Finalmente, el Civil Rights
Restoration Act claramente no
obliga a la institucién que recibe
ayuda federal a que practique o
pague los abortos de sus inscritos.
Pero si reafirma la ley actual que
prohibe a una institucién que re-
cibe ayuda federal discriminar
contra,los estudiantes o empleados
que han tenido o tendrdn un a-
borto. Aunque esta legislacién
otorga proteccién paralas mujeres
que tendrdn un aborto, no protege
a los homosexuales.

Hurling grenades he boldly
assaulted the position, destroyed
the gun, and with his rifle, killed
three of the enemy who attemped
to escape. When he rejoined his
company, a second machine gun
opened fire and again the intrepid
soldier went forward, utterly
disregarding his won safety. He
stromed the position and
destroyed the gun, killed three
more Germans and captured four
prisoners. He fought on with his
