Sevin algunos, una 
posible causa era que 
MAPA representaba un 
solo pensar, una cola 
afiliacion partidista. 
Contrario a las intenciones 
de sus miembros fundado-
res, nunca Ile& a ser un

La banca mexicana, 
nacionalizada por Lopez 
Portillo hate casi un afio, 
volvera parcialmente a 
manos privadas con 
Miguel de la Madrid, 

quien autorizara las 
sociedades nacionales de 
credit° con un 34 por 

ciento de capital privado. 
El proyecto, aprobado 

por el Presidente y a falta 
de su publication para 
entrar en vigor, transforma 
a los bancos en sociedades 
nacionales de credito, en 
las que podran participar 
representantes de la 
iniciativa privada, sindica-
tos, goviernos de los 
estados y municipios como 
accionistas.

That's the choice. A 

Black or a Hispanic 
Absurd? Ridiculous? 

Impossible? 
Here we are, 16 months 

from election time,a nd 
Jesse Jackson is getting so 
much press as the "Black 

candidate" that it has to be 
turning the other Demo-
cratic candidates green 
with envy. And as of the 
moment, Ben Fernandez, 
trying desperately to gain 
media attention talking 
about issues rather than his 
heritage, is the only 
declared candidate for the 
Republican nomination. 
He announced at the 
National Press Club in 
Washington last week. 

Both have qualifications 
and commitment arguably 
equal to those of others 
who have lived, ur 
presently reside, in the 
White House. Jackson's 
leadership talents are  

reasonably well known. 
Fernandez's aren't. A self-
made millionaire, he 
founded the National 
Economic Development 
Association (serving 

without compensation as 
its chairman and president 
for 15 months), is regarded 
as the father of an Hispanic 
American financial 
industry which today 
boasts assets of $5.3 
billion, served on Reagan's 
transition team, held 
several posts witht the 
Republican Party, was 
Special Ambassador to 
Paraguay, and even 
worked for General 
Electric early in his career. 
In his "poor man's 
campaign" fro the 
Republican presidential 
nomination in 1980, he 
made the ballot in 18 
states. 

If the right Black or 
Hispanic presidential 
candidate came along. is it 

possible that U.S. voters 
could -- in 1984 — look 
beyond their race or 
ethnicity and support one? 

In the California 
gubernatorial race last 
November, Los Angeles 
Mayor Tom Bradley, a 
Black who spent his whole 
professional life appealing 
to the white majority, 
found out when Californi-
a's voters rejected his 
privately in the polling 

booth after assuring his for 
months through opinion 
polls that he was their 
"choice." 

More recently, there was 
Federico Pefia's stunning 
victory in the Denver 
mayorial race. With his 
"Kennedy charisma," Perla 
waged a brilliant campaign 
which made him a surprise 
winner in Denver's 
primary and showed him 
leading a dull, twice-
defeated opponent by 
more than 15 percent days 
before he runoff. Pefia won 
by a whisker. A switch of 
just 2,200 votes out of 
154,000 would have 
reversed the result.

Pena's Hispanic 
and it's scary to think 
about people who've never 
voted before, and they're 
going to vote now." 

This, following a clean 
campaign in a "good" city. 

The people, the media 
and the political establish-
ment all are trying to cope 
with America's newest 
Black and Brown revolu-
tion — getting involved in 
the traditional political 
process. The way Jack-

son's candidacy might rock 
relationships between 
white liberals and Blacks 
had Hamilton Jordan 
lecturing in Newsweek's 
"My Turn" this month: "If 
Jesse Jackson enters the 
race, he must bear 
responsibility for the 
consequences of his 
running." 

 That's an outrageous; 
but not atypical, reaction, 

That Blacks and 
Hispanics are believing 
that this nation might 
actually elect one of them 
as president has got to be 
the best news U.S. Ameri-
cans have heard in a long 
time. It says that Blacks 
and Browns still believe the_ 
system can be fair tor 
everyone, in spite of much 
evidence over the years to 
the contrary. It's a 
refreshing, hopeful sign 
that our political appara, 
tus can work for us all.

For the little attention it 
enticed and influence it 
wielded, MA PA might was 
well have been 6 feet 
underground. At its 
annual conventions, it did 
well to attract 200 
delegates and a few inches 
of newspaper space 
naming the candidates it 
chose to endorse. 

Later in that decade, it 
experienced a mild revival 
during the administration 
of Governor Jerry Brown, 
who brought an unprece-
dented number of Hispan-
ics to Sacramento. But 
even then, it lacked any 
real recognition and 
muscle. 

