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Housing Barriers Severe for Latinos, Other Immigrants

That Latino families are
young and large is fairly
common knowledge by now.
The 2000 U.S. Census venfied
that their median age 1s 26.3,
11 years younger than for the
general population, and their
family size is 4.1, compared to

the national average of 3.2.

There's also the matter of income.
A Launo household's annual earnings
are $36,018, vs. the national norm of
$54,900.

When you stack those three sets of
statistics together, the findings of a
study released by Center for Housing
Policy on July 30 should come as no
big surpnse.

The survey, "Amernca's Newest
Working Families: Cost, Crowding
and Conditions for Immigrants,”
assesses the status and needs of all
U.S. immigrant families. It defines
respondents with critical housing
needs as those who spend more than
S0 percent of their income on
housing and/or who live in substan-
dard conditions.

[t identifies 17.2 percent of
immigrants, compared to 10.7
percent of U.S. natives, as having
critical housing needs, and 14.7

During the Council meeting no
mention was made on devoling
part of the new sales tax specifi-
cally to North and East Lubbock
development. No mention was
made of dedicating part of the
money loward development of the
Canyon Lakes system in North
Lubbock and no mention was
made ol more support for minonty
business in East Lubbock.

Although we are sull reserving
our “yea” or “nay” on the proposi-
tuon, we would think that these
and many other 1ssues about how
to spend the additional tax monies
need to be resolved. Among them
are those listed above and others
which Lubbock community
organizations such as the Hispanic
Chamber, East Lubbock Chamber,
the North/East Lubbock Develop-
ment Commussion, LULAC, and
others need to address.

Of armmvals from Mexico, 32.8
percent of renters live in crowded
dwellings; 22.0 percent of Mexicans
who own their residences also are
crowded. Comparable figures for other
Latin Amenicans are 13.7 percent and
8.9 percent.

Es bien sabido que las familias latinas
son jovenes y grandes. El Censo del 2000 de
los Estados Unidos confirmé que su edad
promedio es de 26.3 aiios, 11 menos de la de
la poblacion en general, y el tamaiio de la
familia es de 4.1 personas, mientras que el

promedio nacional es de 3.2.

Esta también la cuestion de los ingresos. El
ingreso por familia anual de los latinos es de
$36,018, mientras que para poblacion en general
es de $54,900.

Al juntar estas tres estadisticas, lo que ha
encontrado un estudio del Center for Housing
Policy (centro para la politica de vivienda) emitido
el 30 de julio no ha de sorprender.

La encuesta titulada "America's Newest
Working Families: Cost, Crowding and Conditions
for Immigrants" (las familias trabajadoras mas
nuevas de los EEUU: costos, hacinacion y
condiciones para los inmigrantes), es una
evaluacion del nivel y las necesidades de todas las
familias inmigrantes en los Estados Unidos. Su
definicion de responsales cuyas necesidades de
vivienda son criticas es de aquellos que gastan mas
del 50 por ciento de sus ingresos en vivienda y/o
los que viven en condiciones inaceptables.

El estudio identifica a un 17.2 por ciento de
imigrantes, versus un 10.7 por ciento de
estadounidenses, con necesidades criticas de
vivienda, y 14. 7 por ciento versus 8.8 por ciento
cargados de costos severos.

La encuesta hace una cuantificacion de las
condiciones que los politicos locales y
residentes establecidos en varias comunidades
por el pais muchas veces atribuyen a los recién
llegados hispanos. Algunos pueblos quieren
establecer leyes que limiten la ocupacion de
residencias -- a una persona por habitacion --
leyes que habrian mantenido fuera a John-Boy
y su familia de sus vecindades hace afios si las
circunstancias hubieran obligado a la familia

La encuesta divide a los latinos en dos
grupos: los inmigrantes de Meéxico y los del

resto de America Latina.

Revela que casi tres de cada 10 familias
Inmigrantes trabajadoras de México viven en
condiciones "hacinadas", y casi dos de cada 10
de otros paises latinoamericanos tienen
‘necesidades de vivienda criticas .

De los que llegan de Mexico, el 32.8 por
ciento de inquilinos viven en residencias
hacinadas; y el 22.0 por ciento de los
mexicanos dueios de su propia residencia
también. Las cifras comparables para otros
latinoamericanos son de 13.7 y 8.9 por ciento.

