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Focus for Supreme Court Pick Is Said to Be on Diversity 
By ELISABETH BUMILLER 

WASHINGTON, Sept. 21 - 
President Bush is focused on Hispan-
ics. African-Americans and women to 
succeed Justice Sandra Day O'Connor, 
and he may announce his choice for 
her seat on the Supreme Court as early 
as the court's opening days in October, 
Republican strategists said on Wednes-
day. 

Republicans noted that it was still 
early in the process and that the 
strategists were putting forth a diverse 
selection of potential nominees in part 
to portray the White House as inter-
ested in people from politically 
important constituencies. 

The timing of the announcement, 
strategists said, could allow a nominee 
to be confirmed as early as Thanksgiv-
ing and reflected the president's stated 
desire to move quickly. The strategists 
spoke on condition of anonymity 
because the president has ordered his 
aides and allies not to talk about 
internal deliberations over his choice 

for the court. 
On Wednesday morning. the White

N.Y.; and Justice Robert P. Youniz Jr of 
the Michigan Supreme Court. 

Republicans and Democrats alike 
said Mr. Bush was likely to nominate a 
woman or a member of a minority after 
having named a white male. Judge John 
G. Roberts Jr., as his initial choice to 
replace Justice O'Connor. 

Now that Mr. Bush has iioniuiatetl 
Judge Roberts to succeed Chief Justice 
William H. Rehnquist, who died on 
Sept. 3, the administration has made it 
clear that it is sensitive to the pressure 
to nominate a woman or a member of- a 
minority. Assuming that Judge Roberts 
is confirmed as chief justice, the nine-
member Supreme Court will open for 
its session on Oct. 3 with six white 
men, one African-American man and 
two white women, one of them about to 
retire. 

The strategists said that staff 
members like Harriet Miers, the Wh1tr 
House counsel, had been in contact 
with several contenders, but that Mr. 
Bush was not thought to have begun 
formal interviews. 

Senate leaders told the president in 

their White House meeting that they 
expected a tougher fight over Mr. 
Bush's next nominee than had occurred 
with Judge Roberts. Mr. Specter told 
reporters that "bubbling just below the 
surface was a lot of frustration" at 
Judge Roberts's confirmation hearing 
because the judge had refused to say 
how he would rule on contentious 
issues like abortion rights.

McClellan, the White House press 
secretary, told reporters after the 
meeting. Nonetheless, Mr. McClellan 
said, "Justice O'Connor has expressed 
her desire to leave the court." 

"There are many qualified potential 
nominees to fill the vacancy," he 
continued. "And as the president 
indicated to you all a few weeks ago, 
he intended to move forward in a 
timely manner to fill the vacancy." 

Among the Hispanics under 
consideration are Alberto R. Gonzales, 
the attorney general; Judge Ricardo H. 
Hinojosa of Federal District Court in 
Texas; and Emilio M. Garza, a federal 
appellate judge in Texas. 

Miguel A. Estrada, a partner at the 
law firm of Gibson, Dunn & Crutcher 
in Washington who has also been 
mentioned by Republicans as a 
potential nominee, was said by the 
strategists not to be interested in the 
position. Mr. Estrada, an assistant 
solicitor general in the administration 
of the first President Bush and the 
beginning of the Clinton administra-
tion, was nominated by the current 
President Bush to the United States 
Court of Appeals for the District of 
Columbia Circuit, but Democrats 
filibustered him and he withdrew his 
nomination. 

Among the women under consider-
ation, the strategists said, are Janice 
Rogers Brown, a 2005 Bush appointee 
to the District of Columbia Circuit, 
who is African-American; Priscilla R. 
Owen, a federal appellate judge in 
Austin, Tex.; Karen Williams, a federal 
appellate judge in Orangeburg, S.C.; 
and Consuelo M. Callahan, a federal 
appellate judge in Sacramento. 

Among the African-American men 
under consideration, the strategists 
said, are Larry D. Thompson, a former 
deputy attorney general who is the 
general counsel of Pepsico in Purchase,

The workers most likely to lack health 
insurance are Hispanics and people 

employed by small businesses or in 
blue-collar non- manufacturing jobs, accord-
ing to the Employee Benefit Research Insti-
rnrt. 

More than one-third of Hispanics were 
uninsured last year, according to the research 
group's analysis of census data. 

They, as well as blacks, were about seven 
times more likely than whites to have an 
employer that did not offer health benefits. 

Nearly 83 percent of the uninsured lived 
in families headed by workers, but nearly half 
of those families earned less than $20,000 
annually. 

The states with the highest rates of unin-
sured workers were located on the Gulf Coast, 
with Texas leading the list nationwide at 27.7 
percent. 

Florida's uninsured rate was 22 percent, 
and Louisiana's was 21.3 percent. 

The study found that about one-third of 
workers in firms with fewer than 25 employ-
ees were covered by their employer's health 
plan, compared with 69.3 percent in firms 
with 100 or more employees. 

Nearly 63 percent of all uninsured work-
ers were self-employed or worked in busi-
nesses with fewer than 100 employees. 

Workers employed in white-collar occu-
pations were more likely to be eligible for 
health benefits, and government workers re-
ceived benefits most often of any profession. 

The manufacturing sector also offered 
health benefits quite often, while workers in 
fanning, forestry and fishing were least likely 
to be offered benefits. 

