Washington, —To win presidential elec- 
tions in the United States, according to former 
president Richard Nixon, a candidate must 
appeal to the center of the electorate without 
disaffecting the ideological base of his party. 

Thus, Bill Clinton ended 12 years of 
Republican rule in 1992, by declaring himself 
a "New Democrat," one who would be fully 
responsive to white, middle-class concerns. 

Desperate to return to power, organized 
labor, African-Americans, environmentalists, 
and other, more-liberal elements which form 
the party's base kept quiet, taking encourage- 
ment from a discreet wink here and a quiet 
nod there by the candidate that suggested that 
he was really one of them. 

As was made clear by this week's Republi- 
can convention in Philadelphia, Texas Gov. 
George W. Bush, who formally accepted the 
party's presidential nomination Thursday 
night, is trying to pull off the same trick: 
wooing the center without alienating the right- 
wing base of the party. 

The big question now is whether the 
strategy will work for Bush as it did for 
Clinton. Judging by his success at the conven- 
tion, Bush, who currently holds a modest lead 
over Vice President Al Gore, has a good shot at 
it. 

For four days, Bush and his managers 
worked relentlessly to project an entirely new 
image of the Republican Party to the rest of 
the United States; in his words, one "of 
idealism and inclusion" that embodies" 
compassionate conservatism" and cares deeply 
about the plight of all citizens, regardless of 
their color or ethnic background, and would 
"leave no child behind." 

For four days, the right-wing base of the 
party was kept silent. Virtually nothing was 
said from the podium about the social issues 

like gun-control legislation, gay rights, 
affirmative action for blacks and women and 
abortion rights which have infuriated and 
mobilized the more-radical base of the party 
for the past 25 years. 

Instead, conventioneers were treated to 
four days of generally bland speeches, almost 
all of them consistent with the themes of 

inclusion and compassion, designed to reas- 
sure the mainstream electorate that Republi- 
cens no longer were self-righteous, intolerant, 
Clinton hating, gun-toting bigots. 

"If platitudes were people, this week's 
Republican convention would be China," noted 
one columnist in the Wall Street Journal. 

As a result, prominent and notorious right- 

wingers, such as former House of Represents- 
tives Speaker Newt Gingrich and most of the 
current Congressional leadership were given 
little or no opportunity to address the conven- 
tion, and leaders of the Christian Right, 
including Rev. Jerry Falwell and Pat Robert- 
son, were kept far away from the microphone. 

In marked contrast was the extraordinary 
abundance of black and Latino speakers - 
outdone only by the super-abundance of black 
entertainers, including rap artists - featured at 
the podium. Former Armed Forces Chief of 
Staff Gen. Colin Powell was even permitted to 
gently criticize Republican opposition to 
affirmative action  without being booed, as he 
was four years ago. 

Of course, all those minorities were hardly 
representative of the actual composition of the 
conventioneers. Blacks and Latinos together 
made up only about seven percent of the 
delegates - far below their actual proportion of 
more than 20 percent in the general popula- 
Uon. 

Indeed, all the talk about compassionate 
conservatism and tolerance was belied by a 
platform that was quietly adopted by the 
overwhelmingly right-wing delegates. It was 
virtually the same that the Republicans ran on 

and lost - in 1992 and 1996: anti- gun control, 
anti gay, anti-abortion, and anti-affirmative 
action. 

As one pundit noted, there were actually 
two Republican conventions in Philadelphia - 
the one on the podium for the general public 
and the other for the delegates. But it was to 
Bush's credit that none of the delegates 
seemed to mind that their views were not 
meant for public consumption. 

Just like more left-wing Democrats who

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Convention Protesters Denounce 
Treatment, High Bails

NEW YORK, -•• Authorities continue to hold over 150 protesters 

who disrupted last week's Republican National Convention in 
Philadelphia, and many who have been released say they were 
treated harshly by police while in custody. 

A total of 391 people were arrested, and over 100 engaged in 
hunger strikes to draw attention to the overcrowded conditions in 
the city's five jails. Arraignments of the remaining prisoners 
continued Tuesday. 

Critics charged that the arrests were a form of "preventive 
detention" - jailing someone for what they might do, not what they 
have done - which is illegal under US law. 

