Benito Juarez had been elected
president of Mexico, and there were no
monies In the treasury. For that reason.
he declared a two-year moratorium on
the payment of foreign debts France,
England and Spain all agreed to occupy
the customs house in the port of
Veracruz. Their intentions were to
garnish the receipts to pay themselves
the loans they had made to Mexico

In 1862, some 9,000 foreign troops
landed 1n Veracruz. With exiled

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Iraq: Neither Reason Nor Glory

A year after President George
Bush triumphantly proclaimed
the end of the war in Iraq, the
fighting rages on. More than
700 U.S. service personnel. in-
cludingl6 women, have been
killed since the war was de-
clared officially over. Virtually
every new casualty list contains
the name of another Latino.

The euphoria that greeted
US. forces as liberators was
short-lived. Now we are
looked upon as occupiers. The
aversion of the Iraqi people to
foreign domination is well
known, born of fierce resis-
tance to repeated invasions and
occupation by foreign powers,
among them the British. They
believe, as Mexican revolu-
tionary martyr Emiliano Za-
pata so eloquently stated years
ago, that es mejor morir en
pie, que vivir de rodillas. 1It's
better to die on your feet than
to live on your knees.

From personal expenence, I
can attest to the fact that occu-
pying a foreign country is not
an easy matter. As the flagship
of our flotilla, we were among
the first occupation forces to
land in Japan following World
War II. Knowing the patriotic
loyalty of the Japanese sol-
diers, we were not sure what to
expect.

War and its aftermath are
measured by the few yards that
cComprise your own perimeter.

That is true today in Iraq.
Civilian casualties, euphemis-
tically called "collateral
damage," run into the thou-
sands. No one is sure of the
exact number, and, in truth,
we really don't want to know.
Labeling them as collateral
damage deprives them of even
being acknowledged as human
beings. We do not weep for
non-humans.

The brutality of modern war
cannot be captured by the
video images seen on televi-
sion. They are akin to peeking
through a keyhole and believ-
ing that you have seen the en-
tire mansion. Since we have

As our casualties continue to
mount, it's clear that war is not
cheap, either in material dam-
age or lives lost. The death toll
does not take into account the
families that have been de-
stroyed, individuals maimed
for life, or human suffering.

A Twenty Year Journ
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Tuesday night I happened to catch a news report on the local Fox
channel in which the candidates for City Council District 2 were given
about a minute and a half to air their reasons for running for the District
2 council position. All I can say is, that the voters in this district better
hope that people come out and vote for the only candidate whose
minute and a half made any sense! If you saw the broadcast, you know

exactly what I mean.
And 1t’s not T. J. Patterson!

First, I have not met any one of the candidates, but am more
familiar with T. J. Patterson and Janie Landin Ramirez. Here’s what I
have observed this past year. Mr. Patterson’s claim to fame is that he
usually is in the role of the councilman who goes along with the rest of
the council, doesn’t bring any new initiatives to the table, didn’t take a
stand for either of the 2 minority candidates during the city manager
search, and can always be counted on to visit the county jail population
every Christmas, or is it Thanksgiving? Mrs. Ramirez seems to be
involved in several civic and social organizations, Raiders Rojos, the
Texas Tech alumni organization, and also writes a column in a local
weekly paper. For my money, these two should be considered the
frontrunners in this race. The rest of the candidates all seemed very
vague in their minute and a half and did not really blow me away with
their answers. The big question is the following:

Why would Mr. Patterson run for this position again after his

“twenty year” term?

First of all, Mr. Patterson by virtue of his incumbency automatically
thinks he is a viable candidate. Sadly, that is the only reason I can find
that he would run again. Even sadder is that there will be people who
will vote for him on that basis alone. For a lot of politicians, one or two
terms of service somehow makes them feel that they are entitled to a
job for life. If you doubt this, how many politicians do you see
resigning their position after one or two terms? Not very many...

If you need further proof, just look at what happened to congres-
sional term limits when an attempt was made to pass that bill a few
years back? When some in congress wanted to limit a politician’s time

served, it failed.

Mr. Patterson’s comments included the statement that he (and I'll
paraphrase here) started a journey 20 years ago and he wants to
continue on it another 4 years at least. He continued by thanking God
for the North/East/ Development project which is just now taking
shape. That should have been undertaken many, many years ago and
we should be working on the 3rd or 4th phase of the development-
project! Even God would agree with that. But, after 20 years under Mr.
Patterson’s representation, there have been no major accomplishments

in East Lubbock!

