One Bad Move is followed by another 
at Health and Human Services

When it comes to providing state services to individuals in need of 
healthcare or food stamps; Health and Human Services Commissioner 
Albert Hawkins just doesn’t get it.
Now comes word out of Aust in that the previous debacle by Hawkins 
when he signed a multi million dollar contract with Accenture to opeh 
call centers which led to over 900 state employees being let go; was 
not enough to convince him that if it isn’t broken; don’t fix it.
The previous mo\'e by Hawkins nearly decimated the HHS workforce 
and the Texans who depend on state services.

The latest news out of Austin; according to an article in the Austin 
American Statesman is that Hawkins plans to “switch one million or 
more needy people in the next year to a different application process 
for benefits; including Medicaid and food stamps”.
According to the report: “The state says it intends to shift 953,000 
elderly and disabled Medicaid patients into its problem-plagued “in­
tegrated eligibility” system by September 2009 -  on top of its previ­
ously stated goal of moving in 288,000 more food stamp recipients by 
August 2009”.

Representatives from the Texas State Employees Union; including 
local member Mike Torres, which has said an old mainfi'ame-based 
system works much better than TIERS, denounced the plan.
“It borders on irresponsible behavior,” said union spokesman Will 
Rogers. “They haven’t worked out all the bugs with TIERS. You’re 
playing with people’s lives by doing that.”

Mr. Hawkins has said the mainframe computer used for Texas benefit 
applications is one of only seven of its type left in existence. The old 
approach is outmoded and costly, while TIERS is being improved, he 
has said.

HHS Commission spokesman Geoff Wool, when asked by The 
Statesman whether the state was expanding TIERS too fast, said: “This 
proposal reflects a measured approach. We’re going to monitor very 
closely the benchmarics that have been established and if there are in­
dications of problems, we’ll adjust the rollout.”

Washington, DC -  The Leadership Conference on Civil Rights 
(LCCR) today called on Senators John MetZain and Barack Obama, 
the major parties’ presidential candidates, to take the lead on school 
reform by supporting the accountability provisions of the No Child 
Left Behind Act (NCLB) and repudiating legislation that would scuttle 
them.

“Now is not the time to turn back the clock on accountability for 
results in education,” said Wade Henderson, president and CEO of 
LCCR. “New research shows that since the passage of NCLB the 
achievement gaps have narrowed significantly in elementary and 
middle schools.”

“While NCLB is a flawed law -  and we have repeatedly called on 
Congress to make improvements through the reauthorization process 
-  NCLB has been crucial in exposing the extent of the opportunity 
and achievement gaps plaguing chronically underperforming schools 
and creating an atmosphere conducive for fundamental education re­
forms,” said Henderson.

Possible Rezoning Still
in Play

A couple of years ago; Councilwoman Linda DeLeon organized a com­
munity meeting in the Jackson Neighborhood to inform residents of the 
possibilities of some rezoning initiatives along the northern border of the 
Marsha Sharp Freeway.

At the time; residents were surveyed about their preference to rezone or 
not rezone the area from Ave. Q to University Ave; located between the 
Sharp freeway service road north to 3rd street.
Since that time; residents have been wondering at what stage the process 
is in. After receiving some inquiries from some residents; El Editor con­
tacted Randy Henson the Planning and Zoning Director for the city of 
Lubbock to get an update on the rezoning/redevelopment.

Henson says that the area was not rezoned from residential to commer­
cial; a view which had been held by the residents we talked to. He says 
that certain things have to happen before any rezoning takes place.
What did happen last year is a “policy change” or future land use change 
which calls for the possible rezoning if private developers take certain 
steps and meet certain criteria.

According to Henson; “the city is not involved in the commercial de­
velopment; but if a private developer expresses an interest in obtaining at 
least a full one or two block area then the city will enter into discussions 
about rezoning from residential to commercial.
But Henson was very careful to point out that the area in play is only from 
University to Ave Q between the service road and 3rd street. He says that 
all areas within University and Ave Q north of 3rd street are not impacted. 
Henson says that if a resident is approached about selling their property 
for commercial development that they should contact their council repre­
sentative; in this case Linda DeLeon.

