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Analysis: Grading the Lubbock Independent 

School District - "Improvement Required" 
A recent story posted on the 

lubbockonline.com web site, 
"LISD priority campuses show-
ing improvement, still have 
ways to go", December 21, 2013 
by reporter Natalie Gross, barely 
scratched the surface concern-
ing a situation in some Lubbock 
Independent School District 
(LISD) schools which should be 
of concern to not only parents 
but all residents. Even those who 
don't have children enrolled in 
the school system. 

The story concerned 10 
elementary and 2 middle schools 
which received an "improve-
ment required" rating from the 
Texas Education Agency. The 
rating was a grade given the 
school system based on the 
results of the State of Texas As-
sessments of Academic Readi-
ness; also known as STAAR 
tests given in 2012-13. This 
means that 10 of the 32 elemen-
tary (312%) and 2 (20%) of the 
10 middle schools, received less 
than a satisfactory rating. 

The story mostly puts a posi-
tive spin on the situation, and it 
tells us that the affected schools 
have been designated as priority 
schools by the LISD administra-
tion in an effort to correct the 
situation. 

That's the good 
news. The bad 
news, and the 
questions never 
asked are how 
the situation 
developed in the 
first place and 
why these mostly 
ethnic minority 
schools continue 
to have these types 
of problems? 

That informa-
tion is never 
volunteered by 
the Associate 
Superintendent/ 
Priority Schools 
Joel Castro who is 
interviewed for the 
story. Mr. Castro came to LISD 
after being hired by former 
Superintendent Karen Garza in 
2010 from the Houston Indepen-
dent School District. Since then, 
Ms. Garza has left for greener 
pastures in Fairfax, Virginia in 
mid 2013. 

Looking back at the history of 
the LISD school system, espe-
cially prior to 1970 when Lub-
bock schools were still segregat-
ed, we would probably be able 
to find a correlation between a 
school's overall performance  

and their geographical location. 
And we would find that the ma-
jority of those schools that had 
performance problems would be 
located in ethnic neighborhoods. 

That conclusion is a compli-
cated one and has nothing to do 
with the ethnicity of students en-
rolled but rather with how these 
schools were managed by school 
administrators and the lack of 
financial and human resources 
put into the schools. 

So it came as somewhat of 
a surprfise that the list of 12 
schools who had received an  

"improvement required" rat-
ing from the Texas Education 
Agency are located in Lubbock's 
mostly Hispanic and African 
American neighborhoods. 
In fact, of the 10 elementary 
schools on the list, only 1 school 
is located west of Quaker and 
north of 50th street. The other 9 
are in an area east of University, 
south of 66th street and or north 
of Marsha Sharp Freeway; in 
primarily Hispanic and African 
American neighborhoods. Four 
are in Fast Lubbock, 1 in Arnett 
Benson and 1 in the Jackson  

neighborhood 
and 1 in the 
barrio Guada-
lupe. That is a 
total of 7. 

The reason 
this is not only 
disappoint-
ing, but also 
alarming is 
because we 
have seen this 
story before. 
Have we been 
slowly inching 
our way back 
to pre 1970 
status when our 
schools were 
still segregated 
and experienc-

ing similar academic problems? 
We would have to look at demo-
graphic data related to student's 
ethnicity from LISD to make 
that determination. Unfortunate-
ly, the district does not provide 
that information on their web 
site. They do provide the ethnic 
breakdown for the entire district 
which is: 56.3% Hispanic; 
132% African American 30.6% 
Anglo/Other. 

The problem with falling back 
into a situation which led to the 
US Justice Department filing a  

lawsuit against LISD to force 
integration, is that the schools 
with the racially unbalanced 
student population usually are 
the schools that get underfunded, 
under resourced, staffed with 
less experienced teachers due to 
seniority related reasons, and get 
much less attention from the ad-
ministration than other schools 
in more affluent areas of the city. 
They also tend to be the oldest 
and in need of repair. 

If we look at LISD's recent 
history, we can also see that 
4 east Lubbock elementary 
campuses have been closed or 
consolidated; Bozeman, Isles, 
Parkway and Wheatley. Has 
that consolidation meant more 
crowded classrooms leading to 
a higher student to teacher ratio 
in these predominantly minority 
schools? How has consolidation 
affected the students and parents; 
both academically and logisti-
cally? 

If you think we are sounding a 
false alarm consider this statistic 
from a story in the Lubbock AJ 
dated April 25, 1999; fifteen 
years ago. "In 1990, Iles El-
ementary in Fast Lubbock was 
about 32 percent black, 6 percent 
Hispanic and e2 percent white.

