That there should be a 
national conference on 
"The Emerging Role of the 
Hispanic Community in 
American Society" this 
month is quite a remark-
able fact. We have been 
here for nearly 500 years, 
and yet our role i just 
"emerging." 

I find it amazing that the 
• election'of a Hispanic, for 

example, as mayor of San 
Antonio, a Hispanic city 
founded by Hispanic and 
populated by a majority of 
Hispanics, should have 
been national news. Can 
you imagine a headline, 
"Vatican Elects a Catholic 
as Pope?" It would be the 
biggest non-news event 
ever. 

Why are we just 
"emerging?" What will it 
take to become fully 
"emerged?" 

To the apologists for the 
system. and the status quo, 
the answer as to why we are 
on the bottom rung of 
American life is neat and 
simple. They would argue 
that Hispanics tend, to be 

yound and uneducated; 
therefore their earning 
power must necessarily be 
lower. Hispanics have 
greater numbers of recent 
immigrants; therefore they 
cannot be expected to be 
like other "Americans." 
Hispanics tend to hold 
onto their language and 
culture; therefore it is 
harder to educate them. 
And so on. 

In all of these simplistic 
arugments, the common 
denominator is that the 
victim -- the Hispanic is

Durante 
aquel periodo, el estableci-
miento de Washington 
acuilo otra de sus famosas 
designaciones. Califico a la 
atmosferkde "fatiga de la 
compasion". Hay muy 
pcoa evidencia para 
sugerir que la compasion 
haya sido rejuvenecida en 
la capital de la naci6n. 

En vez de eso, lo que 
tenemos es una politica por 
medio de anecdotas, 
generalizdades relucientes, 
lemas astutos y manipula-
cion de los medios de 
informacion en el orden 
mas elevado, combinados 
con una rogativa para 
hacer regresar el reloj a 
unos Estados Unidos que  

era quitarnos al gobierno 
de las espaldas. Durante 
un espacio de tiempo, 
muchos lo creyeron.

asistencia social - tiene sus

Pero las aserciones 
absolutas simplistas han 
tendido a dominar 
nuestras selecciones de 
cursos de accion.

inequality. This pernicious 
and meanspirited attitude 
is the• benchmark of the 
radical right that has 
gained respectability in 
recent years. 

This attitude is the gam 
attitude that came to my 
home state of Texas in the 
18th century. It was Sam 
Houston, the man we 
honor in this state, the man 
after whom we name our 
cities, our schools, our 
parks, who said, "Mexi-
cans are no better than 
Indians. Why shouldn't we 
take their land away?" 

Why haven't we emerg-
ed already? 

The answer is as simple 
as the shooting incident in 
Dallas a few years ago 
when a policemen killed an 
innocent, handcuffed 
Mexican American boy in 
the back seat of a police 
car, and as complicated as 
,the issue of bilingual 
education. the answer is as 
straight-forward as the fact 
that Clare Booth Luce 
continues to be an official 
advisor to the White 
House after making racial 
remarks about Hispanics 
and other minorities, and 
as convoluted as our 
immigration policy. The 
answer is as clear as the 
fact that our farmworkers 
have a life expectancy of 47 
years and as elusive as our 
quest for a truly pluralistic 
society. 

To answer the question, 
we must look at the 
experience of other 
movements. When one 
studies those experiences--
be they of exploited

Building institutions in 
our community - indeed, in 
any embattled community 
— is something like trying 
to construct a building 
during a bombing raid. 
You often measure success 
not by how many floors 
you have been able to add, 
but by whether or not 
you've been able to survive 
the attack. Believe me, 
we've sustained a lot of 
attacks. 

When we get these 
buildings, these institu-
tions, in place, we will be 
on our way to "emerging" 
as a people? 

Time, certainly, is in our 
favor. We have the 
numbers. We have the 
leadership. We've proven 
that we will yield to 
nobody in the defense of 
this country. We've paid 
our dues. But what is still 
wanting is for this nation 
to face up to its own 
responsibilities. 

We want a pluralistic 
society that respects the 
individuality of every 
human beings, a society 
that that is so sure of itself 
that is not threatened by

These Hispanic values 
are the values that 
Americans in the South-
west is true about all 
Hispanics in the nation --
that we have a lot to teach 
this country and that we 
will be its salvation. 

