W hile it is far too early in the fall harvest of the county’s staple crops, cotton and peanuts, to 
predict any type o f record yields for the year, most irrigated growers of the two commodities are 
expressing their pleasure with the harvest to date. A few days of scattered and light rainfall last 
week halted cotton stripping and peanut combining, but machines are again running. Area gin 
management report cotton coming in is of excellent grades, and yields look good. Peanut han­
dlers report good yield figures on Valencia, Spanish and Runner varieties of the legume. There 
appears to be enough milo in the county to open at least one grain elevator, and those producers 
are hoping for a late freeze to mature the crop.

The Plains ISD administration and board re­
cently received notification all three schools and 
the school d istric t had received additional 
awards from the Texas Education Agency for 
high performance on indicators of performance 
other than those used to assign accountability 
ratings. The awards are called the Gold Perfor­
mance Acknowledgements.
All three schools and the district received an 

attendance award that was attained by having a 
yearly attendance percentage of 96% for the 
district, 96 % for the High School, 96% for the 
M iddle School and 97% for the Elementary 
School. The overall average for the district was 
97.1 %. This can be compared to the state atten­
dance average o f 95.5%
Plains High received two other Gold Perfor­

mance awards for the students enrolled in the 
Recommended High School Program and for 
the students’ College Readiness performance. 
There are three graduation programs offered for 
students who graduate from Texas Public High 
Schools; the M in im um  P rogram , R ecom ­
m ended  P ro g ram , and the D is tin g u ish ed  
Achievement Program. Plains High School re­
ceived a Gold Performance Award for the Rec-

ommended Program  because 51 % of the stu­
dents were enrolled in the Recom mended or 
Distinguished Achievement Program. The High 
School received the College Readiness Gold 
Performance award because 81.6% of our stu­
dents did not have to take the TASP College 
Readiness test because o f their high perfor­
mance on the Exit Level TAAS test.
Plains Middle School received two additional 

Gold Perform ance Awards for the students’ 
Comparable Improvement in M athematics and 
for the percentage of students who passed the 
End-Of-Course Algebra exam in eighth grade. 
Once again the eighth graders who took the End- 
Of-Course Algebra exam had 100% of the stu­
dents pass. The percentage of students who had 
had to pass to qualify for the award was 90%. 
Because o f the level of perform ance at the 

schools, the district received Gold Performance 
Awards in M athematics, End-Of-Year Course 
Algebra, College Readiness and Recommended 
High School Program.
Our administrators, teachers and students are to 

be commended for these awards. They work ex­
tremely hard every day. This is just another in­
dication, along with the Exemplary rating earned 
by the district, that proves how well we are doing.

DPS Promotes School 
Bus Safety

National School Bus Safety 
Week runs from October 20-26 
as school districts and law en­
forcement combine to highlight 
important safety issues.
In many locations this year, 

DPS troopers will be running 
special enforcement operations 
targeting dangerous driving 
around school buses. Motorists 
can be fined up to $1,000 for 
passing a bus while its alter­
nately flashing red w arning 
lights are activated.
“A school bus is carrying our 

most precious cargo, and other 
drivers should treat them accord­
ingly,” said Charley Kennington, 
DPS program administrator for 
school bus transportation.
Statistics show that students 

are most likely to be injured or 
killed when boarding or getting 
off school buses. Three students 
died while getting on or off 
school buses in 2001 and 2000

“This also is a time for school 
districts to reinforce safe bus 
driving and loading and off­
lo ad in g  p ro c e d u re s ,” sa id  
Kennington. “Nearly half of all 
students hit are struck by the 
bus shortly before, during or 
after boarding or exiting the 
bus.”
Even with 1.4 million Texas 

children riding school buses 
daily, they remain one of the 
safest forms of transportation 
accounting for less than one 
half of one percent of all traffic 
crashes.
There have been no student 

fatalities on Texas school buses 
since 1991, but the numbers of 
injury producing wrecks during 
that same time period increased 
41 percent, while injuries rose 
63 percent.

