REFORM
BILL FILED
IN TEXAS
HOUSE

State Comptroller John
Sharp applauded a sweep-
ing welfare reform bill filed
by state lawmakers Harvey
Hilderbran (R-Kerrville) and
Mark Stiles (D-Beaumont)
in the Texas House of
representatives. The legis-
lation is based on Sharp’s
ground breaking report, A
Partnership For Indepena-
ence.

“It's fitting that on Texas
Independence Day, we
have a bill that will help
Texans free themselves from
the cycle of dependency,”
Sharp said. “Representa-
tives Hilderbran and Stiles
have fashioned a plan that
will enjoy broad bipartisan
support because it places
Texas on the leading edge
of welfare reform--and lays]
out clearly how fo pay for it.”

Hilderbran, chairman of
the House Human Services|
Committee, and Stiles,
chairman of the House
Calendars Committee, are
joint sponsors of the bill.
State Senator Judith Zaffirini
(D-Laredo), chairwoman of
the Health and Human
Services Committee, filed
the Senate's version of
Sharp’'s proposals last
week.

“This bill is comprehen-
sive, creative and uncom-
promising,” Hilderbran said.

AN APPEAL FROM THE HEART

This letter goes out to all the people who have children, grandchildren, nieces or nephews. |

hope all the children in your life are happy, healthy and thriving. Unfortunately this is not the
case for us. | have a darling 10 year old, blue eyed boy who makes my world revolve, but
sadly he has many health problems. Many of you know my son. His name is Matthew
McKinzie and if you've been around him you know that he is a lovable little boy. Many of
you know Matthew’s story, but for those who don't, Matthew was born 10 years ago. At
birth he was 6lbs. 130z. and 19 inches long. He was not breathing when he was born and
was rushed to the neonatal care unit at University Medical Center. Matt was in the hospital
for 10 days before we were able to bring our darling baby home. We thought now that
everything would be alright. Wrong again! Matthew cried a lot, wouldn’t eat and did not gain
weight, again we were back to the hospital, again doctors changed Matt’s formula, and
prescribed medicine to add to his formula. After six months Matthew still was not doing well.

Through the next three years | stood by and watched medical personnel poke and prod my
baby. He cried, | cried. But we could do nothing to make him well. Doctors finally told me that
they thought Matthew had Cerebral Palsy, that he would never turn over, walk, talk or do
many of the things that children do. | was devastated. My baby was “not normal”. They ran
extensive tests, took more blood. Then | was told that the doctors were mistaken. Matt did
not have Cerebral Palsy but he possibly had Cystic Fibrosis. They ran more tests and the
results were negative. It wasn’t Cystic Fibrosis. | anxiously watched day by day, week
after week but my baby wasn't growing. The frustration and despair was driving me crazy.
Endlessly, | slept beside him during the many ilinesses and during his numerous hospital
stays. | desperately wanted someone to make my baby well. Seven long and despair filled
years later seemingly the doctors ran out of tests, of options and answers, so then we were
sent to Dallas to the Children Medical Center. More tests were ran on Matt, but we went
home with some hope. A few days later | received a call from the doctor,”l know what your
son has”, he said. “Itis called Shwachmans Syndrome”. My immediate reaction was relief. |
immediately asked,”What is that? I've never heard of it but most of all, how do we fix it?” His
reply made my heart sink, “We can't. We can treat Matt with medication to help him maintain
his weight and antibiotics to help his immune system, but at this time there is no cure and little
information on Shwachmans.” | felt as if someone had cut off my right arm. My heart sank
and my whole life hit bottom. | totally despaired, no-one could fix Matt’s problem. And no-one
seemed to want to. ; ‘ -

Matt and | would be out and about and people would say,”He is so cute. How old is he?”
People were astounded that this tiny child could be 7 years old. | explained that he suffered
Shwachmans Syndrome. “What is that? I've never heard of it”, was always the reply. Do
you know how demeaning it is to try to explain the “not so normal” things about my son to
satisfy the curiosity of the ones who were so rude and ignorant to keep prying. | looked
everywhere for information about this rare disorder but could find very little information. Even
Matts local doctors looked at me as if | was a delusional space alien who had dreamed up a
new syndrome.

Until recently | accepted and lived with our situation. Then during my research on
Shwachmans | came across the name of a doctor in Toronto, Canada, Dr. Peter Durine. He is

“ an international expert on Shwachmans. Once again | felt hope. Dr. Durie told me he had
about 25 patients with this syndrome and that he was doing extensive research to help
children like Matt. He told me that this rare disorder is possibly genetic. He also told me things
| did not want to hear. Shwachmans children have blood, kidney, liver, bone, and immune
system problems; plus many other deficiencies. Dr. Durie put me in touch with a lady named
Joan Mowery, who lives in Vernon, CT. Joan has started a support group for parents of

Shwachmans children, she has a daughter, now 32 years old, who is the oldest person, with
Shwachmans that | have identified with. Joan has endured many of the same, desperation,
frustration, and hopelessness that | have known. She has located other Shwachman families
who pool their experiences and knowledge. It is so nice to know that the feelings of
frustration, anger and resentment, are not abnormal. All of the families in the support group
shared the same feelings and experiences. Joan is in contact with families from Ontario,
Canada, Connecticut, New York and many other states and countries.

There are so many others out there like Matt. The problem is that no-one knows very much
about Shwachmans and very few are even aware of this very rare disease. But even if
one child is sick he or she deserves all the attention and support they need.

| am writing this letter to partially explain this terrible medical problem. | am going to be as
active as | can in the Shwachman Syndrome Support Group, which is in its early stages of
organization. This is not a plea for financial assistance for Matt’s care and treatment. | know
the people of Plains are wonderfully generous, and if you feel you would like to take part in
helping the Support Group in its start up and much needed work, please contact me.
