FROM THE EDITOR: What ever your political leanings are, Democrat, Republi-
can, Libertarian, Bull Moose Party, Whig or Tory, there is a message in U.S. Senator
John Cornyn’s following column. We feel it deserves your attention because of only

one rather unique quality - it is TRUE.

On November 19, 1854, Gen. Sam Houston

‘was baptized in Little Rocky Creek in Wash-

ington County. He also joined the Independ-
ence Baptist Church that day. Gen. Houston
took these steps at the urging of his wife and
mother in law, who both desperately wanted
Gen. Houston to moderate his habits, and to
live a more sober and devout life.

I’ve always believed in periodic re-evalua-
tions, and in course corrections as the results
warrant. For those of us entrusted with public
office, there is nothing like an election to pro-
vide information on what changes are needed.

The election results were a strong reminder
of who works for whom in a democracy. We
work for the people - not the other way around.
Public officials must adhere to our principles
.and beliefs, but we also should remember who
we work for, and who has the final say.

On November 7, control of both houses of
Congress was turned over from the Republi-
cans to the Democrats. It’s safe to say voters
made a similar judgement about the way things
were going in Washington as that of Houston’s
wife and mother-in-law. They wanted change.

As a Republican I’ve been asked what I
learned from the election. My short answer is
this: our principles are sound, but we’ve strayed
from them. Complaints about complacency and
non-responsiveness reached critical levels.
Business as usual in Washington frustrated a
growing number of voters, and the majority
party was held accountable.

One source of frustration was the re-emer-
gence of ‘earmarks’, projects for their own dis-
tricts sponsored by individual lawmakers. This
“pork-barrel” spending was attacked by Repub-

licans in their successful 1994 Contract With
America and a cleanup soon followed.

But in recent years, with Republicans in charge

of Congress, earmarks have returned with a

vengence. The Congressional Researche Serv-
ice counted some 16,500 earmarks in 2005
spending bills, at a cost of almost $50 billion.
This is unconsciable, and the public knows it. I
hope Congress knows it now, too.

I’ve heard many complaints about backroom
deals in Washington, both in Congress and the
rest of government. I’ve long believed the pub-
lic should have far more information about the
way decisions are made, so they can make an
informed judgement. In the coming Congres-
sional session. I plan to work across party lines
to open access to government information, par-
ticularly through reform of the Freedom of In-
formation Act.

I believe voters were also angry at our seeming
inability to come to grips with the even bigger
problems of over spending, particularly on enti-

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tlements. Health care costs in Medicaid and

Mediacre are rising at a double-digit rate, and

the huge Baby Boomer population is preparing
to retire and receive Social Security payments.
Yet proposals for reforming these entitlements,
to the dismay of many, have become bogged
down in partisan bickering.

Another major factor in the election was docu-
mented cases of unethical behavior by Congress-
men, their aides, and lobbyists that in some cases
crossed over into outright criminal conduct. Of
course, officials from both major parties were
caught up in these charges. But the voters rightly
demanded change, and the party in power was
held accountable.

Frustration over Iraq was also part of the elec-
tion. Some Democrats have called for a with-
drawal from Iraq, either immediately or through
a set timetable. In my view, that is not the cor-
rect course of action, nor is it in the long term
interest of our country or the world.

Most Americans realize Iraq is part of a larger
war against Islamic terrorism, what some have .
called the major struggle of the 21st Century.
They realize the conflict will be long, costly,
but they know it is a battle that must be joined
to ensure :
the safety and security of our country.

I believe the American people are looking for
confidence that we have a plan to win this war,
not merly to carry it on. President Bush is now
re-evaluating our approach. My hope is Demo-
crats, now in a Congressional majority, take
their criticism of our Iraq operation to a posi-
tive level, and work constructively with the
President on a plan to win the war against ter-
rorism.

Some commentators have suggested the Re-
publicans lost the majority because we were
too conservative, and others have said we have
not been conservative enough. In my view, the
core Republican principles remain sound; lim-
ited government, individual responsibility, and
opportunity for all. We have to do a better job
in the future of advocating, and delivering, on
these principles.

I am priviliged today to occupy the U.S. Sen-
ate seat first held by Sam Houston, a man whose
career in public service for our state and its
people will likely never be matched. Gen. Hou-
ston was serving in the U.S. Senate when he
was baptized at the Independence Baptist
Church.

The church pew in Independence where Hou-
ston sat during services has been preserved so
visitors may view it. It serves a a testimony to-
man’s power to turn weaknes into strength, and
his ability to learn from missteps of the past. That
power is as strong today as it was 150 years ago.

Present long term cloud seeding evaluation I started needs improvement which I believe is
available at nominal cost. In Yoakum County, we need to increase rain gauge density by adding
in-expensive gauges to areas smaller than county wide. In addition, instead of monthly, the new
gauges need to be read to measure each significant rain event. By comparing what is calculated
for each gauge area and assumed to reach the ground with what did reach the ground will allow a
better evaluation of seeding benefits. I am available to read the new gauges as often as needed at
no cost. I will discuss these changes with SandyLand after some requested expert input.

Seeding evaluation is really in a state of flux. Some projects continue and thought to be
successful, some have been stopped (High Plains and North Plains), some continue not knowing
if successful or not. The above changes will help Yoakum County decide which of these is the
