CED  G ary  S ix , Y oakum  
County Executive Director for 
USDA’s Farm Service Agency 
today announced that on Oc­
tober 2, 2006, FSA will begin 
issuing some $142 million in 
C onservation R eserve P ro­
gram (CRP) payments to eli­
gible producers in Texas. More 
than $1.7 billion in CRP pay­
ments are being made on 36 
million acres across the coun­
try.

“ The Conservation Reserve 
Program is celebrating its 20th 
anniversary this year of work­
ing cooperatively with Ameri­
ca’s farmers and ranchers to 
conserve and preserve the soil 
and water we, and numerous 
wildlife species, depend on for 
survival,” said Six. “ These 
payments represnet an invest­
ment in the nation’s land that 
will pay dividends in the form 
of a cleaner environment today

and for generations to come.” 
The payments announced to­

day are annual rental payments 
earned on the 4.0 million acres 
enrolled in fiscal year 2007, 
Producers holding 25,399 con­
tracts on 18,334 farms will re­
ceive an average of $7,764 per 
farm or $35.12 per acre. The 
number of contracts is higher 
than the number of farms be­
cause producers may have mul­
tiple contracts on a single farm. 
This paym ent announcem ent 
does not include rental pay­
ments for 1 million acres re­
cently enrolled under CRP gen­
eral sign -up  33, held  from  
M arch 27 to April 28, 2006. 
Payments for new CRP acreage 
w ill be issu ed  s ta r tin g  in 
Octover 2007.
Other CRP payments are made 

throughout the year, including 
a 50-percent reimbursement of 
expenses for establishing cover

and incentive programs and in­
centive payments for enrolling 
eligible conservation practices, 
such as wetland restorations and 
conservation buffers. In fiscal 
year 2007, these payments are 
anticipated to total about $195 
million nationwide,

Under CRP, producers volun­
tarily retire environm entally  
sensitive cropland for 10 to 15 
years. Land to be entolled must 
be either highly erodable, con­
tribute to a serious water qual­
ity problem, provide important 
wildlife or provide substantial 
environm ental benefits if de­
voted to certain specific conser­
vation uses.

Important Change 
In M otor Vehicle 

Sales Tax Law
Beginning October l if you 

buy a vehicle from  an indi­
vidual, you will be charged tax 
on either 80 percent of the re­
tail value or on actual price 
paid, whichever is more. This 
applies to cars, trucks, trailers, 
campers, motor homes, motor­
cycles, dollies, etc. that are less 
than 25 years old, with certain 
exceptions.
As part o f the education tax 

reform package passed by the 
Legislature this spring, House 
Bill 4 changes the way sales 
tax is charged for sales of most 
m otor vehicles betw een pri­
vate parties (non-dealer sales). 
A taxable value will be deter­
mined called a “standard pre­
sum ptive value” (SPV). The 
Com ptroller defines this SPV 
as ‘ The third party transaction 
value of a m otor vehicle as 
determined by the Texas Dept, 
of Transportation based on an 
appropriate  regional gu ide­
book of a nationally  recog­
n ized  m o to r veh ic le  va lue  
guide service, or based on an­
o ther m o to r m otor veh icle  
guide publication the depart­
ment determines is appropri­
ate if a private party transac­
tion value for the vehicle is not

a v a ila b le  from  a reg io n a l 
guidebook,”
The new law requires county 

tax offices to determine the 
tax due by using one of two 
methods, and calculating tax 
on the greater of:
(1) The amount paid for the 
vehicle, or
(2) 80% of the standard pre­
sumptive value.
If the amount paid is less than 
80% of the SPV, the buyer 
may establish a lower value by 
obtaining a certified appraisal 
on a form prescribed by llic 
Comptroller office from a li­
censed vehicle dealer or an 
insurance adjuster. Insurance 
adjustors are not limited to the 
amount charged for their ap­
praisal.
A licensed vehicle dealer can 
appraise only the types of ve­
hicle they are licensed to sell, 
such as passenger car/truck. 
trailer, m otorcycle or travel 
tra ile r . T he d e a le rs  m ust 
charge no less than $ 100 up to 
$300 (m otorcycles start at 
$40) or a travel tra ile r ap ­
praisal may be up to $500.

When it comes to agriculture 
production, many important jobs 
extend beyond farming and ranching. 
Those who work in marketing, 
transportation, warehousing and 
distribution also have significant and 
essential responsibilities that factor into 
the logistics of moving Texas farm 
goods to foreign markets. Thankfully, we 
have all been very busy, and Texas 
currently ranks third in U.S. agricultural 
exports with a value of $3.5 billion.

Texas regained its third-place 
position, closely following number-two 
Iowa and California at the top spot, 
accounting for about 7 percent of the 
total U.S. agricultural income. Overall, 
U.S. agricultural exports reached a new 
record in fiscal 2005 at $62.4 billion.

Texas continues to rank first in 
exports of cotton and cottonseeds; 
second in feeds, fodders and peanuts; 
third in animal fats, hides and skins; 
fourth in tree nuts; fifth in sunflower 
seeds and oil; sixth in wheat, poultry 
and rice; seventh in live animals, meat 
and fruits; and ninth in feed grains, 
dairy products and seeds.

Texans use 80 percent of their land for 
some form of agricultural production, 
and individuals or families still run 92 
percent of Texas’ agricultural operations. 
However, even though agriculture 
employs one out of every seven working 
Texans, less than 2 percent of the 
population has an involvement in day-to- 
day farming or ranching.
