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Bid approved for construction 
of new City Hall building
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Architect drawing of front and rear

In the February 11 meeting of the City of Plains 
Council, West Texas Concrete of Seagraves was 
awarded the contract for construction of a new, 
3,450 square foot City Hall. The low bid was 
for $358,734.
City Administrator Ed Hansen said the exact 

construction date has not been established be­
cause the delivery date of steel for the facility 
has not been confirmed.
“ When actual work starts on the project, we 

will move operations of City Hall across the 
street into the new EMS and Fire Department 
building. We want to minimizae our time in that 
facility, but we have to be out of the old build­
ing by April 17, the date we have published early 
voting will take place in the EMS and Fire De­
partment facility,” Hansen said.
He estimates the preparation for and pouring 

of concrete for the new offices will take some

of building. The front will face West

three weeks, and if  no serious glitches occur, 
city business should be taking place in the new 
building around September 1, 2002.
Hansen said when advertisements for bids were 
published, six contractors initially showed in­
terest in the project. Four of these attended a 
pre-bid conference, but when bids were opened 
only three actually submitted bids. Hansen be­
lieves the uncertainty of steel delivery dates pre­
vented the other contractors from submitting bids. 
Other firms submitting bids and bid amounts 

were M aster Builders of Lubbock, $463,430, 
and Knox Construction, M idland, $398,419. 
W hen all equipment and supplies are moved 

to the temporary EM S/Fire Department build­
ing, city employees will start razing the old facility, 
with the assistance of County personnel and heavy 
equipment. The new building will be all steel con­
struction, with brick trim on the front and sides.

Plains ISD realignment to Class 1-A 
benefits UIL activities, but will be 

costly in Robin Hood recapture funds
The average PISD sports and 

other UIL extra-curricular ac­
tivity fan may have been well 
pleased when the UIL pulled 
the school district from Class 
2-AA ranks, and dropped it to 
1-A, but the adm in istra to rs 
who m anage the tax dollars 
used to operate the district day 
by day may not be so pleased. 

P ISD  S u p e rin te n d en t Jim  
Haynes told CCN the realign­
ment will be expensive in the 
next few years, escalating the 
am ount o f operating m oney 
leaving district coffers here, 
and under the present contract, 
going to the Presidio district.
“ Under provisions of the state 
mandated Robin Hood plan, we 
were required to send some 
$320,000 to the Presidio dis­
trict last year. In 2002, we had 
budgeted sending them recap­
ture funds of about $900,000.

It now looks like we will be 
sending them about $1.2 mil­
lion. We are also projecting we 
will be forced to send them 
$2.5 million in 2003.”
In a very convoluted and con­
troversial public school financ­
ing plan, Haynes explained the 
Presidio district will have to 
return a portion of PISD recap­
ture dollars; of the $320,000 
sent there in 2001, Presidio was 
allowed to keep approximately 
one half. W hen the state deter­
mines what sum the Presidio 
District is allowed to keep for 
their operation, they must then 
send 50 percent of that money 
to the TEA Region 17 Service 
C en te r in L ubbock . T hat 
money is then used to enhance 
and expand technology pro­
grams in the Region.

H aynes sa id  a d w in d lin g  
school enrollm ent census is

Homestead exemptions 
reduce tax bills

Homeowners can reduce their 
property tax bill in 2002 by tak­
ing advantage o f exemptions. 
Application forms are available 
at the Y oakum  C ounty  A p ­
praisal District Office.

