Redistricting Board holds final meeting
Redistricting plans for House, Senate approved

Austin - Redistricting plans for 
the State House of Represen­
ta tiv e s  and S en a te  w ere  
adopted last Tuesday by the 
Legislative Redistricting Board 
( LRB ). Representative Gary 
Walker (R-Plains) was in Aus­
tin for the hearing and after­
ward, expressed his disappoint­
ment with the m anner in which 
the fin a l hea rin g  w as c o n ­
ducted.
“ I ’m very concerned the best 

interests of the citizens of Texas 
were not served through the

process I witnessed at the meet­
ing of the LRB. Amendments 
were adopted without the pub­
lic ever having the opportunity 
to comment on them. The rec­
om m endations o f w ell re ­
spected senior legislators such 
as Senator Duncan and Sena­
tor Bivins were categorically 
ignored, despite evidence their 
suggested changes might have 
been best for the county  in 
question,” commented Walker.
Under the redistricting plan 

adopted for the House of Rep­

resentatives last week, Repre­
sen ta tive  W alker w ou ld  be 
paired  w ith  R ep resen ta tiv e  
Delwin Jones ( R -Lubbock) in 
a d istric t includ ing  G aines, 
Yoakum, Cochran and Hockley 
counties, and part of Lubbock. 
Jones and W alker are the only 
two Republicans paired under 
the plan, approved by a vote of 
3 to 2, with the three statewide 
elected officials, Attorney Gen­
eral John Cornyn, Comptroller 
Carole Keaton Rylander, and 
L and  C o m m iss io n e r D av id  
D e w h u rs t v o tin g  in favor. 
House Speaker Pete Laney ( D- 
Hale County) and Lieutenant 
Governor Bill Ratliff ( R-Mt. 
P leasant) voted no.Walker said 
he had an tic ipated  the three 
statew ide officials w ould be 
able to pass whichever plan they 
chose.
“ I expected the House plan we 
voted on in May would not be 
approved by the LRB. I did not, 
however, expect rural Texas to 
be shortchanged. Harris County

Annaliesa O ’Quinn of Plains 
was one o f 200  Texas h igh  
school students who spent six 
days at the Johnson Space Cen­
ter in Houston using their math 
and science skills to design a 
hum an m ission to M ars this 
summer.
O ’Quinn was nom inated by 

S ta te  R e p re se n ta tiv e  G ary  
W alker to be a part o f a unique 
educational experience, called 
the Texas Aerospace Scholars 
Program . The program  is the 
result o f a partnership between 
N A SA -JSC  and the State o f 
Texas to encourage students to 
pursue engineering options in 
school.

A fte r  b e in g  n o m in a te d ,

O ’Quinn began the program  
with twenty four weeks o f dis­
tance and web based learning 
experiences that culminated in 
a six day long visit to JSC in 
H ouston . O ’Q uinn and her 
teammates used their imagina­
tion, coupled w ith math and 
science skills, to develop a plan 
for how hum ans will get to 
Mars and then to live and work 
on the planet’s surface.
Their expertise came from a 

series o f classroom  sessions, 
field trips, hands on projects, 
and assistance from JSC em­
ployee mentors, provided them 
with insight into the challenges 
of living and working in on an­
other world.

3rd Annual Sales Tax 
Holiday Benefits Texas 

Families
Representative Gary L. Walker 
(R-Plains) reminds Texas’ fami­
lies they will be able to buy 
clothes and shoes tax free dur­
ing the th ird  annual back to 
school Sales Tax Holiday Au­
gust 3rd through 5th, 2001. 
Rep. W alker said the Texas 

Legislature created the annual 
Slaes Tax Holiday as a way to 
give Texas families timely tax 
relief and save every dollar pos­
sible. Starting at 12:01 am. on 
Friday, A ugust 3dr, th rough 
m idnight on Sunday, A ugust 
5th, 2001, families will be able 
to purchase m ost shoes and 
clothes priced under $100.00 
for both  ch ildren  and adluts 
with out paying state or local 
sales tax, explained Walker. 
Accordign to Rep. Walker, in 

addition to the holiday on the 
state’s sales tax o f 6.25%, ev­
ery com m unity in Texas has 
also chosen to waive their local 
sales taxes, which will save tax­
payers an additional 2% in most 
areas.

Rep. W alker, explained the 
sales tax exemption on shoes 
and clothing also includes baby 
clo thes, belts w ith attached 
buckles, cowboy and hiking 
boots, choir robes, coats and 
wraps, diapers for adults and 
babies, dresses, jeans, jogging 
apparel (bras, suits, and shorts), 
pajam as, raincoats and pon­
ch o s, sh ir ts , so ck s, su its , 
underware, and work clothes 
and uniform s. The sales tax 
holiday does not cover jewelry, 
accessories, handbags, or spe­
cialty sportswear items, noted 
Walker. Further, Texans will 
not be charged with sales tax 
on tax exempt items placed on 
lay a away for future purchase 
or bought from lay a away dur­
ing the Sales Tax Holiday. 
Rep. W alker went on to say 

during the three tax free shop­
ping days, Texas families are 
expected to save $31.2 million 
in state sales tax and $8.4 m il­
lion in local sales taxes.
