City to lose a major asset
David Brunson accepts Muleshoe offer 

to serve as City Manager

Darrell Dusek, M anager of the 
Western High Plains Boll Wee­
vil Eradication Zone here, is 
encouraged with data compiled 
by Plains District field person­
nel. “ Trap count numbers of 
weevils are up a bit, which in a 
sense is good news. It means 
the area cotton crop is starting 
to cut-out, and the bolls are 
m aturing, m eaning less food 
for the pests. They are travel­
ing from field to field, and as 
host material decreases, they 
are  f in d in g  the P h erim o n e

chem ical in our traps to be 
more appealing than some of 
the cotton they have been feed­
ing on.”
Field trappers are counting 

m ore bo ll w eev ils , bu t the 
aerial treatment trigger remains 
at one weevil per field. The 
percentage of number of acres 
being treated doesn’t dramati­
cally increase. The week end­
ing August 19 found 8.4 per­
cent o f d istrict cotton fields 
being treated, and the August 
26 w eek show ed 8 percen t

treatment.
There are a total of 178,000 

remaining acres of cotton in the 
Plains District, and to date this 
year, some 99,600 acres have 
been treated . In year 2000, 
435,850 acres were treated.
In the A ugust 19 w eek o f 

w ork, the average coun t of 
weevils per trap was .008; The 
same date in 2000, .290 wee­
vils. In 1999, an average of 
3.761 weevils were trapped. 
That is encouraging progress.

A t the A ugust 21 C ouncil 
m eeting, City A dm inistrator 
David Brunson announced he 
had accepted employment with 
the City of M uleshoe as City 
Manager. He will assume those 
duties on October 1.
Brunson was named Plains’ 

City Administrator on Septem­
ber 4,1991. Prior to then he had 
served as Quitaque’s City Ad­
ministrator five years.

M u le sh o e ’s C ity  C o u n c il 
probably had no problems in 
choosing Brunson to head up 
their city government, for he 
has an im pressive resume of 
achievem ents during his ten 
years here. He was instrumen­
tal in obtaining grant funding 
for a number of major projects, 
including revamping and im ­
proving the city water system. 
Two state of the art water stor­
age tanks were constructed to 
handle new w ater ob tained  
from  three w ells d rilled  on 
property purchased by the city, 
and brought here through al­
m ost 20,000 feet o f 12 inch 
PVC pipe. Water flow from the 
c i ty ’s p re se n t six  w e lls  is 
closely m onitored by a new 
electronic system.

To m eet the d em an d s  o f 
TNRCC, a new and expanded 
wastewater treatment plant was 
constructed a few miles north 
of town, and most of the city’s 
steel natural gas distribution 
lines were replaced. Brunson 
was instrumental in securing a 
five year fixed price for the 
city’s natural gas, saving resi­
den ts  th o u san d s o f  d o lla rs  
when gas prices skyrocketed.

D uring  his ten u re  here , a 
m o n u m en ta l a c h ie v e m e n t 
occured when Brunson nego­
tiated with Lea County Elect­

ric Cooperative officials for the 
su ccessfu l sa le  o f  the city  
owned electric distribution sys­
tem  to the Cooperative, and 
also negotiated a 25 year fran­
chise with the Cooperative for 
a 4 percent franchise fee, 2 per­
cent paid up front and provi­
sions for the initial payment to 
be adjusted yearly.
Grant funds allowed replace­

ment of all street signs in the 
city, computer and softeware 
im provem ents were made at 
City Hall, and a weather moni­
toring station were a few of the 
many other projects Brunson 
helped bring to Plains. The re­
cent completion of a new Fire

Department and EMS building 
on city purchased property was 
another project pushed hard for.

In la s t  w e e k ’s in te rv ie w , 
Brunson told CCN, “ I hope 
you w o n ’t w rite  the article  
w here I accom plished these 
things single handedly. None of 
the projects could have suc­
ceeded without the vital help of 
all the Council members and 
the Mayor. Throughout my ca­
re e r  h e re , th ey  have  been  
supportive,and w orked hard 
and d iligently  on every im ­
provem ent we have accom ­
plished in the last ten years. I

PISD Board sets rollback election date, 
approves proposed redistricting plan

Attorney Portia Bosse explains proposed redistricting plan at PISD Trustees m eeting
In a special called meeting Tuesday, August 

21, Plains Independent School District Trust­
ees voted to set a Roll Back election for Sep­
tember 29, 2001. The election is mandatory af­
ter the Trustees approved a lower tax rate for 
2001-02, which nevertheless generated more ad 
valorem tax dollars than the 2000-01 tax year. 
The issue has been explained twice in recent 
issues o f CCN by PISD Superintendent Jim 
Haynes. Dolores Davis was nominated and ap­
proved as Judge of the special election, and will 
appoint election clerks.
In other board matters, Portia Bosse, represent­
ing Allison, Bass & Associates, presented data 
and maps showing proposed new district lines 
for the school’s five at-large board member

voting districts. The redistricting plan and maps 
were unanimously approved by the board. The 
proposed redistricting plan must be submitted 
to the The Attorney General office, and then 
approved by the U.S. Justice Department. When 
final approval is received, detailed voting dis­
trict maps will be reproduced in future issues 
of CCN.
The Board also approved the District joining 

the Houston-Galveston Purchasing Coopera­
tive, an organization serving governmental en­
tities throughout the state. The cooperative is 
usually able to purchase large dollar items such 
as vehicles and school buses at greatly reduced 
rates.

‘ W eevil W ar ’ results encouraging
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Yoakum County Hospital Receives 
County Best Practices Award

Austin - Yoakum County was 
one o f 13 counties and one in­
dividual honored by the Texas 
Association of Counties Lead­
ership Foundation August 16, 
for demonstrating outstanding 
innovation, achievem ent and 
e ffe c tiv e  m an a g e m e n t o f  
county governm ent facilities, 
processes or programs. Dallas 
B rew er, C ounty  Judge, ac ­
cepted the award at the event.

