Bees are here! Bees are there! Bees are everywhere! 44 My of­
fice has received many calls the last 2 - 3  weeks about swarms 
of honey bees,” said Arlan Gentry, County Extension Agent with 
Texas Cooperative Extension. They are in trees, carports, attics, 
old houses, bams, storage areas, etc.
Honey bees are beneficial insects. Pollination of agricultural 

crops brings a better quality and better quantity of food to our 
table. About one-third of the food we eat is improved by honey 
bee pollination.
44 The concern of the calls I’ve received have to do with the 

media attention of the Africanized Honey Bee (AHB), aka 4 Killer 
Bees’. These bees look just like our regular European Honey 
Bee; same size, same color. All honey bees respond to perceived 
threats to their colony, which includes their home, stored food 
and young bees. AHB’s are very defensive and more aggres­
sive. AHB’s are no more toxic than our regular bees, but be­
cause of their aggressiveness, they attack in more numbers,” 
Gentry said.
“ There are three situations in which you may encounter bees. 
1) An individual bee or small group of bees foraging for food or 
water. These bees are not interested in you; If you leave them 
alone they will leave you alone. 2) A Swarm is a group of bees 
from the old colony. The swarm flies a few to several hundred 
yards and lands on a low hanging tree limb or other structure. 
Then scout bees seek out a suitable location to establish a new 
colony. Swarms only stay in their temporary location a few hours 
to a couple of days. Swarms have NO comb/hive, stored food or 
young bees to protect, therefore they are rarely defensive 3) An 
established Colony holds the greatest threat to humans. It is eas­
ily recognized by the presence of wax comb, honey, etc. and 
bees have remained in the location for a week or more. Once a 
group of bees has produced comb, stored food and started rear-

City Administrator Ed Hansen informed the 
City Council last week he will resign from his 
position to accept employment as City Man­
ager of the City of Spearmen. He expects to 
make the transition around September 1. 
Hansen came to Plains in March, 1999, hired 

by then City Administrator David Brunson. He 
and his family moved here from Sundown, 
where he was employed by Chevron Oil Com­
pany. He was later named Utilities Supervisor, 
and when Brunson accepted the City Manager 
position in Muleshoe, the Plains council named 
Hansen administrator October 1, 2001. 
Spearman, a town approximately twice the size 
of Plains, “ Offered a financial package I 
couldn’t refuse, and a number of challenges 
and opportunities I am looking forward to,” 
Hansen said last weekend. He said the city has 
its own police department, and is in charge of 
its parks and swimming pool.

“The most important thing ( in 
the Olympic Games) is not to 
win but to take part, just as the 
most important thing in life is 
not the triumph but the struggle. 
The essential thing is not to 
have conquered but to have 
fought well.” The Olympic 
Creed
We’ve all been inspired by 

Texas’ athletic stars, hometown 
heroes to many of us. But there 
is one’star who seems to shine 
brighter with each summer vic­
tory. Lance Armstrong has done 
it again. He’s accomplished 
what no other cyclist has done 
before, w inning his sixth 
straight Tour de France.
The Austin native held up six 

fingers as he raced to the finish 
line in Paris, pedaling his way 
out of Montereau and into his­
tory as one of the greatest ath­
letes ever.
Cyclists from all over the 

world compete along 2,050 
miles of road ranging from flat 
wheat fields to the steep Alps, 
making the Tour de France 
known not only for its beauti­
ful terrain, but also as one of 
the most grueling sporting 
events of the modem era. Lance 
Armstrong has been an inspi­
ration through his cycling ac­
complishments. Yet the head­
lines and glory fall a distant 
second behind his victory over 
cancer.
In October of 1996, while 

seemingly at the top of his 
game, the two-time Olympian 
was stricken with pain and 
forced off his bike. Armstrong 
was given lass than a 50-50 
chance to live after testicular 
cancer spread to his lungs and 
brain. As if scripted by Holly­
wood, the promising athlete 
fought and persevered to defeat 
the disease, and then employed 
that same tenacity to get back 
on the bike and back on top. 
Today, our Texas hometown 

hero uses his triumphs to serve 
as a symbol of hope, inspira­
tion and survivorship. He estab­
lished the non-profit Lance 
Armstrong Foundation (LAF), 
which has become one of the 
nation’s preeminent cancer re­
search organizations. This year, 
the LAF sold yellow bracelets 
with the words “Live Strong” 
with a goal of raising $5 mil­
lion for cancer patients and 
their families. So far, LAF has 
sold seven million bracelets,

bringing a total of $7 million 
to the cause already and more ^ 
on back order.
The competitive side of Texas 
will continue to shine this sum­
mer as the country and the 
world heads to Athens, Greece 
for the 2004 Summer Olympic 
Games.
Every four years, the world 

comes together as one in cel­
ebration of the globe’s most 
prestigious athletic event. All 
too often our nations are uni­
fied only through tragedy, but, 
for the past 108 years, the 
Olympic Games have brought 
us together for friendly compe­
tition.
In the first modem Olympic 

