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The Conservation Com-

Food Security Act (FSA) of
1985, as amended by the
_Food Agriculture, Conser-
vation, and Trade Act
(FACTA) of 1990 require
at producers who produce
commodities on highly
erodible land (HEL) must
have a conservation plan.
Each conservation plan
contains conservation prac-
ices and schedules that
ere agreed to by producers,
he Natural Resources Con-
servation Service (SCS),
fand the local Soil and
Water Conservation District
(SWCD).
* In order for a producer to
be considered in compli-
ance with the conservation
fcompliance provisions of
these two acts, he or she
must be actively applying
his or her plan. Actively
applying a plan means that
producers are carrying out
their plans as scheduled in
their conservation plan of
operations.

Yoakum County District
Conservationist, Mario Avila,
recommends that all producers
read their conservation plans
carefully. Avila stated that,
“The conservation plan of

¥ loperations specifies the

percentage of high residue
crops required each year,
he pounds of residue that
must be managed on the
soil surface, and the length
of time that the residue
must be managed.”

Annually a status review
(spot check) is conducted
on a selected number of
farms to ensure that the
provisions of the FSA and
FACTA are being met.
According to Avila, “The
majority of the farms spot
checked are randomly se-
lected by the Consolidated
Farm Service Agency (ASCS)
computer in Kansas City."

Avila added that other
farms may be included for
one of the following reasons.
The local County Office
Committee of the Consolida-
ted Farms Service Agency
(CFSA) may request a spot
check of a particular farm.
A farm may also be added
if either the NRCS or CFSA
office receive a compliant
about a farm. And the District
Conservationist may spot
check any farm at his
discretion.

When asked, “Who is
responsible for conserva-
tion compliance?’ Avila
stated, “The plan belongs
to the producer, not the
NRCS or CFSA, therefore it is
the producer’'s responsi-
bility to carry out the plan
as agreed to.” He added,
“Producers need to keep
detailed records of their
cropping history.” Effective
crop year 1995 the NRCS
will no longer keep crop-
ping records, according to
Avila.

ENTENCED

On February 13, 1995, in
the 121st Judicial District
Court, Judge Ray
Anderson accpeted a plea
of guilty from Sergio Ceja
Hernandez on the charge
of possession of marijuana.
Judge Anderson
sentenced Hernandez to
nine years in the Texas

Department of Criminal
Justice (Institutional
Division), probated nine
years, ordered him to pay a
$5000 fine.

The trial and sentencing
brought at least a partial
end to a story which started
here on December 15,
1993.- DPS Trooper Danny
Crawford, still stationed
here at the time, was
routinely patroling on
Highway 380 west of
Plains when he spotted a
speeding vehicle.

He stopped the car, and
something about the
actions of the two
occupants aroused his
suspicions. He asked for
permission to search the
vehicle, and it was granted.
Finding nothing concrete to
go on, but still convinced
something was seriously
wrong with the car and
occupants, he radioed for
the assistance of Permian
Basin Drug Task Force
Ofiicer Richard Dickson, of
Denver City.

Shortly thereafter, Dickson
and his drug dog ‘Audin’
arrived on the scene. The

doag almost immediately
discovered a stash of:

almost 90 pounds of
marijuana, with a street
value of over $148,000.

The two occupants were
arrested, and arraigned,
rand subsequently were
released on bail bonds.

Sometime later, they
disappeared. Only recently
was Hernandez, now a
fugitive from justice, was’
spotted and arrested in the
State of Washington. He
would be returned to
Yoakum Country, where he
was prosecuted by Richard
Clark, County District
Attorney, who was
opposed by Hernandez’
attorney, Steven Wollard in
the non-jury trial before
Judge Anderson.

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“What this means,” says

Avila, “is that beginning in
1996, when a farm is spot
checked, the producer will
need to present historical
documentation for the pre-
vious 4 years (5 years on
irrigated land), to document
that he or she is in
compliance.”

With regards to conser-
vation compliance, Avila
had one final reminder for
producers. “The plan goes
with the land, therefore if a
producer takes over a new
farm, the new producer will
assume the responsibility
for the plan being in
compliance.”

the late 1980s,” said Donald
Lee, executive director of the
Conference of Urban Counties.
The TYC provision and
other major changes track the
recommendations of a blue-
ribbon ad hoc study by a
temporary agency, the Com-
mission on Children and
Youth. ltis not uncommon that
such proposals are subse-
quently changed when law-
makers are contacted by
constituents and local officials.
Commonly discussed by
advocates of both proposals
is a scheme to establish in the

law a system of “progressive
sanctions guidelines.”

This proposal is described
as a stair step ladder of
increased treatment programs
and punishments that would
be recommended for each
subsequent or higher different
offense. While advocates of
this scheme say that judges
would not be required to follow
the ladder in sentencing, they
would be mandated to note
why they deviated from the
guidelines.

An obvious reason to de-

viate from the guidelines is lack
of available treatment alter-
natives. There is no certainty
that the state will fund the
progressive sanctions.

Also, at least one summary
of how the proposal would
work states that “the juvenile
board should provide pro-
grams and services to enable
implementation of the progres-
sive sanctions guidelines.”

“All these new sanctions

cost money and without mon-
ey, there’s no reason to put
them in the law,” Lee said. “If
money doesn't follow the pro-
gram, then it's either a mean-
ingless reform or potentially an
unfunded mandate on counties.”
Another proposal found in
both bills is creation of a
statewide juvenile justice
records system, similar to the
adult Criminal Justice Infor-

mation System that was put
into place in the early 1990s.
it is intended as a way for law
officers to be aware that a
youth arrested in one com-
munity has already run afoul of
the law somewhere else in
Texas.

This proposal could require
additional record-keeping by
sheriffs, constables, justices of
the peace and clerks.

On the local level, County
Judge Dallas Brewer says
these proposals are address-
ing a problem that already
exists in the county. He cited
a recent case involving a
juvenile who appeared before
him. “We can't put juveniles in
the local jail. Juvenile Proba-
tion Officer Ted Welch tried to
send the youth to the Juvenile
Detention facility in Lubbock.
It was at full capacity. He also
tried to enter him in an
approved facility at Plainview,
Fort Stockton and Colorado
City. They were all full,” the
Judge said.

Under these circumstances,
Juvenile offenders are often
assigned to the care of rela-
tives, not a good situation for a
serious offender. The Judge
said Officer Welch told him if
the County now had a ten
bed youth detention facility, it
would immediately be filled
with offenders the Courts can’t
getin an existing facility.

Another problem is the
county’s cost in housing a
juvenile in a state approved
facilig. ‘It costs the tax pay-
ers $78 a day to house a
juvenile in Lubbock. It's con-
ceivable that we could have
six, seven, even more juvenile
offenders in a facility at any
given time, and it becomes a
major expense problem,” the
Judge said.
