Field Access Necessary To 
Complete Job

(Abilene) As the new cotton 
growing season begins, Texas 
Boll Weevil Eradication Foun­
dation officials want to remind 
producers of the importance of 
full field access.
“W hile it’s always important 

to have access to all sides of a 
cotton field, it’s absolutely cru­
cial in the final stages of eradi­
cation ,” said C harles Allen, 
program director for the foun­
dation.
Allen said the foundation’s 

Technical Advisory Commit­
tee, a group of experts who 
advise the foundation on vari­
ous aspects of eradication, has 
stated several times that eradi­
cation is im possible without 
full access to cotton fields. 
Pheromone traps set around 

the fields provide foundation 
em ployees w ith inform ation 
about weevil activity, which is 
used to m ake decisions on 
when to treat the fields, Allen 
said.
If traps canno t be p laced  

around all sides of the fields, 
then weevil activity can go 
undetected, especially in the 
la te r stages o f e ra d ica tio n  
when weevil numbers are low, 
he said. This can lead to a re­
bound in weevil populations, 
which causes increased num­
ber of treatments, extends the 
length o f tim e necessary to 
complete eradication and in­
curs needless extra expense for 
the growers.
To prevent these infestations, 
the foundation has developed 
means for handling fields that 
have not been trapped on all 
sides, but these procedures also

add unnecessary expense to the 
program, Allen said.
Also, mist blowers cannot be 

used to treat the edges of fields 
if vehicular access is not avail­
able, he said. This compounds 
the difficulty of controlling in­
festations.
In addition, providing full ac­

cess for foundation vehicles 
results in a more efficient and 
sa fe r p ro g ram , A llen  said . 
Traps can be checked m ore 
quickly from the vehicle than 
if  an em ployee has to walk 
down a side that doesn’t have 
access. The more quickly traps 
can be checked, the fewer em ­
ployees are required to accom­
plish the task.
Allen noted that the most com­
mon injury suffered by founda­
tion em ployees resu lt from  
slips and falls, often to trappers 
who have to check traps on foot 
because access has not been 
provided. Injuries result in lost 
time and greater insurance pre­
miums, more unnecessary ex­
pense for growers, he said. 
“Farm ers are helping them ­

selves as much as the founda­
tion  by p ro v id in g  a c c e ss ,” 
Allen said. “If they want to get 
the jo b  done fo r the least 
am ount of cost, then they’ll 
give us access.”

The long anticipated new EMS ambulance was 
delivered here last week. The state of the art 
unit was built in Dallas by The Phoenix Group, 
and is mounted on a Ford Super Duty 350 cab 
and chasis.
The patient treatment area of the unit contains 
the newest in emergency medical equipment 
and supplies. Curtis Coffman, EMS President, 
reported two new radio units will be installed 
in the unit, one in the driver compartment, the 
other in the treatment compartment. The radio 
units have a $8,000 price tag, and generous 
contributions from the public and a number of 
business and civic groups have raised some 
$6,300 for the radios. The City of Plains will

Sudden acute respiratory syn- 
drome-SARS. It’s new to the 
world. It can be fatal. No vaccine 
is available to stop the infection. 
West Nile virus. It’s new to Texas. 
It can be fatal. No Vaccine is avail­
able to protect people. 
Pertussis-w hooping  cough. 

It’s been around for centuries. 
It can be fatal. But a vaccine is 
available to prevent it.
That is why it is cause for con­
cern that we recorded m ore 
than 1,200 cases o f pertussis in 
Texas last year, double  the 
number in 2001. And we al­
ready have had one child die 
from pertussis this year.
We often are understandably 

fearful o f the illnesses over 
which we have less control, 
such as S ARS or West Nile vi­
rus or a bioterrorism  attack of 
anthrax. But at the same time, 
we need to focus on the dis­
eases we can control, using all 
our available tools, especially 
appropriate life saving vaccines. 
There is no denying this fact: 

V accines w ork. T hey w ork 
against measles. In 1958, Texas 
recorded  88 ,000-yes, th o u ­
sand-cases of measles. Last

year, we had only one case. 
They work against mumps. In 
1950, the Texas Department of 
H ea lth  lis ted  abou t 32 ,000  
cases o f mumps. Last year the 
number was 14.
Vaccines work against paralytic 
poliomyelitis. In 1950, paralytic 
polio struck about 3,000 people 
in Texas. But since 1977,notone 
case has occurred in the state. 
As a family physician, I know 
how crucial it is to talk with 
families about the need for on- 
time immunizations, to answer 
parents’ questions frankly, and 
to help their children stay up to 
date. A health  care provider 
plays a significant role in help­
ing children complete all their 
necessary vaccinations.
As Texas C om m issioner of 

Health, I also recognize the im­
portant role that the state health 
department, local health depart­
ment, local health departments, 
and other public health systems 
partners play in improving child­
hood immunization rates.

with 30 years farming experi­
ence, said he is looking for­
ward to serving on the founda­
tion board.
“I ’ve been an advocate for the 

program for the last four years, 
and I’ll continue to do that, both 
for my zone and for the state,”
