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Appeals Court affirms 
guilty verdict in 121st 

District Court case
On February 24,1999 in a jury 
tria l before  Judge K elly  G. 
M oore in District Court here, 
Miguel Soto was found guilty 
o f tam pering  or fab rica ting  
with physical evidence.
The jury found Soto guilty as 
charged, and the defendant re­
quested the court to assess pun­
ishm ent. Judge M oore sen ­
tenced Soto to twenty years in 
state prison.
L ater, S o to  re q u e s te d  his 

counsel to appeal the convic­
tion and sentence. R ecently  
Criminal District Attorney Ri­
chard Clark, who represented 
the state in S o to ’s tra il, re ­
ceived a lengthy report from 
the Seventh District Court of 
Appeals in Amarillo which af­
firmed the conviction of Soto, 
who was also know n by 17 
aliases.
The Appeals Court document 

reviewed the entire court tran-

script, and detailed their af­
firming decision with some of 
the following details;

S h e r if f  D ep u ty  Jam es 
M elendez, on n ight duty  in 
Denver City, observed a Ford 
Bronco speeding. He activated 
his overhead lights and video 
cam era , and  s to p p e d  the  
Bronco on a dead end road. 
The defendant, when asked for 
identification, told M elendez 
he was Isidro A ragonez, but 
had no ID.
M elendez observed a passen­

ger in the car discard a beer 
can, and testified Aragonez ( 
Soto) smelled strongly o f al­
cohol. Soto admitted he’d had 
“ a few shots of tequila.” Soto 
was arrested for DW I and two 
traffic offenses, and the passen­
ger was arrested for public in­
toxication.

Jose Perez-Andrade pled guilty 
to aggravated assault w ith a 
deadly weapon. Judge Kelly G. 
M oore ordered adjuducation of 
guilt deferred, five years com ­
m unity superv ision ,a  $1000 
fine and $20 court costs, and 
a p p o in ted  a tto rn ey  fees o f 
$250, and 240 hours o f com ­
munity service. Bill Helwing 
was his attorney, and the Bor­
der Patrol placed on hold on the 
defendant.

against Lorenzo Carrillo for 
attempted murder was ordered 
suspended.. The defendant suc­
cessfully completed the Texas 
Boot Camp program.
He will serve 10 years under 
com m unity supervision, was 
fined $1000, m ust pay $ 141- 
court costs, attorney fees total­
ing $500, and $43,016 restitu­
tion. His attorney was Warren 
New.
Criminal District Attorney Ri­
chard C lark  represen ted  the 
state in both cases.

The next day M elendez re ­
viewed the videotape from his 
patrol car while preparing his 
case report. The video camera 
had also recorded everything 
Soto and the passenger had said 
to each other and to Deputy 
M elendez. The recording was 
translated  from  Spanish and 
contained  the fo llow ing ex ­
change;

S o to  - I th o u g h t you  had  
thrown it away.
Passenger - Thrown it? How? 

Soto - You can’t take it out right 
now?”
Passenger - 1 am tired.
Soto - Tired? I am going to get 
it really bad. I ’m on probation. 
Oh well. Hide that damn thing! 
Passenger - W here do I stick 

it at ^
Soto - In the back o f the seat. 

In the very middle of it. In the 
middle... all the way to the bot­
tom. Leave it there so that it can 
go to hell!
Passenger - 1 put it in the very

middle o f the seat.
Soto - Did it stick? Put it as 

far as you can. W hy didn’t we 
take it ou t... fo r that dam n 
thing. So what.... who gives a 
damn!”
Hearing the tape, M elendez 

and another officer went to his 
patrol car and pulled the bottom 
seat out to discover a plastic bag 
containing five smaller bags of 
cocaine. The passenger later 
pled guilty to possession o f co­
caine, and Soto was convicted 
for tampering with evidence. 
The Appeals Court document 

reviewing the affirmation o f the 
conviction contained over four 
pages detailing court cases suf­
fic ien t to support the ju ry ’s 
guilty decision.
The case is an example of good 
police work, effective prosecu­
tion, a logical jury decision, and 
a higher court decision affirm­
ing all this. It could also be con­
sidered suitable material for the 
p o p u la r  T V  p ro g ra m , “ 
Am erica’s dum best crim inals.”

