This year we continue that legacy o f honor, paying tribute to the 
men and women who have placed their lives in danger to pre­
serve ours. We remember those who lost their lives in the line of 
duty to protect our freedom. We honor their families, who also 
sacrifice in service o f our country.
In Congress, I serve on the Veterans Affairs Com m ittee and have 
always worked with my colleagues to ensure we are giving the 
best resources and care to our veterans. In recent years, w e’ve 
passed a range o f legislation addressing the needs o f our veteran 
community; The Veterans Opportunities Act, which created new 
life insurance and health care benefits for up to two m illion eli­
gible spouses and children o f veterans; the Homeless Veterans 
Comprehensive Assistance Act authorizing $1 billion to aid 
homeless veterans and prevent veterans from becom ing hom e­
less; and the Veterans Education and Benefits Expansion Act, 
which authorized more than $3.1 billion over five years to ex­
pand and increase educational, housing, burial and disability 
benefits.
Earlier this year we introduced legislation to assist M edicare 

eligible veterans struggling with the costs of prescription m edi­
cations. And we have continued to pass strong defense appro­
priations bills, including the $87 billion supplemental appropria­
tion for Iraq, ensuring our troops are fully equipped to face the 
enemy.

The dug up the graves 
of every orte o f those young men and carried their bodies to the 
helicopter, the same way they carried Jessica Lynch alive. And 
that is because in the U.S. military, they live by the code, “ We 
never leave one o f our own behind. ”
It is that sacrifice....that fierce loyalty, which makes America 

the greatest nation on earth. This Veterans Day, Americans pay 
tribute to those extraordinary men and women who in every war 
have unfailingly answered the call to duty. We too rem eber that 
code and will never leave one o f our own behind, Their m em o­
ries will remain part o f the fabric o f our nation forever.