One 	possible .. cause, 
some conceded, was that 
MA PA was a single-
minded, single-party 
organization. Counter to 
the intentions of its 
founding members, it 
never developed intoa_ 

bripartisan body Its 
interest was solely in 

. influencing the Democra-
tic Party. 

Enter Julio Calderon. 
An electronic journalist 
who had worked in 
California's Central Valley 
and San Francisco Bay 
Area, Calderon, a 
Democrat, was elected 
MAPA president in 1981. 
Immediately, he set out to 
turn MAPA into the 
bipartisan group it pledged 
to become back it in 1960. 
His promise coincided 
with the multplying 
numbers and increasingly 
broad political involve-
ment of Hispanics 
statewide. 

Calderon's efforts paid 
off handsomely last year 
when, for the first time, 
MAPA convention dele-
gates evaluated the 
qualifications of Republi-
can candidates as well as 
Democratic ones and 
seriously considered 
supporting a Republican  

for governor. At its Fresno 
primary convention, it 
endorsed ex-Brown aide 
Mario Obledo as its 

Democratic choice a. 
State Attorney General 
George Deukmejian as its 
Republican choice. After 
Obledo lost in the primary, 
it turned to Los Angeles 
Mayor Tom Bradley at its 
well-attended Los Angeles 
endorsing convention, but 
Deukmejian was support-
ed by 39% of the 450 voting 
delegates. At the polls, 
Hispanics went 70%-30% 
for Bradley, but Deukme-
jian won. 

Under Calderon's 
leadership, the number of 
MAPA chapters climbed 
from 22 to 50, its influence 
growing with its size. 
Presently, it has about 
2,000 members. 

While MAPA continues 
to meet regularly with . 
leaders of the Democrati-
cally controlled legislature, 
it also gets together 
quarterly with Governor 
Deukmejian. Such a 
dialogue between a 
Republican governor and 
the Hispanic community is 
unprecedented in Califor-
nia. 

Calderon has the access 
to bargain with both par-
ties, to the benefit of 
MAPA and Hispanics in 
general. 

Among Latino Demo-
crats, the new Republican 
interest in MAPA has 
received mexed reviews. 
Some welcome the 
attention because it can be 
used to gain further 
concessions from Demo-
cratic legislators. Others 
take the hard-line partism 
approach. United Farm 
Workers President Cesar . 

Chavez is one of the latter. 
Chavez, who contributed 
$700,000 to Democratic 
coffers in the  last  state 
election, hsa traditionally 
played the role of political 
power broker for the 
Hispanic community. It's a 
role which he doesn't want 
to see eroded any mroe 
than it has been in the past 
few years. 

On July 22-24, MAPA 
delegates will gather in San 
Jose for their biennial 
constitutional convention. 
Calderon, now an infor-
mation officer with the the  

state Department of Fair 
Employment & Housing, 
is up for re-election. 

His opponent? Fernan-
do Chavez, Cesar's oldest 
son, who presently 
practices law in San Jose. 
When he announced his 
candidacy, Fernando 
denied that his father's 
union would become a 
force within MAPA. 
However, new member-
ship records speak 
differently. The UFW 
appears to have signed upo 
400 new Mapistas all 
eligible to vote at the 

upcoming election. They 
include most of the union's 
executive board and its 
professional staff. Also 
listed as new members are 
Cesar's wife, Helen, and 
the wife of the Rev. Chris 
Hartmire, the UFW's link 
to the National Council of 
Churches. 

These new memberships 
alone have cost the Chavez 
forces almost $5,000. Even 
more money is expected to 
be spent for chartered 
buses, hotel rooms and 
food for their delegates 
during the 3-day conven-
tion. With his son in 
control of the urban-based 
MAPA, Chavez's clout 
would be considerably 
enhanced. 

Key Democratic leaders 
are only too willing to go 
along with the UFW's 
takeover bid. They're 
concerned, too, about 
MAPA's fresh bipartisan 
approach and the fact that 
recent polls show increas-
ing Hispanic support for 
Republican candidates. 

Thus the battle for the 
MAPA presidency may be 
the first major Democratic 
effort to counter GOP 
drives among Hispanics in 
California, Texas and 
Florida. A shift in partisan 
Hispanic allegiance could, 
after all, affect presidential 
elections for a long time to 
come. 

But for Hispanics to 
wield the power of their 
growing numbers, they 
must be independent 
enough to force both 
parties to come couring. 

,,,,, 
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that it must be reasonable 
(for example, related to 
utility bills). 