Re-Introducing the DREAM Act

LULAC commends Senators
Orrin Hatch (R-UT) and
Richard Durbin (D-IL) for
reintroducing a revised version
of the "Development, Relief,
and Education for Alien Minors
(DREAM) Act of 2003," S.
1545, a bipartisan bill that
would give opportunities to
U.S.-raised children of undocu-
mented immigrants.

This legislation could vastly
improve the lives of immigrant

children 1n our country.

The DREAM Act would allow
states to determine residency to give
In-state tuition to such students
Similar state legislation has already
been enacted in several states
including Texas, Illinois, Utah,
Oklahoma, Washington and Califor-
na. The DREAM Act would be of
critical importance to such students
who frequently have no choice but to
turn away from higher education
because they are typically charged
much higher out-of-state or interna-

tional tuition fees.
"The DREAM Act and similar
legislation in the
House called the
Student Adjust-
ment Act
(H.R.1684),
provides an
opportunity to
thousands of very
bright children in
this country who

could be tomorrow's professionals,”
said LULAC National President
Hector Flores. The Act would also
permit long time resident immigrants,
of good moral character who have
stayed 1n school to receive conditional
status, which will be lifted after
completing college, two years of
military service or 910 hours of
community service. Itis only after
completing one of these three require-
ments that the conditional relief would
become permanent.

"These students want the same
opportunities as every other American
student to realize their dreams by
pursuing higher education

Rick
Perry and Republicans have
been firing away at the out-of-
town Democrats for holding up
new money for health care.

Republican Attorney
General Greg Abbott on
Tuesday confirmed what
Democrats have said all along:
Perry and the Legislative
Budget Board already have the
power to spend new federal
money on health care if they
want.

That means the Legislature
doesn't have to change state
law, and the Democrats don't
have to come back to Austin
from New Mexico to free up
the cash (though they might still
have to vote on making a
separate pot of money available
to spend).

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Latino Population Increase:
Good News for Democrats

Democratic presidential
candidate Al Sharpton reminded
Latino elected leaders at a recent
forum in Phoenix, Arizona, that
George W. Bush is wrong in both
English and Spanish. Sharpton did
not speak Spanish at the meeting
but the other Democratic presiden-
tial hopefuls did as they made a
symbolic gesture to capitalize on
the increasing Latino vote.

The latest figures from the US
Census Bureau reveal that as of
2002 there were 38.8 million
Latinos in the country, representing
13% of the entire population. It is
expected that the number of Latino
voters will reach 14 million in the
2004 election. twice the number of
2000.

Thal 1s very good news flor
Democrats for a number of reasons
A survey conducted by the Pew
Hispanic Center and the Kaiser
Family Foundation found that 49
percent of Latinos are registered
Democratic, 20 percent Republi-
can, and 19 percent independent.
And 1[ independents who “lean” Lo
one of the two parties are taken into
account, the figures become 56
Democratic. 25 Republican, and 7
independent. The exception is
Cuban Americans, but that is not a
very significant number since they
represent only 4% of the Latino
population.

Asked about who 1s more
concerned about Latinos, the same
survey found that Democrats beat
Republicans by more than 4 to |

The 1ssues dear to Latinos
suggest areas which could labeled
“Democratic turf.”

survey found Latinos lavor
Democrats (53%) over Republicans
(27%).

Healthcare for all is also an
important issue on which Republi-
cans get low marks from Latinos.
Although Latinos make up only
13% of the US population, they
represent 33% of the uninsured.

President Bush’s tax reductions
in each of the last three years leave
Latinos cold. Lowering taxes 1s not
a major concern for Latinos. In
fact, more than 55% would be
willing to pay higher taxes to
receive government services.

On social 1ssues Latinos are
more conservatives than whites,
which should provide an opening
for Republicans. Yet, Latinos are
not much more socially conserva-
tives than African Americans Since
African Amencans vote largely
for Democratic candidates, would
the 1ssue be enough to push Latinos
to behave any differently?

In the presidential race there is
also bad news for Republicans
among Latinos. Another recent
survev by Bendixen and Associates
for the New Democrat Network
found that Latinos favor a generic
Democratic nominee over George
W. Bush by 14%. When all voters
are taken into account, on the other
hand, the genernic Democratic
nominee 1s running 10 points
behind the President

Bush did a Iittle better than
previous Republican presidential
candidates with Latinos i the 2000
election, receiving 35% of their
votes. But since he has been
president he has done little that
may improve on that record
Although he had floated a number
of proposals to improve the status
of undocumented workers in the
US and regulate the flow of

migrants from Mexico, little has
changed. The relationship with
Mexico has been cool particularly
in hight of Vicente Fox’s lack of
support for the Iraqi war.