Union workers were more likely than non-
union workers to be eligible for health ben-
efits, but eligibility and benefits received by 
union workers have fallen since 1997, while 
they rose for nonunion workers. 

Nationwide, about 45 million Americans 
under age 65 did not have health insurance.

jobs illegal immigrants have.

We now have some idea where those workers referred to by the state-
ment, "There are enouah Americans who will do the work illegal immi-
grants do." are to be found. Hurricane Katrina literally pushed them out of 
the attic onto roof tops in New Orleans. But Katrina also exposed that our 
nation's poor are most often trapped where they arc, unable as in the case of 
Katrina to move away from harms way, let alone move in search of better 
economic opportunities. 

The plight of New Orleans' poor was highlighted for the nation and the 
world to see, but it could have been New York, Los Angeles, Miami, Clti-
cago, Pittsburgh, Boston and all other major cities in the nation where the 
poor have been committed to their ghettos or barrios, or wrong side of the 
tracks or by whatever name used describing where the poor are kept as vir-
tual economic live-in prisoners. 

According to the Census 12.7 percent of the US population (37.5 mil-
lion) including children live in poverty. Even if one considers the possibility 
that the 10 million illegal immigrants including their children in the U.S are 
a part of that number, from the over 27 million Americans left there are 
enough potential workers that presumably could be the replacement workforce 
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In recent weeks, on campuses all across America, another wave 
of bright-eyed and bushy-tailed students have been enrolling in uni-
versity. Ah, what an experience — the camaraderie of college spirit, 
the titillating possibilities of higher teaming! Then these eager in-
nocents go to buy their textbooks, and — wham — the dispiriting 
reality of corporate greed whacks them upside the head. 

Students, already beleaguered by skyrocketing tuition and fees, 
now face sticker shock when purchasing required texts. A congres-
sional study finds that students today are averaging $900 per se-
mester for books. A watchdog group called CALPIRG has issued a 
report called "Ripoff 10 I," documenting that the giant publishers 
are raising prices of college texts at a rate three times higher than 
the pnces of general books. 

CALPIRG finds three main reasons for the inflated costs. One, 
the publishers issue new, higher-priced editions every three years 
or so. even though there's little substantive change in the material. 
Second. at least half of the books are now sold "bundled" with un-
necessary CD-ROMs and flashy workbooks that drastically bloat 
the price — even though two-thirds of college faculty say they "rarely" 
or "never" use these add-ens. 

Third, publishers jack up the price simply because they can. Stu-
dents are a captive market. Professors say, "buy this book." and 
there's little choice but to pay the ripof price. Also, like drug com-
panies. publishers have been charging Americans more than they 
charge consumers overseas. On average, the exact same books cost 
20 percent more here than in England, for example. In many cases, 
the overcharge is much greater — a calculus textbook, for example, 
sells for $132 here, but only $62 in Britain.

for illegal immigrants. So yes. as numbers go the statement that there are 
sufficient numbers of American who might replace illegal immigrants is true. 

But before those who have for so long made that statement go on a high-
five celebration binge. let's open discussion as to why America's poor are 
not, at least at present, the replacement workforce. 

People whose annual earnings are bellow, at, or slightly above poverty 
level earnings are trapped unable to afford moving to cities or rural areas 
where earnings may be higher. But worse, the vast majority of jobs provided 
to illegal immigrants don't pay much better than those earned where poor 
Americans live. 

Since Louisiana doesn't have a state minimum wage, the Federal mini-
mum wage is in force, and that is $5.15 per hour. On television interviews 
some of those trapped in New Orleans when asked said they earn $6 per 
hour and had been at the same job for several years. Taking the $6 hourly 
wage, the annual earnings (40hrs x 4.3wks. p/month x 12 to) is $12,384. 

The national poverty level for 2 people in a family is $12,830; for a 
family of 3 the level is $16,090: for a family of 4 the level is $19350 and for 
a family of 5 (a couple and 3 children) the level is $22,610. The level contin-
ues to grow for larger families. Worse yet is that the national level does not 
consider cities where the cost of living is higher. For instance, it's cheaper to 
live in Las Vegas or Phoenix than it is in New Orleans where the poverty rate 
is close to double the national average and where 40 percent of the city's 
children live in squalid poverty. This phenomenon holds true in most major 
cities where the cost of living is higher than the national average. In Louisi-
ana laws were passed calling for a living wage, but the state's Supreme Court 
struck them down. 

In other states and cities passing such legislation is an exercise in pa-
tience, perseverance taking years to accomplish if at all. When the idea of 
raising the. minimum wage comes tip. there is indifference by the public in 
general: and tremendous opposition by businesses and business supported 
elected officials. 

Thus, not only are such strapped Americans unable to move. but move to 
what? More of the same somewhere else? What economic benefit is there 
for someone trapped in low earnings to move where the pay may be twenty-
five or fifty cents per hoar more': 

The potential workforce unable to move, creates the need for cheap labor 
in areas where there are not sufficient poor to till those jobs, hence, illegal 
immigration who in turn will eventually be the new generation of the strapped 
and trapped ghetto and barrio dwellers, 

Over several generations in urban and rural areas pockets of similarly 
strapped Americans have been trapped converted as part of America's insti-
tutionalized poverty sector and to preserve peace and stifle the nation's con-
science welfare benefit doles are the means. 

Blaming our poor for their state has served to keep from addressing the 
issue, saying they can replace one poverty level wage job for another to 
avoid wake reform or immigration reform is unconscionable.