The American Civil Liberties Union (ACLU) of Pennsylvania 
issued a statement Tuesday condemning the high bail set for the 
detainees, and warning that the local police commissioner's call for 
a federal investigation into the 'ton-violent civil disobedience 
could intimidate many people from participating in protests." 

We need to highlight the threat this overreaction poses to those 
who express dissent," Larry Frankel, executive director of the 
Philadelphia ACLU, told IPS. "They're being treated like dangerous 
criminals." 

The chilling effect of the arrests and high bail is particularly 
relevant in light of the upcoming Democratic National Convention 
in Los Angeles next week, which many of the same groups plan to 
protest. 

In the statement, the ACLU said it is "concerned that bail is 
being set at artificially high levels to keep protest leaders in 
detention until their date of trial," which will be after the 
convention. 

Some leading activists in the demonstrations that stopped traffic 
and disrupted downtown streets on Aug. 1 were being held on 
unusually high bail even though they have only been charged with 
misdemeanors. 

John Sellers, the activist held on the highest bail - 1 million 
dollars - had his bail reduced by a Philadelphia judge Tuesday to 
100,000 dollars. 

Some of the so-called ringleaders were picked up by the police as 
they walked down the street. 

While the ACLU is not representing any of the jailed activists in 
then criminal cases, it is reviewing complaints of what it terms 
"credible stories concerning serious injuries inflicted upon those 
who were arrested last week." 

At a press conference last weekend, recently released activists 
told of being denied phone calls, medical assistance, and food or 
water for extended periods. Others told reporters that they had 
witnessed beatings and abuse of other detainees. 

Jamie Graham, of the R2K umbrella network that organized many 
of the protests, said he was tackled by police after photographing 
the arrest of a female colleague. His camera was smashed and he 
himself was taken to jail, after being told by one officer: "I've been 
watching you for three days." 

The Philadelphia police department denies that excessive force 
was used on any of those arrested. 

But Joseph Piette, an organizer with the New York-based 
International Action Center who was held in Philadelphia's 
Roundhouse jail from Tuesday through Friday, told IPS that he saw 
an officer holding people against the wall by their throats, and that 
one detainee who complained was hogtied with plastic restraints. 

"Protesters get training, they learn how to do civil disobedience," 
Piette said. 'You know never to fight back, but to slump to the 
ground (when arrested). Still, this one cop would slam people 
against the wall and put his hand on their necks and hold them to 
the 

 

all by their necks. I witnessed this twice." 
Piette added that he was held in a one-person, six-foot square cell 

with up to eight other people, that was so cramped the occupants 
had to take turns standing. 

He said a civil rights lawsuit against the Philadelphia police 
department was to be announced later Tuesday. 

About 70 of the protesters were arrested during a standoff at the 
so-called Ministry of Puppetganda, a warehouse in West 
Philadelphia that was the headquarters of several groups. Police 
arrived with a search warrant claiming the building contained 
materials intended to block traffic, although the occupants insisted 
that the sections of pipe and other items were simply used for 
puppet making. 
The thousands of youthful activists who descended on 

Philadelphia last week raised issues ranging from the death penalty 
and police brutality to campaign finance reform and abortion. 

At times, the protests had a carnival-like atmosphere, featuring a 
flatbed truck with mud-wrestlers wearing masks of Al Gore and 
George W. Bush (the Republican and Democratic presidential 
candidates). people dressed as dollar bills in a comment on big- 
money politics, and a cast of giant satirical puppets. 

Delegates attending the Republican convention said they 
experienced minimal inconveniences, even during the height of the 
civil disobedience on Aug 1.

Multilateral System Won't Replace 
US Certification

MEXICO CITY, - An announced multilateral mechanism to assess 

the anti-drug efforts of countries in the Americas will overshadow 
the United States' unilateral annual certification process, a high- 
level representative of Washington said in Mexico Tuesday. 

But local analysts here are not so sure. 
The new Organisation of American States (OAS) anti-drugs 

evaluation mechanism to go into effect in April 2001, when the 
third Summit of the Americas is held in Canada, will make 
Washington's annual reports basically irrelevant, the director of 
the White House Office on National Drug Control Policy, retired 
general Barry McCaffrey, said in Mexico. 

But the United States will continue to enjoy great influence in 
certifying the drug enforcement efforts of OAS members and, 
moreover, will not cease to produce its own annual report, analysts 
here pointed out. 