My concem, and it should concern the residents of the district, is
that that part of the city cannot afford another 4 years of inactive
representation. East Lubbock has been neglected long enough and will
not progress as much as it should unless new, vocal and energetic

leadership is elected!

A few weeks ago, I took a ride through East Lubbock to see what
had changed in the past 15 years since I had been there. Here’s what I
found: not much has changed. The neighborhoods are not in better
shape, housing projects that were there 15 years ago are still there.
About the only things that I noticed were a new Sonic and a new
Church’s Chicken. The new United didn’t look very inviting when I
noticed the security guard with the gun and the bars on the doors. (By
the way, go by the United at 82nd and Quaker and see if you see a
security guard, I don’t think you will). As for the amphitheater, it really
doesn’t help the East side’s economy does it? It helps the promoters,
but I assure you they don’t live on the East side.

Let’s be honest here, the East side has always gotten a bad rap and
Mr. Patterson has not done anything to change that image. It is still
considered a bad side of town where “those people” live and the
majority of folks are hesitant to go there. I can assure you that there are
people living in other parts of this city that have never been to the East
side. About the closest they have come is the intersection where Loop
289 intersects the road to the airport! Where are the department stores,
the grocery stores, the new residential units, and I don’t mean apart-
ment complexes where residents come and go and have no ownership
in the home? No, all the East side and North side get are the new jail

and a new cement plant.

With all due respect Mr. Patterson, thank you for your past service

to the city, but a new day has come.

The journey will continue but with someone else at the helm.

More than one in eight peo-
ple in the United States are of
Hispanic origin, and Mexican
Americans are the largest His-
panic sub-group. Stroke is the
leading cause of disability and
_ the third leading cause of death

in the United States. Stroke

remains a very treatable and
preventable condition.
Researchers from the Univer-
sity of Michigan Stroke Pro-
gram, Ann Arbor, conducted a
population-based study In
Nueces County, Texas, an ur-
ban county with 313,645 resi-
dents. The vast majonty (95
percent) of the county's resi-
dents live in Corpus Chnisti.
They selected Nueces County

for its high concentration of

Mexican Amencans (56
percent), high quality of medi-
cal care, and because it 1s more
than 150 miles from the near-
est major city where a stroke
vicim might otherwise be
treated for a cerebrovascular
event.

From January 2000 through
December 2002, all

stroke

older were identified from in-
hospital and out-of-hospital
sources. Cases were validated
by board certified neurologists.
Cerebrovascular disease inci-
dence and risk ratio estimates
comparing stroke in Mexican
Americans and non-Hispanic
whites were calculated.

During the study penod,
2,350 cerebrovascular events
occurred, 54 percent of which
were in Mexican Americans.
The crude annual total cerebro-
vascular event rate was 64 per
10,000 in Mexican Americans
and 50 per 10,000 in non His-
panic whites.

A vyear later, the French re-
turned, angry and strong under
the command of Marshall Elie
Forey. They captured the capi-
tal after Benito JuaDrez had
withdrawn his government
from Mexico City and estab-
lished it near the Mexican bor-
der now known as El Paso.

Thirty thousand French
troops were sent to Mexico.
After a two-month siege "that
reduced its populace to eating
rats," Puebla was taken by the
French. On May 28, 1864,
Ferdinand Maximilian and his
wife, Carlota, arrived in the
port of Veracruz to reign over
Mexico.

Even though the earlier battle
and victory were truly signifi-
cant, Cinco de Mayo 1s not
celebrated with as much fervor
in MeDxico as other national
holidays. In Puebla there is a
re-enactment of the battle with
full military gear, and in many
other cities, colorful parades
are the order of the day.

In their need to hold on to
all things cultural, Mexican
Americans and Mexicans liv-

ing in the United States, how-
ever, go all out to commemo-
rate this springtime event.
Hundreds of Mexican flags
wave, mariachis play, and the
delicious aroma of fritangas
-- fned foods -- fill the air at
the many festivities. Needless
to say, stores and national ad-
vertisers also take advantage of
this day by supporting Cinco
de Mayo celebrations and of-
fering Cinco de Mayo specials
to draw the customers to their
doors. Perhaps not too patn-
otic, but very "Amencan,"
nevertheless. |