To explain the concept what the area might look like if rezoning does 
come alx)ut; Henson points to the area just east of the South Plains Mall. 
He says that prior to that development; the area was zoned residential. 
When a developer decided to develop the area commercially they bought 
up the residences and developed the areas bordered by Slide Road from 
the Loop north. The area is one block in width. Henson says that the corri­
dor in the Jackson neighborhood might look similar to that if a developer 
expresses interest. In addition; there will be provisions made for fencing 
on the north side of the redevelopment if other criteria is met.

Neighborhood residents will also be pleased to know that Henson es­
timates that the construction of the Sharp Freeway is ahead of schedule 
and the completion date for that particular area may be as early as the end 
of 2009. ^

Unpaved Streets and Proposed

These past few weeks; spent wet. It has been since the days of

The problem o f unpaved streets in East Lubbock was the lead story in last 

week’s El Editor. In an effort to get inputfrom our elected representative El Editor 
sent emails to Floyd Price and Todd Klein asking them to address the issue.

Councilman Price was asked thefolbwing:
KCBD reported that the Mayor and at least one other council member said they 

are in favor o f spending $30 million on streets in West Lubbock. What are your 
feelings on this?

Can you tell us how many miles o f residential streets are unpaved in East Lub­
bock and how much money it would take to pave a one mile residential street?

Price answered as follows:
Bidal; to pave 82nd form 127East to MLK BLVD. will cost $8,900,000. MLK, 

From U.S. Hwy. 84th to 82nd South, Cost $3,600,000. Cost to pave all dirt roads 
in Dist. 2, (approximately 25 miles) $18,000,000. /  hope this is the information 
you need.

Councilman Klein was asked the following:
How does this proposed street paving fit in with your concept o f an equitable 

amount o f money being spent throughout the City?
Will you support the effort?
What can be done about getting some money for Districts 1,2, and 3 for infra­

structure repair; cmd just plain paving o f unpaved streets in District 2?
Here is Klein’s response:
/  can say that /  do support further investment into the older parts o f the city.
That furuUng could be infrastructure projects funded as part o f a general obli­

gation bond package to be voted on by the public, or if we need to (due to timeli­
ness concerns) through a certificate o f obligation bond appropriation. However, 
it is important to understand that the Council is already working on the matter o f 
re-investment into the older parts o f town; particularly in terms o f water works 
replacement o f the aging pipes.

No doubt we will have more to do as the city continues to age, and although 
our city’s leakage rate o f water is in keeping with that o f other cities I believe the 
Council will continue to work to get out ahead o f the issue o f water.

As to the question o f funding paving projects in the older parts o f our city I 
support the on-going effort to have a strong street maintenance program, and a 
few weeks back I mentioned that as an important issue to me at the Council’s first 
work session on budget priorities and philosophies.

As to concerns about where we are in terms of paving and infrastructure, I think 
the new mayor has been very clear in his desire to foster an open dialogue among 
Council Members in order for us to move through the budget cycle in a more 
proactive and I believe productive manner.

Furthermore, /  am confident that regardless o f whether the money is derived 
from Gateway funds or bonds that we will see an emphasis on getting capital 
streets projects like 34th and other older areas o f town taken-on and addressed 
in the coming months, so candidly at this point in the new council’s tenure I think 
some concerns and criticism might be unwarranted or at the very least pre-ma- 
ture at this point.

And to be clear I do not believe we will be immediately able to address all o f 
the pent-up needs o f the older parts o f our city given the worsening projected 
economic forecasts and the existing constraints on family budgets. Nor will I add 
to the already difficult hardship many of our homeowners are having within their 
own family budgets by raising their taxes to make haste o f street paving beyond 
the planned investments and specified projects proposed.

There will be new tax unplications to any bond package, but /  believe the voters 
will support needed street capital projects. That is where the city can address 
much o f our needed street improvements while also working to expand new streets 
through the so<alled Gateway funds; which under the current economic climate / 
would support in an effort to expand our tax-base through new housing develop­
ments to hopefully help off-set possible losses in sales-tax receipts.