Boehner drafting GOP principles Obama impulsard en Estado de 
on immigration overhaul 	la Union agenda economica 

Seeking to make an overhaul 
of immigration laws a prior-
ity, House Speaker John A. 
Boehner vowed Wednesday 
that he would soon release 
a document of conservative 
"principles" on the issue in-
tended to prod Republicans to 
pass a series of bills this year. 

The high-profile promise 
from the Ohio Republican, 
who is drafting a one-page 
list with his leadership team, 
comes as he is eager to press 
ahead on a topic that is im-
portant to his party's political 
future. But the speaker faces 
continued resistance from 
powerful conservative groups 
and an intractable flank of 
House Republicans who 
oppose citizenship for the es-
timated 11 million immigrants 
in the country illegally. 

"We are working on a stan-
dards or principles document," 
Boehner told House Republi-
cans in their first closed-door 
meeting in the new year, ac-
cording to a Republican in the 
room who, like others discuss-
ing the internal deliberations, 
asked not to be identified. 

Even though the document is 
expected to be vague, immi-
gration advocates viewed it as 
a clear sign Boehner and his 
leadership team will try to per-
suade their reluctant majority 
to act on the issue. The Senate-
passed immigration overhaul 
has languished in the House. 

"It's a big deal," said Frank 
Shany, executive director of 
America's Voice and a long-
time immigration advocate. 
"They're saying definitively 
to their members: We're doing 
this." 

The document is the first 
stage in a plan by GOP leaders 
to consider immigration bills 
as soon as April, after most of  

the election filing deadlines 
have passed for House races. 

"Many are in solid red dis-
tricts, and if they don't have a 
challenger, they will feel more 
comfortable voting for im-
migration bills," said Alfonso 
Aguilar, executive director 
of the Latino Partnership for 
Conservative Principles, a 
Washington-based advocacy 
group working to bring Latinos 
into the conservative move-
ment. 

In a sign of the push-back 
Boehner faces, two conserva-
tive Republicans stood up dur-
ing the session in the Capitol 
basement to voice their opposi-
tion to the speaker's approach, 
sources said. 

But after the meeting, other 
Republicans appeared open to 
Boehner's move. 

"He's trying to get it higher 
on the priority list," said Rep. 
Lee Terry (R-Neb.), a con-
servative who has a grow-
ing Latino population in his 
Omaha-area district. "We have 
to work on it." 

Rep. Mario Diaz-Balart, a 
Republican from Florida who 
has been a key advocate of 
allowing immigrants in the 
country illegally to become 
citizens, said Boehner was tak-
ing a "methodical" approach 
in order to get the majority of 
Republicans on board. 

Diaz-Balart has been work-
ing with other Republicans to 
draft bills that could be brought 
to a vote this year. "I think we 
have a very realistic opportu-
nity to get this done," he said. 

The U.S. Chamber of 
Commerce, a traditional ally 
of House Republicans, is 
planning to "pull out all the 
stops" to press Congress to 
pass immigration reform this 
year. Thomas J. Donohue,  

the group's president, said in 
a speech Wednesday that the 
business lobby would team 
with unions, faith leaders, law 
enforcement groups and others 
to "make 2014 the year that 
immigration reform is finally 
enacted." 

House Republicans have 
struggled to respond to the 
Senate's immigration bill, 
which passed in June and 
would create a path to citizen-
ship for unauthorized im-
migrants. Boehner refused to 
bring the bill up for a vote last 
year and said the House would 
write its own measures. 

These narrower bills would 
boost the number of visas for 
high-tech workers, fast-track 
legalization for fannworkers in 
the country illegally, and allow 
immigrants who came to the 
country illegally as children to 
apply for legal status, among 
other provisions. 

House Republicans have not 
decided how to deal with the 
vast majority of the people 
who are in the U.S. illegally. 
President Obama has said 
he would not sign a bill that 
would prevent them from earn-
ing citizenship. 

A small team of GOP repre-
sentatives and staffers has been 
working for several weeks 
to draft a statement of basic 
principles on immigration 
policy. Last month, Boehner 
hired Rebecca Tallent, a former 
immigration advisor to Sen. 
John McCain (R-Ariz.), to 
coordinate the effort. She is a 
veteran of McCain's attempt 
to pass immigration reform in 
President George W. Bush's 
second term. 

Boehner hopes to pres-
ent the document to House 
Republicans at their retreat this 
month.