When this long-overdue 
enlightenment comes, 
Hispanics will not simply 
be another tolerated 
"minority." We will be a 
treasuered part of the 
greatest nation the mind of 
man has devised.

La contestacien 
es tan"directa"o no el 
hecho de que Clare Booth 
Luce continua siendo Ia 
consejera oficial de Ia Casa 
Blanca &spires de proferir 
observaciones raciales 
accrca de los hispanos y 
otros grupos minoritarios, 
y tan - rev uelta"como 
nuestra politica en materia 
de inmigracion. La 
respuesta es tan "clara" 
como el hecho de que 
nuestros trabajadores 
agricolas tienen una 
probabilidad de vida de 47 
anos y tan "resbaladiia -
como nuestra bUsqueda de 
una sociedad verdadera-
mente pluralista.

idiomatica. Queremos una  

sociedad cuyo cohesiOn se 
base en el cimiento solido

h• 	Yzaguirre 
What will it take for 

Hispanics to emerge in 
American Society? 

We must work together 
with other Americans who 
share our goal of building a 
society freee from the twin 
evils of poverty and 
racism. Together with 
blacks, American Indians, 
Asians and Anglos, we 
must re-establish the 
opportunity-enhancing 
tructures in American life. 

These structures consist, 
first, of those mechanisms, 
agencies, laws, and 
regulations designed to 
promote equal opportuni-
ty and to negate racism. 
They never were perfect to 
begin with, and they were 

never really desinged with 
Hispanics in mind, but 
they were a very necessary 
pre-condition for our 
advancement. 

I am referring, of course, 
to agencies such as the U.S. 
Commission on Civil 
Rights, the Equal Employ-
ment Opportunity Com-
mission, the EEO offices in 
the various departments, 
the court rulings, the 
Internal Revenue Service 

rulings denying tax-
exempt statu to private 
schools that discriminate, 
to name just a few. 
Together, these entities 
provide Americans with a 
framework for redress. 

All of these have been 
either attenuated, deci-
mated, or totally obliter-
ated by the present 
administration. 

Historically, the most 
visible of federal agencies 
was the Office of 
Economic Opportunity  

0t0 -- later to become the 
Community Service 
Administration — CSA. 
CSA was wiped out 
without the opportunity 
for Congressional debate, 
public testimony, or public 
reflection in the mindless 
scramble of the first 
months of this administra-
tion. 

Other agencies and 
programs were quick to 
encounter the same fate. 

Part of the rational for 
this wholesale slaughter 
was that these programs 
did not really work and 
therefore they should be 
abolished. On the other 
hand, the President's chief 
domestic advisor declared 
that, on the contrary, these 
programs had worked very 
well — they had already 
abolished poverty. 

Obviously, he had never 
been to San Antonio or the 
South Bronx. 

The truth, of course, is 
that some programs did 
not work. The majority 
were partially successful, 
and others were very 
successful. A thoughtful 
assessment and, if 
necessary, abolistion of 
those programs which did 
not work would have been 
understandable. A strength-
ening and restructuring of 
those agencies and 
concepts which needed 
improvement would have 
been commendable, and 
an expansion of those 
programs that worked 
would have been laudable. 

But all of that presup-
poses logic en@ - compas-
sion — two attributes in 
very shoubSimply in the  

early • months of 1981. 
During that period, the 
Washington establishment 
coined another of its 
famous terms. It labled the 
atmosphere compassion 
fatigue. There is very little 
evidence to suggest taht 
compassio has been 
rejuvenated in the nation's 
capital. 

Instead, what we have is 
a policy by anecdote, 
glittering generalities, 
clever slogans, and media 
manipulation of the 
highest order, combined 
with a plea to turn back the 
clock to an American that 
never was. 

The spectacle reminds 
me of a legal concept that 
ought to be in more 
popular usage -- rights 
without remedies. The 
rights have been expound-
ed and glorified — the right 
to vote, the right to find 

'productive work, the right 
to a decent home, the right 
to feel secure in it, the right 
to an education, and the 
right to live in healthy 
environments. 

But the remedies, the 
functional mechanisms for 
redress, have been 
systematically and sa-
vagely destroyed. 

We were told that 
government was the 
problem, not the solution. 
We were told that the 
solution wsa to get 
government off our backs. 
For a while, many believed 
it. 