Secretary Shea certifies numbers 
for November Election

Texas Secretary of State Shea recently announced the official 
figure for the number of registered voters eligible for the No­
vember 5 General Election. The certified number of voters is 
12,569,738, meaning 81% of Texans over the age of 18 are now 
registered. This is an increase of 351,574 over the official tally 
for the M arch 12 prim ary election. By way of comparison, 
12,365,235 Texans were registered in the November 2000 gen­
eral election. Between M arch and November of 2000, 752,474 
new voters were added to the rolls.
“ I am delighted the 81% of eligible Texans have made the 

decision to register to vote. Voting is both a privilige and a re­
sponsibility, and I hope Texans will now follow through and 
take those voter registration certificates to the polls,” She said. 
Texas enjoys one of the highest rates of voter registration in 

the nation. The state pioneered motor-voter, and instituted on­
line access to printable registration applications, both aimed at 
increasing voter registration numbers.
“ The people we elect in November will be representing Tex­

ans and their families on the federal as well as the state levels. 
We, as a nation, are going to face difficult decisions on a range 
of issues during the coming year. Folks need to understand, by 
not voting, they are letting someone else make decisions for 
themselves and their families,” Shea said.
Early voting begins October 19 - October 21, varying by county, 
and continues through November 1. On election Day, Novem­
ber 5, polls will be open from 7am to 7 pm.

Heard o f any good deals 
lately?

How about this one -  
reimbursement o f  50 cents on 
the dollar for a properly 
installed and needed 
conservation practice!

This program is offered 
through the Yoakum Soil and 
water Conservation District 
and the Texas State Soil and 
Water Conservation Board 
(TSSWCB).

The Yoakum SW CD has 
received funds for approved 
conservation practices, under 
the direction o f  the Yoakum 
SWCD Board o f  Directors, 
for W ater Quality 
Management Planning in 
2002.

Technical assistance is 
provided by the Natural 
Resources Conservation 
Service (NRCS) and the 
TSSWCB.

Approved practices are 
eligible for a 50 percent cost- 
share (not to exceed the limit 
set by Yoakum SW CD) 
following successful 
completion and certification 
by NRCS /T SSW C B .

The amount o f  funds each 
producer may receive is 
based upon the total number 
o f  eligible producers who 
apply and the type o f  practice 
approved by the Yoakum 
SWCD.

Recent practices have 
included brush control, 
irrigation pipeline, Low 
Pressure In Canopy (LPIC) 
and Low Energy Precision 
Application (LEPA) sprinkler 
conversions.

Applications thus far in 
2002 include shinery brush 
control and LPIC (Low 
Pressure hi Canopy) sprinkler 
conversion.

As you can see, approved 
practices by the Yoakum 
SW CD are going to be those 
conservation practices that 
will increase the efficiency o f 
water usage.

Selected producers will 
work under the guidance o f  a 
certified W ater Quality Plan 
and be subject to the practice 
guidelines and requirements 
o f that approved plan.

W hat’s that mean?
In a nut shell, it means that

the producer will be required 
to follow a rotation (high 
residue crops such as 
wheat/grain sorghum in 
rotation with cotton, peanuts, 
guar, etc) based on the needs 
o f the particular soil type o f 
the farm and manage those 
residues to control soil 
erosion and maintain / 
improve soil quality.

It means a soil test in each 
field at the beginning o f  the 
contract in order to arrive at 
some common sense yield 
goals and subsequent 
fertilizer recommendations 
for that years’ crop.

After the initial soil test, 
soil testing will be required 
every three years on irrigated 
acres and every 5 years on 
dryland.

The TSSW CB recommends 
that the contract be in effect 
for one full crop rotation plus 
two years, which means six 
years in most cases.

These required contract 
items are common sense 
elements that most Yoakum 
producers are already doing 
anyway.