C h ie f  A p p ra is e r  S a u n d ra  
Stephens informs home own­
ers Texas law allows them to 
file a one-time application for 
home exem ptions. These ex­
emptions reduce the appraised 
value of the home. “ You do not 
have to pay a fee to file for a 
h o m e s te a d  e x e m p tio n ,” 
Stephens said.
P roperty  ow ners who have 

n ev er rec e iv e d  the genera l 
homestead exemptions on their 
homes in which they were liv­
ing on January 1, 2002, and 
those w ho becam e disab led  
during 2001, m ust apply this 
year to receive exemptions for 
2002. Homeowners must apply 
for the general homestead, dis­
abled, or any local option dis­
abled or percentages hom e­
stead  exem ption  before  the 
deadline ( April 30,2002) in the 
appraisal d istric t w here the 
home is located.
Homeowners 65 or older don’t 
need to own their homes 
on January 1 to qualify for the 
over 65 homestead exemption, 
State law provides they may 
apply as soon as they turn 65, 
own the home, and live in the 
hom e as their principal resi­
dence to receive the over 65 
homestead exemption. They 
will receive the exemption as 
of January 1. Homeowners 65 
or older have up to one year 
from  the date they turned 65 to

file for their homestead exemp­
tion for that tax year. State law 
also allows that is the over 65 
spouse dies before applying for 
the over 65 exemption, the sur- 
vivng spouse age 55 or older 
may apply for the over 65 ex­
e m p tio n  fo r the  d eceased  
spouse. The same filing dead­
lines apply.
A homeowners principal resi­
dence and yard are considered 
the residence homestead. It can 
include up to 20 acres of land 
and improvements, (buildings) 
such  as a sw im m ing  poo l, 
greenhouse or other structure,

as long as the owner uses them 
for residential purposes. 
Stephens said a property must 

meet four tests set by law to 
qualify for the residence home­
stead exemption. The person or 
persons claim ing the exem p­
tion must own the property on 
January 1 ( homeowners 65 or 
older need not own the prop­
erty on January 1 for the over 
65 exemption only); the prop­
erty must be designed or adapted 
for human residence; the owner 
must use the property as a resi­
dence; and the property be 
the principal residence o f an 
ow ner who qualifies for the 
exemption.

TNRCC launches 
statewide campaign

Texans are being urged to pick 
up after their pets, use lawn prod­
ucts sparingly, recycle used motor 
oil and dispose of household prod­
ucts properly in a Texas Natural 
Resource Conservation
Commission (TNRCC) campaign. 
The statewide campaign, called 
“Please Don’t Feed the Storm 
Drain,” is aimed at reducing non­
point source pollution and improv­
ing Texas water quality.

Nonpoint source pollution 
results from rainwater carrying 
contaminants such as pet waste, 
used motor oil, fertilizers and other 
household chemicals into storm 
drains or waterways and harming 
aquatic life, contaminating drink­
ing water and impacting recreation­
al uses.

“TNRCC has identified certain 
waterways across Texas where 
nonpoint source pollution is a prob­
lem,” said TNRCC chairman 
Robert Huston. ‘Texans can help 
improve the quality of these water­
ways. We’re asking them to pick up 
pet waste and put it in the trash. 
We’re asking them to take used 
motor oil to a recycling facility, not 
leave it on the ground. And, we’re

asking them to dispose of 
antifreeze, paints and other toxic 
household products properly rather 
than allowing them to end up feed­
ing a storm drain.”

The TNRCC has identified bod­
ies of water in Austin, Corpus 
Christi, Dallas-Fort Worth, 
Houston, Rio Grande Valley and 
San Antonio as exceeding the max­
imum level of pollution allowed 
while maintaining beneficial uses

such as recreation, supporting 
aquatic life and drinking water.

In Austin, for example, a recent 
study commissioned by the 
TNRCC found approximately 
1,327 pounds of dog waste are 
deposited a day in the Town Lake 
watershed, which includes Lake 
Austin and hundreds of surround­
ing square miles. During storms, 
the waste can wash into creeks and 
streams and eventually Town Lake,

to contaminate the watershed.
TNRCC’s “Please Don’t Feed 

the Storm Drain” public education 
campaign is funded through an 
annual grant from the EPA to 
reduce nonpoint source pollution. 
The campaign is part of a statewide 
initiative and will include commu­
nity outreach and public service 
announcements.