Yoakum County Hospital in 
the 1990’s was costing the citi­
zens of Yoakum County over a 
million dollars a year. In fiscal 
year 2000, the hospital used no 
tax funds for operations and 
was able to build cash reserves 
for the first time in history. This 
accomplishemnt was the result

of the leadership and vision of 
the coun ty  co m m issio n ers , 
county judge and the hospital 
board members.
The major initiatives have led 
to the s tren g th  o f Y oakum  
County Hospital. The first was 
to en te r in to  a m angem ent 
agreement with the St. Mary 
Health System in 1995, the sec­
ond was to replace an aging fi­
nancial software package with 
a m odem  state of the art sys­
tem, and third was to partici­
pate in the M edicare Critical 
Access Hospital Program.
This was accom plished  by 

adding services such as assisted 
living, swing beds, CT scan, 
bone density, birthing rooms 
and specialists. In addition, the

the county recruited an OB/ 
GYN to assist the three family 
practitioners practicing locally. 
Additionally, an offsite clinic 
15 miles away was opened to 
care for the needs of citizens of 
Plains.
“ These awards are presented 

fo r those  coun ty  p rogram s 
serving as role models for ef­
fective government,” said Su­
san W eems, ch ief executive 
officer of the foundation. “ It 
is important to recognize the 
county officials who go the 
extra mile to focus on a particu­
lar need in their com m unity 
and find an answer for it.”

ALL BRANDS AND MARKS ON TEXAS LIVESTOCK 
MUST BE RERECORDED WITH COUNTY CLERKS 

WITHIN SIX MONTHS OF AUGUST 30, 2001 
ACCORDING TO ARTICLE 6899 J, VERNON’S 

TEXAS CIVIL STATUTES. (Sept. 1, 2001 Thru Feb. 28,
2002)

The owner shall have the right during this six month period to file 
the brand and marks now recorded in his name. After this time any 
unrecorded brand will be available for use on a “first come” basis. 
It should be noted that it is illegal to brand livestock without first 

properly recording the brand with the County Clerk in the county in 
which the livestock are held.
When the brand or brands are recorded, the location on the animal, 
it must be recorded and each additional location for the brand on the 
animal shall constitute a separate recording of that brand.
There is no limit to the number of brands and/or marks which may 
be recorded in a county by a person as long as requirements of this 
law governing the recording and rerecording of livestock brands are 
met, Minors may have marks and brands separate from that of the 
father or guardian, which must be recorded as provided by the law. 
The fee each separate recording of brand in $10.00.

C om m issioners C ourt, R ick 
Dickson, Llano Estacado Drug 
Task Force, described a joint ef­
fort by the Terry County Sheriff 
Department and the Task Force 
leading to the arrest of Justin 
Rinehart of that county, who was 
charged with possession and 
m anufacture o f m ethamphet- 
amines, possession of firearms 
by a felon and possession and 
transport of anhydrous ammo­
nia.
Dickson said a Terry County 

deputy in the area of a mobile home 
a few miles north of Brownfiled 
became suspicious when he de­
tected the odor of anhydrous, and 
ether, both ingredients used in mak­
ing meth, or ‘ speed’. The Drug 
Task Force was notified after sev­
eral weeks of investigation by Terry 
County Sheriff deputies.
When the joint law officials ap­

proached the home, they could 
smell chemicals burning, and 
found a woman and child outside 
the home. She agreed to allow a 
search of the premises. Justin 
Rinehart met the officers and also 
agreed to the search.
Dickson said the thorough search 
turned up 8 grams of meth, plus 
assorted weapons including an AR 
15 rifle, plus two pistols, one ca­
pable of fully automatic fire. ATF 
officers sent the AR 15 to Wash­
ington to determine if it had been 
modified for automatic fire. 
Dickson told the court he felt the 

operation is just the tip of an ap­
proaching iceberg. “ The really 
scary thing about methamphet- 
amines is the ease of obtaining all 

! the chemicals to manufacture 
‘speed’. Almost all of them are 
available very cheaply at a Wal 
Mart or hardware store. Ether is 
obtained from starter fluid, and the 
anhydous ammonia is usually sto­
len from supplies on area farms. 
Dealers and users are regularly 
coming to our agricultiral area to 
steal the anhydrous, even though 
it is extremely dangerous. And, 
anyone with access to a computer 
can quite easily go on line and look 
up the recipe for making the stuff.’ ’

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Fines raised for seatbelt 
violations September 1

M any constitutional am end­
ments were passed during the 
77th session of the Texas Leg­
islature. HB 1739 and SB 113 
w ill have  a b ig  im p ac t on 
Yoakum Ciunty residents.
** Any person younger than 17 
will be required to wear a 
safety belt; and, any child un­
der 5 or under 36 inches tall 
will be required to be in a child 
safety seat.
The fines for these offenses 

will be not less than $100 or 
more than $200, plus $51 court 
costs. The driver will be issued 
a citation and resonsible for the 
fines.
A properly secured safety belt 
is defined as using the lap belt 
and any shoulder straps accord­
ing to the instructions o f the

manufacturer.
Passenger vehicle is defined as 
a passenger car, truck or truck 
tractor. Effective Septem ber 1, 
one-ton trucks are NOT exempt 
from seat belt laws.
Seanate Bill 399 prohibits a 

child  younger than 18 from  
riding in an open bed pickup 
truck, a flatbed truck, or flatbed 
trailer. Again, the driver o f the 
vehicle will be cited and fined. 
There are some exceptions to 
this rule.