Games, approximately 300 ath­
letes from 13 countries com­
peted in only nine events. This 4 
month, nearly 10,500 athletes 
from 202 countries will partake 
in 37 different events.
So who will be next in joining 

Lance Armstrong and Michael 
Johnson in Texas Olympic his­
tory? Texas is the home state 
of 29 athletes on the 2004 U.S. 
Olympic Team. We are proud 
to field more athletes than any 4 
other state, except California. 
Fellow Texans will be cheering 
on their hometown heroes, in­
cluding returning Olympians 
Mia Hamm, Sheryl Swoopes, 
Laura Wilkinson, Amy Acuff, 
Glenn Fuller, Connie Schiller 
Smotek, and Stacy Sykora. 
Texans are accustomed to be­
ing among the biggest and the 
best, but this competition is 
world class. Each one of these 
Lone Stars will be doing their 
utmost, competing for the gold 
and fighting to be among the 
great Texas Olympians.
I congratulate our Texas home­
town heroes, Lance Armstrong 
and our Olympic athletes, in all 
they have achieved and have ^ 
yet to accomplish. They make 
us proud.

Tackling the obesity 
crisis in Texas

When the University of Texas 
School of Public Health re­
leased a study in May showing 
rates of obesity in Texas chil­
dren are among the highest in 
the nation - and may be increas­
ing faster than many expersts 
previously thought - it came as 
no surprise to the Texas Depart­
ment of Agriculture.
“ Nothing shocks me anymore. 
All the data show many Texas 
kids are living way too 
large,eating the wrong foods 
and packing on the pounds by 
choosing junk over well bal­
anced diets,” Agriculture Com­
missioner Susan Combs said. 
The study, the largest and most 
comprehensive to date on over­
weight children, showed Afri­
can-American and Hispanic 
children are at the highest risk 
for being overweight. In certain 
age groups, the percentage of 
overweight children ranged 
from 23.1 percent to 32.6 per­
cent, five to six times higher 
than national averages for over­
weight school children.
The Texas Departm ent of 
Health presented startling fig­
ures showing by the year 2040 
the number of overweight Tex­
ans will double, the number of 
obese Texans will triple and 
related state costs will qua­
druple, jumping from$10 bil­
lion today to $40 billion in 
2040.
“ Unfortunately, we are super­
size ourselves, and its wreak­
ing havoc not only on our 
physical health but also on our 
s ta te ’s economic health ,” 
Combs said.
In June, Combs was invited to 
attend the TIME/ABC News 
Summit on Obesity to present 
information and be honored as 
one of six heroes from across 
the United States. The heroes 
were honored for their initia­
tives that fight obesity and 
serve as models for others to 
follow.
“ It was an honor to be invited 
and to be recognized for some­
thing we are so passionate 
about. We understand obesity 
reaches far beyond the borders 
of Texas, which is why I was 
happy to share our ideas on a

national level,” Coimbs said. 
The summit, which took plac 
in Williamsburg, Va, gathere 
policymakers, physicians, edu 
cators and food and beverag 
industry leaders to discuss th 
issue and to present solution 
to reverse the obesity epidemi 
Texas was lauded as being th 
first state in the nation to impl 
ment a far reaching statewide 
school nutrition policy and f 
its innovative and progressiv 
approaches toward reversin 
obesity in schoolchildren. R 
cently TDA released a polic 
limiting the number of gra 
of fat and sugar Tex 
school children are served eac 
week. TDA restricted portio 
sizes for chips, cookies and fr 
zen desserts, and it is phasin 
out deep fat frying in school 
TDA established a toll-fre 

number- (888) TEX-KIDS- a 
a single point of contact f 
nutrition questions and reques 
for materials. TDA has als 
developed a nutrition action 1 
for parents that includes rec’ 
pes, shopping list pads, snac 
suggestions and tips on gettin 
active. TDA is working wit 
nearly a dozen top Texas chef, 
who also happen to be paren' 
of grandparents, to develop 
family-friendly cookbook wit 
special recipes from the : 
homes and restaurants. Th 
book will include time savin 
tips and cost efficient, health 
meals that work well for bus 
families on the go, as well 
photographs with the chefs an 
their families. TDA is also e- 
ploring ways to partner wit 
Texas pediatricians, pharm 
cists, health clinics and dentis 
to distribute educational mat 
rials and develop special item 
such as stickers or pencils th- 
promote healthy eating, to gi 
away to parents in their office 
“We’ve gone way beyond r 

writing the rules on vendi 
machines, candy and Fren 
fries,” Combs said. “We are o 
there hitting the pavemen 
working to educate the publ 
and arming them with the too 
to help them make smarter fo 
choices.”