ĵVheels Up.....First Flight In
Cloud Seeding Plan Here

The Cessna 340 shown here just lifting off the 
Yoakum County A irport recently was piloted 
by Gary Walker, with David Guetesloh as al­
ternate pilot. The plane was fully equipped with 
iodide flares and acetone wing burners to seek 
possible moisture bearing cumulus clouds build­
ing west o f Yoakum County. The project was re­
ported in a recent issue of CCN.
The report of the building and possible moisture 
bearing cloud system came from the meteorolo­

gist stationed at the Littlefield radar site.
The two pilots scouted an area west of the north­
west portion of the county, and later flew into the 
cloud seeding portion of neighboring Lea County 
New Mexico southwest of Plains..
Walker reported by time they arrived in the pos­

sible treatment area, high winds had dissipated the 
cloud formation. Seasonal winds and lack of heat 
have inhibited building the larger, growing cloud 
cells forproductive seeding purposes.
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Texans Favor Roadside Call Boxes
Survey Says Most Willing to Pay Extra for Increased Safety

AUSTIN -  A recent survey pre­
sented to the Texas House 
Transportation Committee finds 
that Texans support construction of 
an emergency roadside call box 
system and are willing to pay extra 
for the increased safety.

Gerald Ullman of the Texas 
Transportation Institute at Texas 
A&M University told the 
Committee that although there has 
been an increase in cellular phones 
in the past few years it “is not 
decreasing the usage of the call 
boxes.”

The House Transportation 
Committee recently held hearings 
to discuss possible solutions to 
Texas’ growing roadway conges­
tion and related traffic problems 
resulting from the North American 
Free Trade Agreement (NAFTA.)

According to Ullman, there are 
now about 100 call boxes in use as 
part of a four county pilot project.

Drivers who have been in an 
accident or experienced car trouble 
in remote locations have used the 
emergency telephones to call ambu­
lances and tow tracks.

Youth Violence In The U.S. And Texas

The Transportation Institute sur­
veyed 300 people from the six 
largest Texas cities. Ullman told 
legislators that 95 percent of those 
surveyed thought expanding the 
emergency roadside call boxes 
statewide was a good idea. Most 
also said that they would be willing 
to pay $1.46 on their annual motor 
vehicle registration in order to fund 
the expansion.

The report indicated that most 
people who opposed the idea were 
under the impression that most 
Texans have cell phones. In fact, 
only 25 percent of Texans currently 
own them according to Ullman.

It is estimated that stalls, vehicle 
breakdowns and other incidents 
cause more than half of the freeway 
congestion in Texas. A call box sys­
tem allows law enforcement agen­
cies to respond more quickly to 
these problems and get the traffic 
moving again.

Youth violence and school safety 
have been m ajor concerns for 
parents and community leaders 
for several years. Texas Legisla­
ture enacted the Safe Schools 
Act, which created alternative 
education programs away from 
the local schools to serve students 
who commit serious or violent 
offences, such as aggravated as­
sault, arson, or possession of fire­
arm. In 1999, the 76th Texas Leg­
islature, through SCR 79, ordered 
a joint inquiry by several state 
agencies into the root causes and 
prevention of youth violence in 
the state of Texas. As part of the 
joint inquiry, the Texas Legisla­
tive Council’s statistical research 
staff was asked to evaluate exist­
ing data to provide a realistic pic­
ture of the incidence of youth vio­
lence; Studies generally show de­
clines in recent years in the over­
all rates o f juven ile  violence 
crime arrests and juvenile vio­
lence behaviors in the schools, 
both in the nation and in Texas. 
These studies suggest relation­
ships between the frequency of 
violence and certain characteris­
tics of the school (such as size of 
enrollm ent) or student dem o­
graphics (such as gender and 
ethnicity), but are not conclusive 
enough to identify target popu­
lations for intervention. W hile 
overall rates are declining, the 
incidence of youth violence is 
still substantial, and the recent 
surge in the number of incidence 
resulting in or having the poten­
tial to involve multiple fatalities 
adds to the urgent need to under­
stand and find solutions for the 
problem of youth violence. More 
reliable and specific data on ju-

venile violent behaviors at the lo­
cal level are needed to allow  
policy makers to initiate legisla­
tive actions to reduce the inci­
dence of youth violence.
The national rate of juvenile vio­
lent crime arrests dropped six per­
cent between 1993 and 1997. Of 
the 10 most populous states, Texas 
and Georgia had the largest reduc­
tions in juvenile violent crime ar­
rest rates, 21 percent and 22 per­
cent, respectively.
In Texas, statistics on school re­