(5) Termination clause. 
Know when your lease 
expires and if it will be 
automatically renewed if 
you stay in past the 
expiration date. How 
much notice must you give 
before you move out?

(6) Repairs. Be sure you 
ow if you are giving up 

5rour rights to have the 
landlord make repairs. 
You will probably be 
responsible for any 
damage which you have 
caused and is not the result 
of ordinary wear and tear. 

(7) Right of entry. Does 
the landlord have the right 
to come in your house or 
apartment without your 
knowing it? Check to see 
the reasons for which he or 
she can come in (for 
example, inspections) and 
the times. 

(8) Landlord's lien. Does' 
the landlord have the right 
to take some of your 
personal property to sell it 
if you are behind on the 
rent? 

(9) Utilities. Who pays 
for the utilities and who 
has the right to turn them 
off for non-payment'? 

If you do not have a 
written lease, go over these 
areas with your landlord. 
The law implies certain 
terms in your lease even if 
you do not have a written 
contract. Some of these 
will be covered in future 
articles.

Tenants often have 

problems with their 
landlords because they 
don't read the fine print in 
their leases. The following 
are common problem 
areas that you should 
make sure you read and 
understand before you 
sign: 

(1) Rent due date. Be 
sure you know when the 
rent will be considered late 
and how much you will 
owe in late charges, if any. 
If the rent is due on the first 
and you always get paid on 
the third, negotiate with 
your landlord to make rent 
dur on the fifth. 

(2) Security deposit. 
Know exactly what it takes 
to get your deposit back 
when you move. There 
may be a key deposit, pet 
deposit, or cleaning fee 
that is automatically 
subtracted. 

(3) Lease period. Is your 
lease a month-to-month 
lease or are you obligated 
for six months or a year? 
Know how to get your 
money back if you sign a 
six month lease and then 
change your mind the next 
day. 

(4) Rent escalation. If 
the lease gives the landlord 
the right to raise the rent at 
any time, be sure to 
negotiate in writing that it 
only be raised a certain 
number of times a year and

A professor at one of the 
Big 10 Midwestern 
universities once asked me 
whether Cubans speak 
Cuban or Portuguese. The 
answer is c) none of the 
above; Cubans speak 
Spanish. 

Ignorance is not limited 
to university professors. A 
gas station attendant asked 
an Ethiopian friend of 
mine whether Ethiopia was 
that town near San 
Francisco. San Jose is the 
name of a town near San 
Francisco, but I have met a 
few North Americans who 
don't know that San Jose is 
also the name of the capital 
of Cost Rica, and that 
Costa Rica is in Central 
America. 

Ignorance is not limited 
to Anglos. In 1968 a 
Mexican migrant worker 
asked me if Cuba was 
somewhere in Africa. AS it 
turns out, considering 
recent Cuban involvement 
in Africa, this may have  

been a hrilliant prediction 
rather than a blunder. 

A feW months ago, my 
husband and I visited the 
Dominican Republic. lw 
as amazed at how many of 
our friends had no idea 
where the Dominican 
Republic is. 

(In case you are about to 
run to your atlas, the 
Dominican Republic 
shares the island of 
Hispaniola with Haiti, in 
the Caribbean.) 

Our ignorance about 
geography is not limited to 
the inaccurate pinpointing 
of locations of countries 
and cities. Ignorance 
about sizes is rampant. The 
other day 1 heard someone 
refer to Mexico as "that 
lovely little country." 

Many parts of Mexico 
are lovely, but by what 
standards is it a little 
country? 

After all, the population 
of Mexico City alone is 
larger than the populations 
of many other countries. 
Mexico may be smaller 
than it was before the 
United States took part of 
it away, but it's not little by 
my standards. In fact, seen 
from Gdatemala, Mexico  

could be described as the 
"Colossus of the North." 

Ignorance about distinc-
tions between language 
and geography is almost 
universal. Recently I asked 
a Chamber of Commerce 
representative of a wealthy 
community whether there 
were any programs 
designed to help Spanish-
speaking people in his area 
learn English. He answer-
ed that all the gardeners in 
the area are Spanish (but 
thee are no projects to help 
them learn English). 

If all Spanish-speaking 
people are Spanish, are all 
English-speaking people 
English? 

Of course, geography 
can be adjusted to lit our 
needs. I once knew a 
Chicano who successfully 
pretended he was Hawai-
ian. Surfing was "in" at the 
time. 

Granted, it is difficult to 
keep up with the rapidly 
changing names of newly 
independent former 
colonies. But let's face it, 
most Latin American 
countries have never 
changed their names. Yet 
how many times have you 
run across someone who