In csscnec, Bush has given
Latinos little reason to vote for
him. It’s no wonder that a recent
New York Times/CBS News poll
found that only 21% of Latinos
would reelect him. That is not to
say he could not turn things around
and peel Latino votes away from
Democrats. If he nominates Alberto
Gonzales, his White House
counsel; to the Supreme Court,
Bush could point to something very
visible that could sway Latinos.
However, the nomination of
Gonzales 1s not without risks
because he 1s a moderate and the
right wing of the GOP has already
come out against such a move.

Barring some significant
change, Bush may have little left
except to use his limited espariol
since language 1s an important
1ssue for Latinos. The New York
Times/CBS poll found that 1/3 of
Latinos would be more likely to
vote for a candidate who speaks
Spanish. The danger is that in the
absence of substance, what Bush
will say could be easily interpreted
as empty palabras.

Of course, the election is still a
while away and things can change
considerably. As of now, the best
hope Republicans have with
Latinos is if the Democrats rest on
their laurels and Latinos stay home

on election day.

After weeks of Republican
claims that they never had broken a
quorum, the Associated Press is
reporting today that 11 Republican
Senators broke a quorum in 1993
to. wronically enough, stop a
redistricting bill.

"It seems to me that Rick Perry,
David Dewhurst. Tom Craddick
and other Republican leaders have
some explaining to do," said Molly
Beth Malcolm, Texas Democratic
Party Chairwoman. "They need to
tell the people of Texas why they
are attacking the Democratic
Senators for something their own
Senators did ten vears ago "

In 1993, Senator Rodney Ellis
was attempting to pass a judicial
redistricting bill. Republican
Senators opposed it, and wanted to
change to an appointed system. As
a result, 11 Republican Senators
hid out in a Capitol office for a day,
denving the Senate a quorum to
block the bill's passage (see AP
story below).

"Perry, Dewhurst, Craddick and
the other Republicans love to
preach about precedents," Malcolm
said. "Well, [ think they just set a
new precedent -- for hypocrisy.

"More importantly, the
Republican walkout of 1993 further
underlines the validity and legality
ol the Democralic walkout of
2003," Malcolm said. "The Senate
Democrats are following the rules
and the Constitution.

Malcolm also pointed out one
other thing that Perry et al could
learn from the Republican walkout.
In 1993, the Senate Democrats -
who then had a solid majority -
respected the strong views of the
GOP Senators and ended the
redistricting effort. "The leaders of
2003 should take a lesson from the
leaders of 1993." Malcolm said.

Redistricting may not give
Republicans an easy win

AUSTIN — You can’t help but wonder if Gov. Rick

Perry has any private concerns that he might be court-

ing disaster on this redistricting mess.

We know his public attitude: That Texas legislators, not the federal
courts, should draw the state’s congressional boundaries. That Texas
should have more than 15 Republican members of Congress (out of the
states’ 32 seats) because the state is solidly Republican. And that those 11
Democrat senators holed up in New Mexico should return to the Capitol
ASAP because his second special session is costing taxpayers about
$60,000 a day — and that nothing is getting done during their self-
imposed exile.

Here's what taxpayers may not know: They shelled out more than
$800,000 two years ago to Andy Taylor and his law firm hired by then-
Attomey General John Cornyn to defend the current congressional
redistricting map. The Mexican American Legal Defense and Educational
Fund, or MALDEF, and other groups challenged the congressional
redistricing map. And now taxpayers are paying Taylor $400 an hour to
assault the very same map he defended.

Here's how that happened: Senate Republicans blocked the congres-
sional redistricting map two years ago because they figured to get a better
deal from the federal courts. The three federal judges, two of whom were
Republican appointees, drew the current map, which was supposed to give
Republicans 20 of the 32 seats.

MALDEEF sued. But Perry and Comnyn defended the map, which the
U.S. Supreme Court approved. And then elections took place last
November. But those 20 Republican victories did not materialize.

“The only thing that happened to that plan is that voters in some of
those districts chose to vote for Democrat congressmen,” says Sen. Frank
Madla, D-San Antonio. “That’s the right of constituents to go out and vote
the way they want.”

However. U S. Majonty Leader Tom DeLav and other GOP leaders
want to reopen the case. Even if the Democrats return to the Capitol for a
third special session that Perry is hinting will happen, the prospects for
stalemate are still high.

Speaker Tom Craddick and other GOP House members want a
congressional map that even a number of Republican senators couldn’t
stomach.