According to McCaffrey, a multilateral certification process is the fl  
best way to cooperate in the "war on drugs", but will not lead to 
the elimination of the US State Department's annual report, which 
i s produced in accordance with a US law. 

Last year, the OAS' Inter-American Drug Abuse Control 
Commission (CICAD) approved a multilateral mechanism to evaluate 
the anti-drug efforts of countries in the region. 

The details have not yet been designed, but the new mechanism 
will not be punitive in nature, unlike the US "de-certification" -- 
the negative mark that Washington assigns countries that in its 
judgment have fallen short in their cooperation in the fight against 
drugs.

battleground states in the 
industrial Northeast, from Illinois 
to New Jersey. 

Instead, Bush chose former

"What can you say about a 
Republican Convention that 
spends as much time talking 
about AIDS as abortion, and frets 
more about urban blight than gun 
control?" asked Gail Collins, a 
New York Times columnist. "That 
it's a changed party? A conflicted 
party? A sneakier party?" 

heartily (but privately) 
disagreed, right-wing Republicans 
showed in Philadelphia that they 
are so eager to return to the 
White House that they will smile 
and applaud when their standard- 
bearer insists that their party has 
moved far away from their 
fundamental (privately-held) 
views.

I sat down and counted. A parade of no less than 14 Hispanic 

speakers, presenters, performers, Pledge-of-Allegiance leaders and 
"Profile in Compassion" videos over the four-day Republican Conven- 
tion, according to the schedule on the Convention's website. 

Including George P. and his bilingual address. Including a speech 
in Spanish by a California assemblyman, Abel Maldonado. 

Two thoughts. One, what would Pat Buchanan have thought. Two, 
the GOP is holding on to its abrazo a little too long and a little too 
tight. 

What Buchanan would have thought is pretty clear. Its one reason 
he bolted. Yet one has to wonder how many of his followers decided to 
stay behind and are now on the floor of the convention, cringing every 
time they hear Spanish spoken at the podium. 

No matter. They lost the fight. Four years ago, at the height of 
anti-Hispanic GOP meanness, the platform called for the recognition 
of English as the "official language." It was a victory of the Buchanan 
right. Bob Dole was too clueless to pay attention, and Jack Kemp (the 
original Compassionate Republican) went along after he found he did 
not have the clout to stop it. 

This year's position on language: "Another sign of our unity is the 
role of English as our common language. It has enabled people from 
every corner of the world to come together to build this nation. For 
newcomers, it has always been the fastest route to the mainstream of 
American life. English empowers. That is why fluency in English must 
be the goal of bilingual education programs. We support the recogni- 
tion of English as the nation's common language." 

Of course. Is there anyone who does not "recognize" that English is 
the "common language" of the United States of America? Is there 
anyone opposed to the notion that kids in bilingual education pro- 
grams should learn English? 

The Republicans are stating the obvious. Still, that is in itself a 
significant step in the right direction. Ultra-conservatives tried again 
to get the platform to endorse official English. But Bush's forces 
understood that calling for a law that makes English the "official" 
language would be seen by the vast majority of Hispanics (even those 
who are Republican and consider themselves conservative) as an 
assault on their loyalty as Americans. The Bush people prevailed, and 
out went "official." A clear victory for GOP moderates and GOP 

Hispanics. 
1b be sure, both the platform and the candidate himself have yet to 

specifically address a number of highly-charged immigration issues. 
Should there be amnesty for illegal immigrants who have been in the 
United States for many years? Should the number of persons permit- 
ted to immigrate be increased? 

Still, the platform's language on language is a sign that, yes, there 
is a new GOP that wants to be attractive to Hispanic voters. 

But they are trying a little too hard. 
Its not that I was bothered by the discrepancy between Hispanics 

on stage (many) and Hispanic delegates (few). The reality is that the 
Republican Party — outside of South Florida — continues to be 
largely a party of non-Hispanic whites. Which is no reason for the 
leadership to hold off presenting a different face. In fact, its one way 
of recruiting more Hispanics to the rank and file. 

What bothered me was the role that too many Hispanics were 
assigned to play. A single mother talking about getting out of welfare. 
Abusinessman talking about the need for "opportunity" Videos 
droning on about the importance of conservatives showing "compas- 
sion"for disadvantaged Hispanics. 