The intent o f doing so in this manner is to help ward off future tax-hikes that 
would hit all members o f the community but most severely those on fixed incomes, 
or in other words many of the residents living in the older parts o f the city.

Lastly, /  am quite pleased that we are about to embark on a much needed (and 
long overdue) new animal shelter, and we will be placing it in an older and central 
location in large part due to a recognition by the new council that we need to 
invest in all parts o f our city and ensure that public facilities are accessible to all 
members o f the corrununity.

We thank both of these council representatives for their willingness to

An Open Letter to Commissioner Albert Hawkins; Director of Health 
and Human Services of Texas

Out of concern for the future of the services administered by the Health and 
Human Services Commission, we ask that immediate action be undertaken to 
rebuild the crumbling eligibility program. To rebuild, HHSC must hire more 
staff, stop roiling clients into TIERs until it is ready, and close the ineffective 
private call centers.

We have received many calls from the clients of our local HHSC offices who 
are frustrated and desperate with the delays in their Food Stamp, Medicaid and 
TANF benefits. Particularly those clients who are part of the TIERS program 
have reported lengthy delays and obstacles to receiving benefits.

In the last legislative session, the legislature gave your Commission the 
authority to hire substantially more FfflSC staff. They also granted the agency 
the freedom to use the money formerly intended for the contract with Accenture, 
or other private vendors, to return functions to state staff. We applaud the 
decisions of the past years to cancel all state lay-offs and hire all temporary 
woikers as permanent employees. However, the current staffing levels are still 
clearly inadequate to the needs of the citizens of thcTexas. We ask that, in your 
role as Executive Commissioner, you act now to increase staffing levels to meet 
current needs.

We have watched with concern as the TIERS program continues to fall short 
of our expectations of it. We oppose plans of any further rollout of the program 
until these programs are fixed. We were relieved to hear that you do not have 
plans to start the next phase of the TIERS rollout until the problems are solved. 
We have learned that, unfortunately, many clients are being rolled into TIERS 
when they apply for the Women’s Health Program. This change results in delays 
in their cases. There must be some way to keep these clients in the SAVERR 
system until TIERS is fully operational and has met all the benchmarks for 
improved performance. We urge you to make that possible.

Finally, we are chagrined by the continued use of privatized call centers for 
service delivery. This approach has been both very costly and very frustrating 
to clients. It only serves to increase the number of people with whom the client _ 
needs to communicate and, as a result, delay the final correct disposition of the 
case. The promises of the private call centers -  to save taxpayers money and 
to make access easier for clients -  have been broken. The original authorizing 
legislation for the call centers, HB 2292, required that HHSC make a convincing 
cost benefit analysis case for the call centers. What is the cost benefit 
justification of continuing this approach? In light of the lack of cost-savings 
from private call centers and the aggravation they cause our citizens, it is time 
for us to abandon them and reinvest those monies in building a system that 
belongs to and serves Texans.

Instead of fixing the problem, the FDA has left consumers scared, about the 
safety of fresh tomatoes and now about the safety of jalapeno peppers, cilantro 
and onions, the very basic ingredients of our cuisine.

Commentary: The Tejano Monument Project
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Texas history does not begin with the ar­
rival of Stephen F. Austin; and there were 
not six flags over Texas, there were seven. 
Unfortunately our history continues to be 
concealed, excluded and sometimes outright 
distorted.

1 was asked to speak at the history cen­
ter, here in Austin. They wanted to know 
how the Mexican American Community 
felt about the exclusion of Hispanics from 
Ken Bums WWn Documentary. 1 told them 
that if 1 ever got to meet Mr. Bums that 
1 would shake his hand and thank him for 
single-handedly doing what no Hispanic has 
ever been able to do and that was to unite 
the Hispanic Community. However, 1 was 
disappointed that he did not even mention 
one of the most highly decorated veterans of 
WWn. A movie was even made after this 19 
year old Marine called “From Hell to Eter­
nity,’’ starring a tall, blond, blue-eyed Anglo 
American. It portrayed how this heroic Ma­
rine went night after night capturing Japa­
nese soldiers and on one night alone, captur­
ing over 800 Japanese soldiers; eventually 
capturing more than 1500 enemy soldiers.