A su juicio, la extension de 
los subsidios de desempleo, en 
debate ahora en el Congreso, es 
importante pars la recuperacion 
econ6mica pero, sobre todo, la 
urgencia esta en tomar medi-
das pars el crecimiento de la 
economla. 

Furman destace el incentivo 
economic° pars que el Con-
greso apruebe una reforma 
migratoria en 2014 que saque 
de la sombra a los 11 millones 
de indocumentados, al reiterar 
la postura de la Administracion 
de que esa reforma "increments 
el crecimiento no solo al atraer 
a trabajadores con talento sino 
tambien mediante el crecimien-
to de la productividad". 

"No hay una varita magica 
pars cumplir con todas estas  

metas. Se trata de una agenda 
econ6mica plena, que va desde 
la educaci6n hasta la reforma 
migratoria e inversiones en la 
infraestructura y un aumento 
al salario rninimo", explic6 el 
principal economista de la Casa 
Blanca. 

"Necesitamos hacer todas es-
tas cosas, pero tambien tenemos 
grandes problemas, que se han 
venido creando durante decadas 
y que requieren grandes solu-
ciones", argument6 Furman, 
que lidera el grupo de asesores 
econemicos de Obama desde 
agosto pasado. 

Furman habla con cono-
chniento de causa: desde antes 
de asumir su actual cargo, ha 
sido el arquitecto de varios 
de los logros dome sticos mas 
importantes de la Casa Blanca, 
incluyendo el plan de estimulo 
economic° de 2009, el recorte 
de impuestos a Ia nomina en 
2010 y un acuerdo tributario en 
2012. 

En las oltimas semanas, 
Obama ha presionado al 
Congreso a que apruebe una 
extension de los subsidios de 
desempleo, que caducaron el 
pasado 28 de diciembre, pars 
1.3 millones de personas que 

llevan mas de 26 semanas sin 
trabajo. 

Los hispanos registran una 
tasa de desempleo del 8.7%, 
superior a la tasa nacional del 
7%, y conforman ademas el 
18.4% de los desempleados a 
largo plazo. 

Furman ofrecio la entrevista 
en medio de un agrio debate 
nacional sobre como reducir la 
creciente brecha entre pobres y 
ricos en un pats que se precia 
de promover las oportunidades 
pars el ascenso social. 

Esa brecha, empeorada con 
la recesiOn, ha crecido en las 
Ciltimas tres decadas. Si en 1968 
el 5% de los hogares concentr6 
el 163% de los ingtesos, en el 
2012 este aument6 al 22.3%, 
segtin la Oficina del Censo. 

En EEUU, cerca de 50 mil-
lones de personas, o aproxima-
damente una de cada seis, viven 
en la pobreza, y esta golpea 
mas a las mujeres, negros e 
hispanos. 

La lenta recuperacion 
econemica tambien mantiene 
estrujada a la clase media. De 
ahi que, de cam a los comicios 
legislativos de noviembre proxi-
mo, ambos partidos se pronun-
cien como sus defensores.

Now that the bunuelos and late 
night menudo has been enjoyed, 
and the champagne and party 
hats put away, it is a good time 
to look to the year ahead and see 
how we can navigate through 
some serious issues facing all 
of us. 
We live in such a fast paced, 
internet based world that every 
day brings a new story or social 
or political event with the po-
tential of affecting our lives in 
some way or another. And I have 
found that it is best to be in-
formed about the potential issues 
so as to decide whether we want 
to react and act upon whatever is 
happening or do nothing and just 
let the world continue to pass 
us by. 
The problem with that last op-
tion is that sooner or later, many 
of the events we preferred to 
ignore will come back to haunt 
us or impact us in some way. 
Take for example the pressing 
issues in the news lately; income 
inequality, unemployment/lack 
of jobs, immigration, Supreme 
Court rulings, the assault by 
the Republican right and the 
Tea Party on the poor and less 
fortunate, and our loss of privacy 
rights. 
These are just a few on a carou-
sel of items moving rapidly. But 
let's look at the one issue that 
touches us all and sadly one that 
hits us where it hurts the most; 
our wallets. 
You might have heard stories 
referring to income inequality on 
national media, and frankly, this 
is one of the major indicators 
that those of us who live from 
week to week, month to month 
are in for a rough ride again in 
2014; more financially challeng-
ing than last year. In all prob-
ability, the old adage will apply 
more than ever; "the rich will get 
richer and the poor poorer". 
Salaries and hourly wages will 
remain Mostly' where they are 
now, meaning we will have to 
pay more with the same amount 
of money coming in. And don't 
believe that Lubbock has been 
spared from the economic prob-
lems that plague the rest of the 
country. Gas in Lubbock is still 
hovering around $3 dollars per 
gallon isn't it? And it's higher in 
some of the small surrounding 
towns. Gas in San Antonio is 
cheaper for example; and so are 
some places in Fort Worth. 
The signs are everywhere. This 
past year, the stock market 
closed at record levels. In Octo-
ber of 2008, the price per share 
on a stock that I am familiar with 
had fallen to $6.73 per share 
from a high of $19 per share. 
Today, 5 years later, it closed at 
over $20 dollars per share. Yet, 
when the bank pays you interest