To be sure, big 
government — whether it's 
a large defense estalish-
ment or a big welfare stae — 
his its problems, just as big 
labor and big bvusiness  

carry with them a potential 
for abuse and wasste. No 
thoughtful person can 
deny that. 

But simplistic absolutes 
have tended to dominate 
our policy choices. 
Nobody understands 
better than we Hispanics 
the burdensome yoke of 
unjust government. We 
endured, all over the 
nation, acts of official 
injustice committed by 
state and local govern-
ments. Those include 
Texas Rangers who killed 
our people with impunity 
and the Texas Railroad 
Commission which denied 

permits to Mexican 
Americans' commercial 
trucks. 

That kind of govern-
ment we do want off our 
back. 

But the kind of 
government that guaran-
tees our constitutional 
fights, that gives meaning 
To our ideals, and that 
opens up economic 
opportunity -- that's the 
kind of government that is 
being taken "off our back." 

Government, the repre-
sentation of our collective 
will and our elected 
servants, need so proudly 
claim are real and viable 
for all of us. 

If we can rebuild this 
infrastructure of oppor-
tunity, then we as 
Hispanics will have our 
chance to really "emerge."

Fellow Cittieits: 

like the other candidates. I am concerned about the 
quality of education that your children and my children are 
receiving in Lamesa. Like the other candidates, I want to 
see good teachers working in an enviornment which will 
promote educational excellence. Like the other 
candidates. I am concerened about fiscal management of 
the school district. I want to be sure that students. parents. 
and taxpayers are getting a fair and responsible deal Iran 
the School District. A School District is an expensive 
enterprise and sound fiscal management is essential. 

While I have these underlying concerns about public 
education in Lamesa, they are not my predominant 
reasons for seeking a position on the School Board. My 
purpose for running is related to two issues which annot be 
seperated: Accessibility and Information. 

My years of residence in Lamesa have brought me to the 
realization that people—parents, taxpayers— seem 
uninformed and yet concerned about what goes on in the 
School System. Conversation with my fellow citizens have 
convinced me that the lack of information is the result of a 
"Closed Door attitude on the part of the system itself. 
People appear to regard elected officials as "they" rather 
than "us". Contacts with my fellow citizens suggest to me 
that often times people who desperately desire information 
about the activities of the School District fell that their 
elected representatives are unapproachable and 
inaccesssible. People feel seperated and apart from their 
elected representatives once the election is over. They do 
not feel they have the right to ask questions or seek 
explanations. This attitude, or atmosphere. of 
"seperateness", Is what I hope to help over come if I'm 
Elected. 

If elected I intend to develop an "open door" 
arrangement between myself and the people of Lamesa. 
Above all I intend to make myself fully accessible and 
accountable to the people. I will speak to people 
individually or in groups. whichever they want, regarding • 
their concerns. It is my hope that my example of 1 
accessibility to the public will encourage other elected 
officials to do the same. 

My intent in providing accessibility and information is I 
motivated entirely by a genuine desire to see greater public 
interest expressed in our schools and by the belief that 
greater public concern and information will work to the 
betterment of our school system. 

While accessibility. information, and the establishment  
of an "open door" arrangement are my primary concerns, ; 
one other issue is of sufficient concern to me, to address 
here. I feel that the School Board has become too 
enmashed in the operational details of the school system. 
The result is that School Board meetings are 
unnecessaryily lengthy and overly dominated by details 
that should be left in the hands of paid school 
administrators. The School Board should be a policy 
making body, not a Board created to oversee the day to da ∎  
administration of the school system. 

My main purpose for seeking election to the School 
Board is I hope apparent. I want the people of Lamesa to 
feel themselves a part of the school system. I want to be a 
Board Member no citizen is reluctant to approach for 
answers. I want to be a Board Member who will listen iii 

the opinions of the people of our city. In sum, I want to 
take a first step toward making the School Board the , 
servant of the people.

revenue projection for the 
I984-S5 biennium is $2.3 
billion less than orignial 

estimates in September, 
but the state still has an 
estimated $3.25 billion 
more to spend than in the 
1982-83 biennium. How-
ever, funding requests for 
state services now exceed 
even that amount. 