lated crime incidents are collected 
and maintained at the school dis­
trict level by the Texas Education 
Agency (TEA) under the federal 
Safe and Drug Free Schools and 
Communities Act. Every January, 
school districts report to the TEA 
the number of incidents for each 
specific program  indicator; the 
totals are then summarized at the 
state level and reported annually 
by the TEA to the U.S. Depart­
ment of Education. These data do 
not lend themselves to compari­
son or analysis because (a) the data 
are self reported by the school dis­
tricts; (b) some indicators have a 
lot of missing values, making the 
comparison of data between years 
unreliable; (c) some school dis­
tricts have reported inexplicable 
changes in the number of incidents

from one year to the next; and (d) 
the financial incentive of award­
ing schools with Title IV funds 
based on the incident rate may en­
courage some schools to include 
even borderline cases. Currently, 
TEA officials are automating the 
database system, which may help 
to improve the quality of future 
data.
Data on violence in schools are 

also collected by TEA’si Youth 
Risk Behavior Survey, obtained in 
1998 from 2,863 high school stu­
dents in 51 school districts. Data 
indicated *11.7 percent of the stu­
dents reported carrying a weapon 
to school * 5 percent reported be­
ing threatened with a weapon on 
school property * 13 percent indi­
cated they had been in physical 
fights on school property *a sig­
nificant number reported they felt 
unsafe about going to school. 
CONCLUSION
W hile ava ilab le  sta tis tics  on 

youth violence in the natijon and 
in Texas show declines in recent 
years, the level is still substantial, 
and the recent surge in thp num­
ber of incidents resulting in or hav­
ing the potential to involve mul­
tiple fatalities adds to the urgent 
need to understand and find solu­
tions for the problem of youth vio­
lence.

Finding a phone 
service that fits 

your budget

Your family’s effort to reduce 
the monthly telephone bill can have 
a positive impact on your wallet 
when you find a service that 
compliments the household’s call­
ing needs. To pinpoint the lowest 
long distance rates, you will want to 
look beyond advertisements.

Hidden costs? Rate restrictions? 
There are very important questions 
to consider when choosing a long 
distance service.

Look For Hidden Costs
• Make sure you are not required 
to pay a monthly fee or surcharge to 
receive a special low rate.
• Look to see if there is a minimum 
charge for each call. If every call 
has a 50-cent minimum, a two-

minute call will cost you 50 cents. 
Also, be cautious o f those “20 
minutes for a dollar” plans! you 
could be paying a dollar for a one- 
minute call or a message you leave 
on an answering machine.
• Watch for climbing'rates. If calls 
up to 20 minutes are a dollar, what 
is the rate after that? You may find 
that the rate increases dramatically.

Check Restrictions on Rates
• Some rates only apply at certain 
times o f  the day or on certain days 
o f the week. Know these times, so 
that you are not overcharged for a 
call made eutside the specified 
time frame.
• Is the special deal available for 
all long distance calls? Some plans 
are limited to either out-of-state or 

in-state calls. It is necessary to find 
the rates for all the calls you 
anticipate to use and factor them in 
when choosing a plan.
• Verify if promotional rates are 
constant or an introductory offer. 
Then, find out when the special plan 
will end and wljat the rates will be 
after the promotion.

Consider Pre-Pald Calling Cards
• To stay within a budget, you can 
pre-pay your calling time at the first o f  
the month by using a card. This way, 
you can regulate calls to agree with . 
the fixed dollar amount paid.
• When you buy a pre-paid phone 
card from the store, you bought a 
telephone service not a product The 
store doesn’t control the quality o f  the 
service. You may want to buy an 
inexpensive card first to test out this 
calling method.
• Check out the rates for domestic 
and international calls included in the 
card’s package. If you can not find the 
rate, call the phone card’s customer 
service number. Be aware that very

low rates may indicate poor 
customer service.
• Find out if you are charged for 
calls that are not answered or busy.
• Inspect the expiration date. 
Most cards expire one year after its 
first use or are considered active 
until the allocated time is used.
• Is there a disclosure about 
surcharges, monthly fees or a rate- 
per-minute fee? Some cards add a

surcharge to the first minute o f  use 
and others charge an activation fee 
for recharging cards.

Beware of Comparative Claims 
• Take a second look at ads that 
claim to be 50 percent lower than 
the basic rate. The “basic rate” can 
be the highest available, leaving 
you with no real savings.

Read the Small Print
• Each long distance provide; has 
its own deals and it is your 
responsibility to read the details 
from all the companies your are 
considering before you make your 
decision.

Monitor Your Monthly Bills
• Pay attention to your bill to 
make sure your being charged for 
what you signed up for. If you find 
a mistake or do not understand 
your bill, you should call your 

provider for an explanation.