Capitol msiders say Craddick would prevail in a showdown with Sen.
Robert Duncan, R-Lubbock. And that’s what rural folks are worried about.
Newspapers in conservative Republican areas weighed in with rather
stunning editonals this week that cast Perry as the villain.

The Lubbock newspaper said he's “acting like a spoiled 2-year-old.”

Perry may very well get a new congressional map later this fall.
Whether 1t would stand up to a court challenge, who knows? A defeat
costing taxpayers millions of dollars and leaving Texas with the current
map would be disastrous for Perry.

And while former Gov. George W. Bush reached out to minorities (he
actually carned heavily Hispanic El Paso in the 1998 election), Perry s
push for redistricting 1s alienating Hispanics and African-Americans. The
American Gl Forum is still outraged that Perry froze its $300,000 for
veteran outreach programs after members opposed redistricting,

I'he Center drew its analysis
from 3,000 working-family
immigrant households and
15,000 native-born households
drawn from data included in
the 2001 American Housing
Survey, conducted by the U S.
Department of Housing and
Urban Development

It found that, no matter
where the respondents came
from, they shared similar ex-
periences and problems For
example, the percentage of
Mexican families' critical
housing needs, 15 6 percent, is
nearly identical to that of
families who emigrated from
Europe and Canada, 159 per-
cent.

Overall, the rates for Mexi-
can immigrants (28.2 percent)
and those from other Latin
American nations (11.9 per-
cent) living in crowded condi-
tions are higher than those for

GOP Senators
Fled Texas
in 1993 Vote

Republican lawmakers have
had a rhetorical field day this
year as Democrats, first in the
House and then in the Senate,
fled to other states in order to
stymie  GOP redistricting
plans. :

But the Democrats aren't the
only ones to employ the tactic:
Ten years ago, it was Republi-
cans who walked out of the
Texas Senate chamber to avoid
a vote on a racially tinged judi-
cial redistricting resolution.

"They clearly have a double
standard," said Democratic
Sen. Rodney Ellis, who is one
of 11 Senate Democrats who
entered their second week
Monday holed up in a New
Mexico hotel.

In 1993, Democrats were the
powerhouse in Texas politics
and were set on adopting a
resolution as part of a settle-
ment that would have ended at-
large elections for state judges
in a handful of Texas counties.

The proposal would have re--
quired 140 judges to run for
election in sub-districts within
affected counties. Republicans
favored a system in which the

y Impr.

governor appoints judges, who

are then confirmed by the Sen-
ate.

But, the GOP was the minor-
ity back then, with only 13 in
the 31-member body. So, as
the Senate prepared to convene
and vote on the proposal, sev-
eral Republicans went into a
closed-door meeting to discuss
their options.

On the chamber floor, then-
Lt. Gov. Bob Bullock an-
nounced that the Senate could
not convene because no quo-
rum was present. Only two of
the 13 Republican senators
were on the floor

The 1993 Republican walk-
out only lasted a day. Eventu-
ally, the settlement was re-
jected by an appellate court on
a technical issue.

Then-Sen. David Sibley, one
of the Republicans who broke
the quorum, wouldn't discuss
the circumstances of the 1993
walkout. |

"Seems like we did for one
day, I guess," said Sibley, who
now works as a lobbyist in
Austin. "I don't really remem-
ber that well "

Asked if the current quorum
break was a legitimate option
within the rules of the lawmak-
ing process, Sibley responded,
"I've got nothing to say about
that. I'm sorry, I'm just not go-
ing to go there."”

Currently, Democrats out-
number Republicans 17-15 in
the Texas congressional delega-
tion but Republicans, led by
U.S. House Majority Leader
Tom DeLay, are pushing for a
new map that likely would
give the GOP the majority.

Attempts to approve a redis-
tricting bill failed during the
regular legislative session and
the first special session. The
governor called lawmakers back
for a second special session to
try again.

The Democrats, however, fled
to Albuquerque, N.M., before
he called the session. Their ab-
sence has blocked a quorum in
the Senate - just as the Repub-
licans had done a decade be-
fore

The Senate walkout is the
second this year by Democrats
in the Legislature. In May,
more than 50 House Democrats
left for four days to Oklahoma
in order to kill a redistricting
bill in the regular session

Against Any
More Fights n

Heavyweight champion Len-
nox Lewis 1s considering re-
tirement and has decided
against fighting again this
year, meaning a discussed re-
match against Vitali Klitschko
in December won't take place.