Fine inspirational stories, all of them. Yet too many of them portray 
Hispanics as victimized "minorities" in dire need of somebody with 
Compassion to come to the rescue. 

When it comes to Hispanics, Republicans are beginning to sound 
like Democrats. I'd almost rather sign up with the Buchanan Bri- 
gades.

"When you are trying to get 
children to eat healthier, the 
most important thing to remem- 
ber is do not pack junk," Moore 
said. "If you do not provide it, 
children cannot eat it."

Most parents know that their

Parents 
are encouraged to purchase pre-paid meal tickets for their child at any school in 
the district. 

Eligible families may apply at each campus at the beginning of the school 
year. Foster children are also eligible for the benefits. 

A letter from Superintendent Jack Clemmons, containing information on the 
free or reduced-price meals, will be distributed to students to take home to 
parents. All programs of the U.S. Department of Agriculture are available to 
everyone without regard to race, color, national origin, age, sex, or handicap. If 
anyone believes that they have been discriminated against, they should write 
immediately to the Secretary of Agriculture, Washington, DC 20250. 

Under provisions of the free or reduced-price meal policy, all applications 
will be reviewed by the local Director of Food Services at 3501 Avenue G. If a 
parent is dissatisfied with the ruling of the official, he/she may make a request 
either orally or in writing for a hearing to appeal the decision. The request 
should be directed to Traci Robertson, Executive Director of Purchasing and 
Contract Services, 1628 19th Street, telephone 766-1098. The school district's 
policy contains an outline of the hearing procedure.

The new OAS mechanism emerged due to the widespread 

rejection of the unilateral US certification procedure by countries 
in the Americas, which see it as a violation of their national 
sovereignty. The multilateral mechanism will be voluntary in 
nature, and will promote region wide programs aimed at improving 
the fight against the drug trade. 

The OAS certification process will apply to the regional forum's 34 
members -- including the United States -- and will become the chief 
mechanism for assessing cooperation in efforts against the drug 
trade, said McCaffrey. 

Miguel Valverde, a researcher with the Technological and Higher 
Studies Institute in Monterrey, said the new multilateral system 
would allow Latin America to participate in the evaluation in a 
more equitable manner, although the United States would 
undoubtedly have a strong say in the procedure. 

"The US influence over the OAS, as well as the fact that the 
operational, information and intelligence capacities (of the new 
mechanism) will probably be based in US agencies," mean 
Washington will exercise heavy influence over the multilateral 
evaluation process, said Valverde. 

At least for now, there seems to be no chance of Washington 
eliminating its unilateral certification exercise, he added. 

The United States will not stop assessing the anti-drug efforts of 
other countries on its own, although it will perhaps be more careful 
in the future, said Jorge Chabat, with Mexico's Center for 
Economic Research and Teaching. 

McCaffrey said he understood the opposition to the unilateral 
procedure, but stressed that it would not be eliminated, because it 
was ordered by an internal US law. 

The US "drug czar" took part here Tuesday in the eighth meeting 
of the High-Level Contact Group, set up in 1996 by the United •  
States and Mexico to coordinate efforts against drug trafficking. 

The meeting, the last to be held by officials of the administrations 
of Ernesto Zedillo and Bill Clinton, reviewed joint efforts against 
drug trafficking and money laundering by the two countries, and 
urged the new governments to take office in December and 
January, respectively, to keep the bilateral mechanism in place. 

Mexican president-elect Vicente Fox called on Washington to 
eliminate its unilateral certification procedure, as Zedillo has asked 
in the past. 
"I could not agree more with president-elect Fox's basic 

sentiment," McCaffrey told reporters in Mexico City. "He is calling 
for partnership, not confrontation. He's calling for balance, respect 
and deference to sovereignty. I think he will find willing partners 
for those sentiments." 

Mexico and the United States, which share a 3,200-km border, 
maintain close but conflict-ridden ties in the fight against drugs. 

While the United States puts the emphasis on a supply side 
strategy, with a focus on efforts by producer nations and transit' 
points, Mexico demands that more attention be put on efforts in 
consumer nations like the United States, the world's single largest 
market for drugs.