1 remember seeing this movie as a young 
man and thinking, wow, these Anglos are 
really courageous, only to discover, fifty 
years later, that Hollywood chose to distort 
the truth. This Marine was not a tall blond 
blue-eyed Anglo after all, but a short Chi-

cano from East L A. He was one of us, an 
American of Mexican descent named Guy 
Gabaldon.

By the 1800s the community had forged a 
regional identity. In those days there were no 
Hispanics, no Mexican Americans, no Lati­
nos and no Giicanos; this place was called 
Tejas and the people called themselves Teja- 
nos; and it was this Tejano community that 
arose in insurrection in 1811 in the Casas 
Revolt and it was a continuous affair with 
the Gutierrez-Magee Revolution of 1812, 
the four month siege of the presidio in Goli­
ad, the Battle of Rosillo, the Battle of Alazan 
leading up to the biggest and bloodiest strug­
gle for freedom ever fought on Texas soil; 
The “Battle of Medina.’’ Over a thousand 
Tejanos were killed in this battle and its af­
termath that to this day remain unknown and 
unrecognized for their ultimate sacrifice.

After a year of bloody fighting on April 
6th 1813 Bernardo Gutierrez de Lara, fly­
ing the Emerald Green Flag, the 7th flag of 
Texas, read the first Declaration of Indepen­
dence.

These were our ancestors, but do not 
look for any monuments at the State Capi­
tal grounds in Austin honoring our Tejano 
Heroes.

The Tejano Monument Inc is a non-profit 
organization that was created in 2001 for 
the purpose of planning and constructing a

monument to be placed on the front lawn of 
the Capitol in Austin; and after seven years 
reached its goal of 1.6 million dollars.

The last step needed was for Governor 
Rick Perry to call a formal meeting with 
the State Board of Preservation, who has 
decided that the monument will be placed in 
the back N.E. comer of the grounds where 
there has never been any traffic and no one 
will ever see it

We are outraged at this callous and indif­
ferent attitude of the members of the State 
Board of Preserv'ation and demand a place 
of honor on the front lawn of the Capitol 
Grounds.

M ogul Has Cure for 
Suicidal’ Need for Oil
The "Pickens Plan" 

is the sort of thing that 
happens when gasoline 
tops $4. America teeter­
ing on recession needs 
ideas like this.

Boone Pickens, 
the Texas billionaire, 
proposes -  and not for 
the first time -  fueling millions 
more vehicles with natural gas, 
not gasoline.

The latter derives from crude 
oil. And a shocking 70 percent 
now is imported. Eventually 
that will kill the economy, says 
Pickens, 80.

Natural gas is domestic.
America has plenty. It's under 
Western Pennsylvania. And under 
Texas, where Boone Pickens' BP 
Capital Inc. undoubtedly owns 
a piece of it. Under many other 
deserving states and counties, too. 
No need to import the stuff. Just 
switch the wheels of commerce 
from burning too much gasoline 
to much more natural gas.

Pickens is right.
But so are other schemes 

that would lessen our suicidal 
dependence on imported oil. We 
spend $700 billion a year on it, 
hemorrhaging and cheapening the 
dollar. We should use more coal 
and nuclear power, drill for oil 
offshore and in Alaska, and refine 
oils finom shale and tar sands 
not controlled by shifty foreign 
"friends." More wind and solar 
energy make sense here and there, 
too. Plus, less waste.

But all those ideas are racing 
ahead now, thanks to $4 gasoline 
and scary imports.