I was a bit bored the other 
day, so before sliding that 
Orville Redenbacher bag of 
popcorn into the microwave, I 
started to read the instructions 
and for the hell of it looked at 
the Spanish translation, and 
almost fell off my chair. "Stop" 
was translated to "panda," 
which actually means "bus stop" 
and "pull to center" was trans-
latecno "la than para centrar," 
which basically is gobbledy-
gook. On that package was all 
kinds of nonsense masquerading 
as Spanish. 

Imagine the millions that 
company spent for basically 
a bunch of monkeys tapping 
away at a laptop and running it 
thru Google Translate. Whoever 
the company hired is probably 
laughing all the way to the bank. 
That popcorn company isn't 
the only one trying to reach the 
important and ever-growing La-
tino consumer community with 
a flim-flam attempt at Spanish. 
It wasn't too long ago that you 
could walk into any office of 
Fedex and see "no se acepta 
dinero" as the translation for 
"we don't take cash." Only that 
translation meant they don't take 
money. 

So it was free, I once asked  

on your small savings account; 
you are lucky to get a .01% re-
turn; at least that is what Wells 
Fargo was paying as of 1/08/14 
on a savings account. 
Now, try and borrow money 
and see what interest rate they 
charge you? 
Look at our ever rising utility 
rates. Cable? Phone? Grocer-
ies? Yet Wal Mart continues to 
pay minimum wage and even 
advises it's "associates" to ap-
ply for social welfare programs. 
Meanwhile the Walton family 
is worth more than $100 billion 
dollars combined and avoid 
paying taxes by exploiting loop-
holes in the tax laws. 
As usual, when prices rise the 
folks who get hurt the most are 
the ones who can least afford it. 
There has always been income 
inequality, but after the wall 
street disasters in 2008 and 
2009, rich folks decided to 
circle the wagons and stockpile 
as much money as they could; I 
call it cash hoarding. 
Just a few years after the crash, 
2013 media reports showed that 
some of the country's biggest 
corporations had at least $48.1 
billion dollars in cash stashed 
away; a lot of it in foreign 
accounts; out of the reach of 
Uncle Sam. On March 8, 2013 
Bloomberg News reported 
that three major corporations, 
Google, Microsoft and Apple 
alone plan to keep "$134.5 bil-
lion dollars outside of the US 
government's reach; more than 
double the $59.3 billion they 
held two years earlier". 
On the other side of the coin, 
almost a quarter of Lubbock 
County residents live in poverty. 
The figure is 22% or about 60, 
456 people. And our neighbor-
ing counties aren't faring much 
better. In Crosby County, 24.3% 
or 1,470 people live in poverty. 
In Hale County, where Plain-
view lost a major employer 
(Cargill) in 2013, the figure is 
22% or 7,353 people. (Source: 
New York Times/Census Fig-
ures) 
Yet, here in Lubbock, we 
continue to read stories about 
how well the economy is doing 
and that we have low unem-
ployment and a lower cost of 
living. A lower cost of living 
does nothing for people if they 
cannot afford the lower price to 
begin with. 
Look at the LP&L electric 
rates. They make a big deal 
about keeping rates low, yet we 
saw what happened during the 
summer when the rates were in-
creased. And new rates are here 
to stay, just look closely at your 
December bill. And rates are 
only going to get higher when 
the Electric Utility Board and 
City Council start arguing about 

a confused clerk. The correct 
version would have been "no 
se acepta dinero en efectivo." 
More millions down the drain 
and another group of flim flam 
artists guffawing on their way to 
the bank. 

Lip service to the Spanish-
speaking world in the United 
States is nothing new, but you 
would think that after all these 
years of a growing Latino 
population, after all these studies 
talking about how the Latino 
community is so important —
vital even — for the continued 
progress of this nation, how 
Latinos truly are the future, you 
would think that after all that, 
a real serious effort would be 
made to do things correctly. If 
not for anything else, then out of 
respect. 