The Legislative Budget 
Board's recommended 
1984-85 budget, which is 
based on the Comptroller's 
revenue estimates, is now 
about $1.5 billion in the 

red. Gov . White's $32.95 
billion spending proposal 
for 1984-85 is $1.3 billion 
more than anticipated 
state revenues. As you 
know, state law prohibits 
the Legislature from 
spending more than the 
Comptroller projects, so it 
will be our responsibility to 
close these gaps. 

In his budget address, 
the governor proposed 
some methods for legis-
lators to consider. The first 
is to finance a protion of 
our needed highway 
construction through a 
bond issue. Personally, I'm 
opposed to this form of 
deficit spending because it 
would put future taxpayers 
in debt for the highway 
construction. In addition, 
when you borrow money 
for bonds, you have to pay 
interest, and that generally 
means more taxes. 

Another proposal 
suggested by the governor  

is raising taxes on the so-
called "luxury items" that 
people choose to consume. 
He reasons that taxes on 
non-essential goods would 
be the least burdensome to 
the general population. 
The governor's final 
alternative, which he calls 
a "last resort," would be 
deeper funding cuts in a 
number of programs and 
projects. 

As expected, the 
governor recommended a 
teacher pay raise of at least 
24 percent in support of his 
Number One priority: to 
restore a "firm and 
lasting...commitment to 
our system of public 
education." He also 
proposed concentrating 
the state's equalization 
resources in those school 
districts suffering from low 

tax bases and high 
concentrations of educa-
tionally deprived youth. 
Another encouraging sign 
was the ear-marking of 
$1 2 5 million for a 
permanent construction 
fund for state colleges and 
universities not eligible to 
draw upon the Permanent 
University Fund for 
needed construction and 
maintenance of their 
facilities. The Texas House 
has already approved a $75 
million fund, a do the bill is 
now pending in the Senate 
Education Committee. 

On areas where Gov. 
White proposed to spend 
less than the Legislative 

Budget Board recom-
mended is in criminal 
justice. He said he wants to 
find responsible alterna-
tives for punishing non-
violent offenders, and this 
reflects his intention to 
shift the emphasis away 
from building maximum-
security prisons. 

To revitalize our Texas 
agricultural resources, the 
governor's budget provi-
ded funds for further 
research and development 
of drought-resistant crops, 
drip-irrigation techniques, 
and other innovations to 
help conserve water and 
increase agricultural 
production. In addition, he 
expressed his support for 
more aggessive marketing 
of our farm products and 
programs to increase food 
production in a cost-
efficient way. 

The governor's budget is 
not the last word by any 
means, but it does serve as 
a guideline for the goals of 
his administration and also 
indicates the budget items 
he may or may not veto 
when they reach his desk 
for signing. As I pointed 
out, however, his spending 
proposal exceeds revenue 
projections. I'm still 
committed to holding the 
line on taxes, so I 
encourage you to express 
your views to help me and 
other lawmakers trim the 
budget inthe right places.

I'm concerned about each 
and every veteran in this 
state, especially Vietnam 
veterans, and I'm concerned 
about prompt service. This 
program is going to run like 
a business and it will be 
manned by trained pro-
fessionals both in the central 
office and out in the field," 
said Mauro. 

Authorized by the people 
of Texas in 1946, nearly 
80,000 veterans have partici-
pated in the Veterans Land 

Program. The loan program 
operates at no cost to the 
taxpayer and actually 
returns money from pro-
ceeds. 

Felix Arambula, Jr. is a 
native Texan currently 
residing in Marion. He's a 
graduate of Southwest 
Texas State University and 
is a veteran of the army who 
served in Vietnam. For the 
past seven years, he has been 
the City Manager of Marion 
and is a member of the 
Texas City Management 
Association. 

Arambula is a member of 
the Retired Senior Volun-
teer Program, the United 
Fund, the American Legion,  

the Friends of Library and 
several other civic and 
service organizations. He 
has attended the Conference 
on Library and Information 
Services in Washington, 
D. C. and has been a 
member of the Board of 
Directors of the Lone Star 
Girl Scouts Council. 

"I'm confident that Felix, 
with his strong background 
in the service, in government 
and in community affairs 
will contribute greatly to the 
development of a more 
individualized and effective 
land program to serve the 
veterans of Texas," 
commented Land Commis-
sioner Mauro.