"Lennox has been very pub-
lic in his comments that he
was seriously considering re-
tirement, that he just wasn't
sure he wants to go forward,"
Lewis' attorney, Judd
Burstein, said Monday from
his home in Westport, Conn.

"He 1s still considering
whether he wants to keep
fighting.

"It's not a question of

whether Lennox can or cannot
be ready this year. Of course
he can be ready. He chooses
not to fight this year while
he's considering whether or not
he's ever going to fight again.”

Klitschko was upset upon
hearing the news.

"Honestly, it seems to me
that Lennox is looking for an
easy exit,” Klitschko said in
Hamburg, Germany. "Why
else would he wait until I was
cleared to fight to announce
that he did not want to fight?
He is looking for an easy way
out.

"I did not expect to hear any-
thing like this. Lewis 1s a
great champion, but [ have the
feeling he realizes how tough
the fight against me really was
and how difficult the rematch
will be. I am ready to fight
Lennox Lewis right now."

Lewis retained his WBC and
[BO heavyweight titles in the
sixth round June 21 at Staples
Center when his fight against
Klitschko was stopped because
of bloody cuts around the
challenger's left eye

Klitschko, who led 58-56 on
all three scorecards when the
12-round bout was stopped,
protested vehemently that he
could keep fighting.

The two sides talked about
Lewis taking on the Ukrainian
again Dec. 6, possibly iIn
Madison Square Garden.

"I'm surprised. After all, he
demanded an examination
from a specialist that my cut
has healed.

"“I'm ready and I think it is
very sad."

Lewis said on a conference
call July 2 that he definitely
wanted a rematch with
Klitschko, who was cleared to
return to the ring three weeks
later by Dr. Volker Steinkraus
in Hamburg,

But if he's going to fight
Lewis again, it won't be until
2004 at the earliest.

"Lennox made a determina-
tion that under all circum-
stances, he would not be fight-
ing again this year," Burstein
said. "He concluded that it
would not be fair to HBO, po-
tential sites, Vitali Klitschko
and most importantly the sport
of boxing to keep everybody
wondering about a December
fight when he had already
made this decision.

"From a business perspec-
tive, much of the boxing world
was on hold in terms of the
fall * schedule until Lennox
made his decisions. He just
did not think it was fair to
keep everyone in limbo "

Now, Bryant begins the for-
mal part of what could be a
long legal fight of a felony
charge that has damaged his
reputation and could put him
in prison.

News crews are camping out
in Eagle County. Lawyers for
both sides are trying to keep
secret details of the accusations
by the 19-year-old hotel worker
who came to his room June 30
at a nearby mountain resort.

Gannett issued a gag order for
those involved in the case and
sealed police and investigator
records. That hasn't stopped
some media outlets from quot-
ing sources -- usually unidenti-
fied -- about the woman's con-
dition and frame of mind after
she left Bryant's room that
night.

"This already extensive media
coverage has erupted into an
intensive media campaign to
expose every detail of the al-
leged incident," prosecutors
wrote In arguing to keep the
evidence sealed.

Bryant won't be asked to en-
ter a plea Wednesday, only to
acknowledge the charge against
him. The judge could then set
a timetable for future court ses-
sions that will probably lead to
a preliminary hearing, when
evidence against Bryant will be
made public.

If convicted, he
faces four years to life in prison
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or 20 years to life on proba-
tion, and a fine of up to
$750,000.

A trial appears inevitable, un-
less Bryant's attorneys can per-
suade the judge to throw the
case out for lack of evidence at
his preliminary hearing. Even
If they are successful, the evi-
dence made public at the hear-
ing will probably further stain
the once clean-cut image of one
of America's most celebrated
athletes.

"Once the accusation is
brought to the police it's al-
most impossible to settle it,"
saild Florida attorney Roy
Black, who won an acquittal
for William Kennedy Smith in
a 1991 rape tnal. "If he pleads
guilty he loses endorsements
and his popularity as a player."

With a smile as dazzling as
his play, Bryant was a super-
star who made all the right
moves and said all the right
things.

Now, he is an admitted adul-
terer, at the very least, and he
has already lost one endorse-
ment.

Bryant's wife, Vanessa, sat
by his side at an extraordinary
news conference where he said
the sex with his accuser was
consensual.

The woman will never be the
same, either. She i1s well
known in Eagle, and her
friends at first were more than
eager to discuss the woman's
virtues and what they thought
were her faults.

Bryant, free on $25,000
bond, i1s to begin preseason
practice late next month with
the Lakers in Hawaii.