On the convention stage at 
First Union Center in Philadel- 
phia, Latinos of all ages and 
hues were showcased in proud 
Spanish and articulate English. 
They were given a king-size 
abrazo -- " a huge cultural hug" 
-- as the GOP embraced hispani- 
dad as never before. 

To the Hispanic electorate, 
the Grand New Party made its 
point well: George W. Bush is 
"a different kind of Republican." 

An unprecedented total of 11 
Latinos were given highly vis- 
ible onstage roles. Three -- Cali- 
fornia Assemblyman Abel Mal- 
donado, whose entire six-minute 
speech was given in Spanish; 
George W. Bush's nephew 
George P., who blended Spanish 
and English in an effective 
pitch for Uncle George; and mu- 
sician Jon Secada -- spoke in 
prime time. Ten-year-old Mari 
Griego of New Mexico sang the 
national anthem on opening 
night, and Vietnam War hero 
Everett Alvarez led the Pledge 
of Allegiance the second night. 

Tall, dark and Hollywood- 
handsome George P. -- the 24- 
year-old son of Florida Gov. Jeb 
Bush and his Mexican wife, 
Columba -- was one of the con- 
vention's stars. He drew raves 
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GOP Convention Promises major Press for Latinos 
from delegates and the media 
alike as he promised that his 
uncle will "work for people de 
todos los ortgenes so they can 
share in the prosperity of el sue- 
no americano" The American 
Dream. 

Maldonadds speech was one 
of many where the convention 
audience was disengaged, but 
no matter; the symbolism was 
there. Even the criticism it 
drew from outside the hall -- led 
by liberal U.S. Rep. Jose Serra- 
no (D-N.Y.) and conservative 
Jim Boulet Jr., executive three- 
tor of English First, represent- 
Aug ends of the political spec- 
trum -- could play to Bush's ad- 
vantage as he appeals for mid- 
die-ground votes. Serrano ac- 
cused the Republican Party of 
hypocrisy, citing past GOP at- 
tempts to pass English-only leg- 
islation. Boulet admonished 
that future conventions might 
resemble "a meeting of the 
United Nations, with each dele- 
gate wearing a headset in order 
to hear a translation of the pro- 
ceedings." 

Convention-related activities 
geared to Latinos included a 
gala at the Philadelphia Mu- 
scum of Art attended by 2,100 
people, by Deputy Press Secre- 
tary Leslie Sanchers count. 
Emilio Estefan and the Miami 
Sound Machine, Celia Cruz and 
Campanas de America performed 
at the Un Nuevo Dia event. It 
marked George W.'s first stop in 
Philadelphia. He was introduced 
to the youthful, predominantly 
Latino crowd by his nephew. 
Eyen a local mariachi group was 

enlisted to welcome delegates as 
they passed through one of the 
entrances to the convention 
hall. And $3 buttons with Taco 
Bell's Dinky proclaiming "Yo 
Quiero Bush" were popular po- 
litical paraphernalia. 

Hidden by the colorful spec- 
tacle was the reality that Lati- 
nos were in short supply in del- 
egate seats. An Associated Press 
tally found only 3.3 percent 
were Hispanic, far below their 
12 percent representation in the 
population. A Hispanic Link 
survey found just two Hispanics 
among New York's 93 delegates, 
and four in the 74-person Illi- 
nois delegation. California and 
Texas fared better, but nowhere 
near their representation in the 
states population counts. Only 
Florida, with 17 Hispanics in its 
delegation of 80, approached 
panty among major Hispanic 
states. 

But in conttest to the 1996 
Republican convention in San 
Diego, Latino groups were also 
missing among the protesters 
shadowing convention functions 
around the city. R2K Network, 
the coalition of seven activist 
Organizations that coordinated 
protests 	in 	Seattle 	and 
Washington, D.C., opposing the 
World Bank, did not have a spe- 
cific Latino activist group in- 
volved with its efforts. The Peo- 
pie of Color Direct Action Net- 
work did include a few Hispanics 
marching in the streets against 
the death penalty and police 
brutality.

granted by the Democrats." 

All in all, the convention ac- 
complished its Hispanic objec- 
tive: to let the nation's 33 mil- 
lion Latinos know that there is 
.a place for them in a party that 
four years ago attracted only 21 
percent of the presidential vote.