Pickens — remembered in 
Pittsburgh as the guy who chased 
Gulf Oil Corp. out in 1984 with a 
takeover threat -  actually favors 
quite a bit o f wind. The center 
of America ftom Texas to the 
Canadian border has been called 
the "Saudi Arabia of the wind," he

said in a Wall Street Journal opin­
ion piece last week. He'd plant the 
plains with windmills, thousands 
of them, to crank out electricity, 
enabling all the kilowatts now 
produced by natural gas- fired 
generators, 22 p>ercent of the 
national supply, to be backed out. 
Then he'd use the idled gas for 
transportation.

Reets of trucks and buses could 
run on the invisible stuff, he said 
(though environmental purists 
would say that even the clean­
est burnable fuel emits carbon 
dioxide "greenhouse gas").

His major claim, however, is 
that the wind-gas switcheroo 
could cut oil imports "by more 
than one-third in the next five to 
10 years."

Not clear is how he'd handle 
wind's worst defect as a power 
source: it doesn't blow all the 
time. Research on batteries and 
energy alternatives obviously is 
needed.

OK, who pays?
Pickens says equipping 25,000 

U.S. service stations to fill 'er up 
with compressed natural gas (two 
tanks in an auto trunk) would 
cost $10 bilhon. That sounds like 
the beginning of a subsidy plea, 
though he claims "private invest­
ment" principles all the way.

It also can't be forgotten that 
the persuasive Texan touted 
natural gas-driven automobiles in 
Pittsburgh way back in the early 
1990s. Gas was dirt cheap then 
and he was a prophet without 
honor and a lot of undervalued 
gas reserves. At $4 gasoline, he 
looks smarter and smarter.

“M aria Hernandez Perez was 
No. 93.

“Kelia Velazquez-Gonzales, 
16, carried a Bible in her back­
pack. She was No. 109.

“John D oe, No. 143, died with 
a  rosary encircling his neck. Etis 
eyes were wide open.”

Curbing Illegal immigration 
has becom e a hot button topic in 
the United States in this elec­
tion year, and striking the right 
note with Hispanic voters on the 
issue is tricky for both M cCain 
and Dem ocrat rival Sen Barack 
Obam a.

Both candidates need to

achieve a balance between 
reassuring many voters who 
want secure borders, while not 
alienating Hispanics, the fastest 
growing block who m ake up 
nine percent o f the electorate.

New Sm okeless Tobacco 
P revention  C am paign  

Urges Texas Youth to Spit It Out
LUB BCXTK, Texas—The Texas 

Department of State Health Ser­
vices’ (DSHS) Office of Tobacco 
Prevention and Control unveiled a 
new campaign July 15 called Spit It 
Out, designed to prevent the use of 
smokeless tobacco, sometimes re­
ferred to as dip. The new campaign 
launched at the Texas FTA Conven­
tion, which attratns about lOXXX) 
teens from across the state.

The campaign targets teens be­
cause while only 4 percent of Texas 
adults use smokeless tobacco, 8 
percent of Texas youth use it.

‘Texas teens are susceptible to 
the intrigue of smokeless tobacco, 
and oftentimes it is tolerated as an 
accepted form of tobacco use, even 
though it’s illegal for teens, and it 
can cause cancer just like cigarette 
use can,” said Dr. David Lakey, 
DSHS Commissioner. ‘T he aver­
age age a teenager in Texas begins 
using smokeless tobacco is 13, and 
Spit It Out was created to resonate 
with young Texans by placing an 
emphasis on health risks and how it 
negatively affects their social lives.”

Spit It Out consists of TV, radio 
and online advertising, which will 
run in markets throughout the state 
in July and August. Additionally, 
a new Web site at SpitItOutTexas. 
org went live today that features in­
teractive elements to engage teens, 
statistics and facts about smokeless 
tobacco. Texas youth will also get 
first-hand experience at an interac­
tive outreach b(X)th at the Texas 
FFA Convention today through 
July 17. The booth will feature live 
demonstrations every hour of the 
harmful ingredients in smokeless 
tobacco and their adverse health 
effects. Convention attendees can 
also receive prizes and play games, 
designed to reinforce messages 
about the con.sequences of using 
smokeless tobacco.