But no. Just take a look at the 
Spanish version of the Obama 
administration's healthcare.gov: 
cuidadodesalud.gov 
Once again millions were spent 
developing that site and mil-
lions more on marketing, but the 
monkeys were back at it with 
the Google Translate, writing 
the Spanglish "aplicaci6n" for 
"application" instead of the 
correct "solicitud" and hav-
ing people "aplicar" instead 
of "solicitar." "To begin" was  

what is going to happen in 2019. 
That's the year the lights go out 
on our energy source. 
And then there's LEDA. We 
continue to hand out millions 
of dollars as corporate bribes 
to companies who already have 
money so they can stay here or 
relocate here. And all the while, 
the very citizens who pay for 
those millions in the form of 
sales taxes can barely get by and 
have to depend on organizations 
like the South Plains Food Bank 
to feed their families. 
Sometimes, it just doesn't make 
sense. 
And what about our politicians? 
Unfortunately if you are in the 
category of "working class" and 
tend to vote Democratic, the Re-
publican politicians who suppos-
edly represent you in Congress 
and the state legislature really 
could care less about you. 
Just this week, The Washing-
ton Post, published a copy of a 
memo that is being circulated by 
the leadership in the US House 
of Representatives, where our 
very own Randy Neugebauer 
warms a seat. 
The memo advises Republi-
cans to show compassion for 
the unemployed when publicly 
discussing the issue. If you have 
to tell people to "show compas-
sion" for the less fortunate, then 
what hope do you have that they 
will act compassionately. It is 
one thing to hypocritically show 
it in public and a totally different 
thing to act compassionately to 
those in need. 
When trying to decide how you 
feel about the government's 
role in helping people out of 
poverty, remember that it was 
Democratic President Lyndon B. 
Johnson who introduced the war 
on poverty. Democrats were also 
responsible for the implementa-
tion of Medicare, Social Secu-
rity, Medicaid, Food Stamps, 
minimum wage hikes, and the 
Affordable Care Act so that folks 
can at least have a chance of ob-
taining health care.

"Learn" is 
translated to "aprender" instead 
of "aprenda", "get insurance" in 
Spanish is "obtener seguro" in-
stead of the more correct "obten-
ga seguro", the phrasing for the 
days left to sign up is confusing, 
and so forth and so on. There 
are awkward phrases, missing  

cial security as their only source 
of income? Where would they be 
without it? 
Republicans on the other hand 
block every attempt by Demo-
crats to pass such things as 
minimum wage hikes or unem-
ployment benefits extension and 
have historically said things like, 
giving people unemployment 
benefits or welfare will only 
make them dependent.

The white children were bused in.In September 1998, Iles was 65 percent black, 26 per-
cent Hispanic and 9 percent white, according to LISD figures:* 
In just 8 years, the white student population which had been mandated by a court order 
was down to 9% from 62%. How did Iles lose 53% of its white student population in 8 
years and how did the African American population double? Today, Iles is no longer 
open; having been consolidated with Wheatley Elementary. Many of the students from 
those two schools now attend the new loan Y. Ervin Elementary school located on the 
east side. That school has been put on the list also. 
The story on the Al web site does do one thing, it reminds us that the questions that need 
to be asked aren't being 
asked of the LISD administration. 
The student demographics, according to the LISD web site are 56.3% Hispanic 13.2% 
African American 30.6% White/Other. With that in mind, does the top administrative 
staff or dassroom teachers reflect that ethnic diversity? Are we slowly heading back to 
pre 1970 days in terms of segregated schools on some east and north side campuses? Are 
administrators reaching out to the parents of these students at these schools and inform-
ing them of the problems and how they can play a role in resolving them? Where are the 
trustees in whose districts these schools are located? Mario Ybarra and Verna.' Woods-
Holmes; why are they not front and center and out in the community 
informing their constituencies? And what of the rest of the LISD board, Superintendent 
Dr. Berhl Robertson jr, and the rest of the LISD administration? Why do we always have 
to wait until a situation becomes problematic before acting. How about a little bit of pro-
activity? 
In November of 2010, Lubbothoters even approved a 5198 million dollar school bond 
election. That is a lot of money that taxpayers are on the hook for and in return there 
should be a lot of accountability from LISD. Not only for how the money has been spent 
but on how the money has contributed to a student's overall performance. 
The impact of these types of situations go far beyond just students underperforming 
on state tests. If our youth cannot get prepared to enter into high school; how will they 
prepare to get into college? How well are they being prepared to compete in an ever 
changing work environment requiring more and more technical skills? 
To its credit, LISD has taken some steps to try and correct the situation. Problem is that 
if the administration just comes in to put out the fires with no long term plans to solve 
them; and 
unless they are open to the possibility that there might be some associated systemic 
problems, the fires will continue to smolder. 
The teaching profession is not easy. Teachers are underpaid, overworked and mostly 
unappreciated. But administrators are a different story. Administrators are well paid. 
Superintendent Robertson earns an annual salary of $235,000 and other administrators 
earn some of the highest salaries in Lubbock. Ultimately, it is their responsibility to pro-
vide the necessary resources to their teachers for them to do their job; and do it well. 
So what grade would we give the LISD administration? 
In this instance, school administrators deserve an 'improvement required' rating as well.