“Even though I saw friends 
using smokeless tobaccx), it still 
seeiiK'd like a gross habit to me,” 
said AusUn Jung, a Lubbock high 
schixil sophomore. “At first I was 
concerned about bad breath and 
having It  stain my teeth, but after I 
did an Internet search for smokeless 
tobacco. I found out that the health 
concerns were much more serious. 
I’d never use it.”

While other areas of the state 
w ill receive the Spit It Out cam­
paign message, it kicked off today 
in l.ubhxxk. Speakers at today’s 
event incluckd Lubbock teenager 
Austin Jung; Barry Wilson, DSHS 
deputy regional director, and Tom 
Maynard, Texas FFA Association 
executive director.

Spit It CXit conveys to teens that 
no matter its form, all types of 
tobaccx) anitain nicotine, which 
is highly addictive. An additional 
key element of the campaign Ls to 
convey to teens health risks they 
inay see early on as a result of 
smoke levs tobacco use. Research

shows immediate health effects 
resonate with teens more so than 
long-term effects. Spit It Out 
will emphasize those immedi­
ate health effects, including that 
smokeless tobacco stains teeth 
a yellowish-brown color, gives 
you bad breath, and can cause 
bleeding gums and sores that 
never heal.

Hispanics are at a dispropor­
tionately higher risk for devel­
oping glaucoma and Hispanic 
women are almost twice as likely 
as men to have glaucoma. In fact, 
approximately six percent of His­
panics 41 years of age and older 
have glaucoma and as high as 12 
percent of Hispanics 80 years old 
and older. And among Hispanics 
with glaucoma, 38.8 percent are 
men and 612  percent are women.

In the fight against blind­
ness caused by glaucoma in the 
Hispanic community, EyeCare 
America asks people to get their 
Family Glaucoma Snapshot by 
following these three, simple 
steps:

1. ASK: “Does anyone in our 
family have glaucoma?”

2. CALL: 1-800-391-EYES 
(3937) to see if you qualify for a 
FREE exam.

3. TELL: Your family if you 
have glaucoma.

The Family Glaucoma Snap­
shot campaign is intended to 
raise awareness about the risk 
factors for glaucoma among 
Hispanic communities.

Encourage 
Minority 
Groups

Three researchers at The 
Institute of Environmental 
and Human Health at Texas 
Tech recently received a 
$ 1.08 million grant from the 
National Institutes of Health 
to implement the Plains 
Bridges to the Baccalaureate 
Program with South Plains 
College,

Institute researchers Jaclyn 
Canas, Stephen Cox and 
Trey Brown received the 
five-year grant. The program 
will partner with educators 
and minority science stu­
dents at South Plains Col­
lege to help those students 
transfer successfully fiom 
the college to Texas Tech.

“Our goal is to help minor­
ity science students succeed 
in college and stimulate them 
to the point where they want 
to continue pursuing a career 
in science,’’ said Canas, 
who will serve as program 
director. “We want them to 
go to South Plains College, 
come to get their bachelor’s 
degrees at Texas Tech, and 
then hopefully continue on to 
graduate school.”

Canas said institutes for 
higher education must 
develop programs to help 
minority students overcome 
the challenges they face in 
pursuing university degrees -  
especially in the sciences.

While Aincan-Americans, 
American Indians and His- 
panics comprised 13 percent, 
1.5 percent and 12.5 percent 
of the 2000 U.S. population, 
the 2005 Graduate Enroll­
ment and Degrees Report 
found that they comprisetf 
only 12 percent, 1 percent 
and 7 percent of all graduate 
degrees.

Canas hopes to encourage 
more minority students to 
pursue more science-based 
graduate degrees. They hope 
to have 48 students pass 
through the program in the 
next five years. The first 12 
students in the program will 
begin this fall at South Plains 
College.

Jay Driver and Philip An­
derson, professors at South 
Plains College, and Texas 
Tech faculty members John 
Zak, Jorge Salazar-Bravo, 
Juan Munoz and Zenaida 
Aguirre-Munoz also aided in 
securing the funding.