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White House-backed legisla-
tion to renew benefits for the 
long-term unemployed unex-
pectedly cleared an initial Sen-
ate hurdle on Tuesday, but the 
bill's fate remained in doubt. 

The vote was 60-37 to 
limit debate on the three-month 
legislation, with a half-dozen 
Republicans siding with the 
Democrats on the test vote. 

At the same time, the Re-
publican leader, Sen. Mitch 
McConnell of Kentucky, said 
he and his rank and file would 
seek changes so the bill's $6.4 
billion cost would not add to 
deficits. Senate Democrats 
have so far rejected the ap-
proach, but shortly after the 
Senate vote, House Speaker 
John Boehner endorsed it. 

Among the GOP proposals is 
a suspension in the requirement 
to purchase health insurance 
under "Obamacare," a change 
that would potentially save 
billions of dollars in federal 
subsidies to the lower-income. 

As drafted, the unemploy-
ment bill would restore be-
tween 14 weeks and 47 weeks 
of benefits averaging $256 
weekly to an estimated I.3 
million long-term jobless who 
were affected when the pro-
gram expired Dec. 28. Without 
action by Congress, thousands 
more each week would feel the 
impact as their state-funded 
benefits expire, generally after 
26 weeks. 

The vote came at the dawn of 
an election year in which the 
two parties have made it clear 
they intend to battle for the 
support of millions of voters 
who have suffered economical-
ly through the worst recession 
in decades and the slow, plod-
ding recovery that followed. 

The political phrase is 
income disparity — the dif-
ference between the rich and 
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the economically squeezed. In 
pocketbook terms, Democrats 
chose first to seek an extension 
of long-term jobless benefits, 
to be followed by a proposal 
to increase the minimum wage 
that many Republicans also are 

expected to oppose. 
In remarks on the Senate 

floor, Senate Majority Leader 
Harry Reid of Nevada noted 
that a recent spate of positive 
economic news doesn't "match 
the darker reality" of the lives 
of millions. "They sit at the 
kitchen table, if they're lucky 
and have a kitchen table to sit. 
They're juggling bills." 

McConnell countered: "Yes, 
we should work on solutions 
to support those who are out of 
work through no fault of their 
own. 

"But there is no excuse to 
pass unemployment insurance 
legislation without also finding 
ways to create good, stable, 
high-paying jobs - and also try-
ing to find the money to pay for 
it. So what I'm saying is, let's 
support meaningful job cre-
ation measures, and let's find 
a way to pay for these ...ben-
efits so we're not adding to an 
already unsustainable debt." 

Within minutes of the vote, 
Boehner issued a statement that 
echoed McConnell's remarks . 

BMWS 
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on the Senate floor. 
"One month ago I person-

ally told the White House that 
another extension of temporary 
emergency unemployment 
benefits should not only be 
paid for but include something 

to help put people back to 
work. To date, the president 
has offered no such plan. If he 
does, I'll be happy to discuss 
it," he said. 

The six Republicans who 
sided with Democrats on the 
vote included Dean Heller of 
Nevada, Kelly Ayotte of New 
Hampshire, Dan Coats of In-
diana, Susan Collins of Maine, 
Lisa Murkowski of Alaska and 
Rob Portman of Ohio. 

Three of them represent 
states that have higher unem-
ployment than the national 
rate of 7 percent. In Heller's 
Nevada, joblessness was mea-
sured by the Bureau of Labor 
Statistics in November at 9 
percent, tied with Rhode Island 
for the worst. 

Joblessness was measured at 
7.4 percent in Ohio in Novem-
ber; 7.3 percent in Indiana. It 
was below the 7 percent figure 
in Alaska, Maine and New 
Hampshire. 

The three-month mea-
sure is the leading edge of a 
Democratic program that also 
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includes raising the minimum 
wage and closing tax loop-
holes on the wealthy and 
corporations. The Democratic 
agenda also includes measures 
designed to demonstrate sym-
pathy with those who suffered 
during the worst recession in 
decades and a subsequent long, 
slow recovery. 

With bad weather prevent-
ing more than a dozen senators 
from traveling to Washington 
on Monday evening, a show-
down vote was postponed until 
Tuesday. 

But not before Republicans 
accused Democrats of playing 
politics. 

"It is transparent that this is 
a political exercise, not a real 
effort to try to fix the problem," 
Sen. John Cornyn, R-Texas, 
said in a protest followed im-
mediately by Majority Leader 
Harry Reid's agreement to 
delay the vote. 

Two influential outside orga-
nizations opposed the bill, in-
cluding Heritage Action, which 
called the program of extended 
unemployment benefits "inef-
fective and wasteful." 

At issue was a complicated 
system that provides as much 
as 47 weeks of federally-fund-
ed benefits, which begin after 
state benefits, usually 26 weeks 
in duration, are exhausted. 

The first tier of additional 
benefits is 14 weeks and gener-
ally available to all who have 
used up their state benefits. 

An additional 14 weeks is 
available to the unemployed 
in states where unemployment 
is 6 percent or higher. Nine 
more weeks of benefits are 
available in states with jobless-
ness of 7 percent or higher. In 
states where unemployment 
is 9 percent or higher, an-
other 10 weeks of benefits are 
available.

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U.S. Moves to Stop School 
Discipline Discrimination 

Boehner elabora "principios" 
sobre reforma migratoria 

The Obama administra-
tion wants to end the apparent 
disparities in how students of 
different races are punished for 
violating school rules. More 
than half of students in school-
related arrests or referred to law 
enforcement were Hispanic or 
black, civil rights data show. 

"In short, racial discrimina-
tion in school discipline is a real 
problem," according to a letter 
sent to schools. 

Civil rights advocates have 
long said that a "school-to-
prison" pipeline relates to 
overly zealous school discipline 
policies targeting black and 
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Hispanic students that bring 
them out of school and into the 
court system. 

The recommendations being 
issued Wednesday encourage 
schools to ensure that all per-
sonnel are trained in classroom 
management, conflict resolu-
tion and approaches to de-esca-
late classroom disruptions. 

The American Civil Liberties 
Union called the recommenda-
tions "ground-breaking." 

In U.S. schools, black 
students without disabilities 
were more than three times as 
likely as whites to be expelled 
or suspended, according to  
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government civil rights data 
collection from 2011-2012. 
Although black students made 
up 15 percent of students in the 
data collection, they made up 
more than a third of students 
suspended once, 44 percent 
of those suspended more than 
once and more than a third of 
students expelled. 

Attorney General Eric Holder 
said the problem often relates 
to well intentioned "zero-toler-
ance" policies that include swift 
punishment for offenses such as 
truancy, smoking or carrying a 
weapon. 

"Ordinary troublemaking can 
sometimes provoke responses 
that are overly severe," Holder 
said in a radio interview. 

"A routine school disciplinary 
infraction should land a student 
in the principal's qffice, not in a 
police precinct," he said. 

The government encourages 
schools to collect and moni-
tor data that security or police 
officers take to ensure nondis-
crimination. 

Police have become a more 
common presence in American 
schools since the shootings 
at Columbine High School in 
1999. 

The recommendations are 
nonbinding.

Nueva ley de salud deja a 
algunos "subasegurado"

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Empresarios de EEUU dan prioridad 
a reforma migratoria en 2014 

Para las personas que ganan 
un salario modesto y batallan 
con elevados gastos medicos 
por enfermedades crOnicas, el 
nuevo plan de seguro medico 
parece un gran alivio. Pero es 
probable que no se cumpla la 
promesa. 

Es cierto que los pacientes 
con cancer y enfermedades 
como la esclerosis multiple 
y la enfermedad de Crohn 
podran conseguir seguro y 
asistencia financiera para pagar 
la prima mensual. Pero lo que 
tendran que pagar anualmente 
de su bolsillo sera tanto que 
tendran problemas para no 
caer en deudas. 

Ya no se les puede Hamar 
no asegurados, ahora sedan 
"subasegurados". 

Estas brechas "tienen que 
ser atendidas para cumplir la 
intention de la Ley de Servi-
cios Medicos Asequibles", dijo 
Brian Rosen, vicepresidente de 
la Sociedad sobre la Leucemia 
y el Linfoma. "Son retos para 
los pacientes de cancer". 

"El costo puede ser un prob-
lema para lo que mas necesitan 
los servicios medicos", dijo 
Steven Weiss, portavoz de la 
Cancer Action Network de la 
Sociedad Americana contra 
el Cancer. Eso "lo convierte 
en algo de importancia critica 
para los pacientes que estudian 
las primas pero tambien toman 
en cuenta lo que tienen que 
pagar porque el seguro no lo 
cubre completamente a la hors 
de escoger un plan". 

Esos gastos incluyen en 
deducible anual del plan, que 
es la cantidad que el paciente 
debe pagar antes que el seguro 
comience a cubrir las facturas, 
asf como cualquier copago y 
otros costos que el seguro solo 
paga parcialmente. 

La historia en cifras 
Las cifras cuentan la historia. 

Por ejemplo, una persona de 
menos de 65 afios sin acceso 
a seguro medico en su trabajo 
y que gane $24,000 al alio, lo 
que pagan muchos empleos de 
servicio. 

Segtin la nueva ley de ser-
vicios medicos, las primas de  

esa persona tendrian un limite de 
7% de sus ingresos, equivalente 
a unos $130 al Ines, duro de 
lograr pero se puede hater. 

Pero si esa persona se enferma 
de gravedad o tiene un acci-
dente, sus gastos pudieran Ilegar 
a $5,200 al afio en el peor de los 
casos. Y eso es con subsidios 
adicionales que Ia ley ofrece 
a las personas con ingresos 
modestos y gastos medicos 
elevados. 

Los $5200 son mas del 20% 
del ingreso de esa persona, muy 
por encima del umbral normal 
para estar subasegurado. 

"Las personas con enferme-
dades crOnicas probablemente 
no tendran la cobertura necesaria 
y enfrenten pagos adicionales 
extremadamente elevados", dijo 
Caroline Pearson, quien le sigue 
la pista a la reforma de los servi-
cios medicos en Avalere Health, 
una firma de investigaciones de 
mercado y asesoria. "Aunque los 
subsidios ayudan, puede haber 
problemas.de acceso para ciertos 
grupos demograficos". 

Cuatro niveles de cobertura 
Segtin la ley, las compafifas de 

seguro que compiten en nuevos 
mercados electronicos como 
HealthCare.gov pueden ofrecer 
cuatro niveles de cobertura. 

Todos los planes cubren los 
mismos beneficios; la diferencia 
esta en la proteccion financiera. 
El plan de bronce cubre 60% de 
los costos previstos, el plan de 
plata cubre 70%, el de oro cubre 
80% y el de platino 90%. 

Los planes de bronce tienen 
la prima menor pero cubren 
menos. Los planes de oro son 
lo mas parecido a la cobertura 
que ofrecen las empresas a sus 
trabajadores. 

Pero el plan de plata es la 
norma para la mayoria de los 
consumidores. Los creditos fis-
cales de la ley para ayudar con 
el pago de la prima se vinculan 
con un plan de plata en cada 
zona geografica. Y los subsi-
dios de la ley para ayudar con 
los gastos adicionales solo se 
ofrecen a personas que tienen un 
plan de plata. 

Avalere concluy6 que el 
deducible anual promedio para 
los planes de plata es de 2.567  

d6lares, mas del doble de lo 
que pagan los asegurados 
a naves de sus centros de 
trabajo. Ademas, muchos 
planes de plata tienen exigen-
cias elevadas de compartir 
costos, como en el caso de 
los medicamentos por receta, 
y especialmente los medica-
mentos especiales para tratar 
males como formas severas de 
artritis. 

Algunos planes pueden 
ofrecer un alivio limitado al 
cubrir ciertos servicios antes 
que un paciente haya pagado 
su deducible anual.

Pero Pearson dice que eso 
no ayuda a las personas con 
enfermedades cuyo tratamien-
to tiene un alto costo.

La cobertura de platino u — 

oro puede ser la mejor opci6n 
para los que tienen problemas 
de salud serios. Pagaran mas 
en primas, pero reducen los 
gastos colaterales. 

Joanne Peters, portavoz del 
gobierno de Obama, dijo que 
el nuevo sistema es mucho 
mejor que lo que los pacien-
tes enfrentaron durante afios 
porque las aseguradoras ya 
no pueden rechazar a los que 
ya padecen de alguna enfer-
medad, y porque los nuevos 
planes tienen un limite a los 
gastos medicos.
