In a special called meeting on Monday, July 10, The Plains 
ISD Board of Trustees considered a number of personnel 
issues including the hiring of two new elementary school 
teachers, Amber McWhirter and Debra Steffens.
The board also heard recommendations from Superinten­
dent James Haynes for several reassignments in the school 
athletic departments. The board approved the following 
reassignments of personnel for the upcoming school year; 
Balke McWhirter was named Athletic Director, replacing 
David Williams, whose resignation was formally accepted 
at the meeting. Larry McMinn will remain head Cowboy 
football coach.
The new boys head basketball coach is Marc Johnson, who 
also replaces Williams. Johnson will also serve as head 
girls volleyball coach for at least one year.
Jan Newland will remain head coach of the girls basket­

ball program. McWhirter will also serve as head boys coach 
in track, and will also coach power lifting.
Linda Haragan will head up the girls track program, and 

will also serve as head of the cross country events. Middle 
School Principal Eddie Carter will again serve as boys base­
ball coach.
Superintendent Haynes said other coaching assignments 

will be announced at a future date.
New Athletic Director Blake McWhirter is a 1989 gradu­

ate of Plains High. He attained his bachelor degree from 
Howard Payne in 1994, with major studies in history and 
physical education.
His first teaching and coaching position was at Sundown 

ISD. He served as their power lifting coach, headed up the 
boys track program, and worked with the offensive and 
defensive football linemen. He was hired by Plains ISD in 
1999. He worked last year with the power lifters, football 
and track teams.He will serve as the 2000 Cowboys defen­
sive coordinator, as well as the programs listed above. 
Blake and his wife have an 18 month old son, Peyton. 

Amber will teach third grade in Plains elementary.
In a Friday interview, Blake told CCN, “ I’m very pleased 
and honored to be named the new AD here. I ’m also very

nervous about the assignment. I realize some folks will 
think I am young for the job, and all I can tell them is I am 
dedicated to doing all I can to succeed, and continue the 
district’s successes in academics and sports.”
He continued, “ I think I am a ‘ kid person ’. I want to do 

the very best for our student athletes. It will be great if we 
can improve on their athletic skills, develop winners in all 
our programs, but I think it is important we encourage and 
develop their personal values and ethics. They may not re­
member the score of a game 20 years from now, but if we 
can help them develop character and integrity, that will be 
with them always.”
Blake expressed his appreciation to the district’s admin­

istrators and board for supporting him in his new AD role. 
“ I sincerely hope the folks in the area will support me, 
also. I want everyone to know I am available to talk to 
anyone.

In January 2000, Texaco an­

nounced the discovery of a 
wildcat oil field that could con­
tain as much as one billion bar­
rels of oil about 70 miles off 
shore from Nigeria. It’s the 
company’s largest find in more 
than 30 years, and probably 
would not have been possible 
without a 3-D visualization 
technology called GeoProbe. 
GeoProbe, developed by 

Texaco in 1997, converts seis­
mic data into a three-dimen­
sional, panoramic, 9 foot by 25 
foot view of the earth’s subsur­
face At two visualization cen­
ters in Houston and one in 
Bakersfield, California, teams 
of geologists and engineers 
manipulate images of mineral 
layers to uncover petroleum 
reserves and develop more ac­
curate drilling plans.
Data from more than 3,500 

square kilometers of subsur­
face area data can be projected 
into the 3-D environment by 
three supercomputers. The fi­
nal product looks like a virtual 
reality video game projected in 
a miniature version of NASA’s 
Mission Control 

The new technology, which 
cost $3 million and was devel­
oped in just 11 months, allows 
the company to analyze data 
that used to take three or four 
months to digest in just one 
day, by taking abstract data and 
putting it into an easy-to-digest 
form at. Before GeoProbe, 
teams of geologists, engineers. 
and geophysicists and other 
specialists would pour through 
thousands of lines of geologi­
cal data.
“ Back then, a single idea, one 
plan for drilling a well, could 
take weeks to put together,”

says geologist Mike Sheffield. 
“ Now we can look at every line 
of data, not every 10 or 20. And 
we can do in a day what used 
to take two weeks. That allows 
us to come up with a lot of dif- 

. ferent drilling options, and lets 
us be lots more accurate when
we actually drill a well.”___
Locating potentially profitable 
wells isn’t the only benefit. 
What the technology doesn’t 
find can be just as helpful. 
Texaco saved $40 million at 
one well when data from the 
centers showed it was not likely 
to be profitable. The technol­
ogy was also credited with in­
creasing production in 
Texaco’s Kern River field in 
California by 20 percent. That 
field, which has produced more 
than 1.6 billion barrels of oil 
over the last 100 years, still has 
about 10,000 active wells.
In January 2000, Texaco spun 
off a company called Magic 
Earth, a Houston based com­
pany that would further de­
velop and market the technol­
ogy. Texaco owns 25 percent 
of Magic Earth.
“ The GeoProbe technology 

allows us to interpret seismic 
data to better and more quickly 
determine where to drill,” says 
Pam Griffin, communications 
director for Magic Earth. “ It 
allows us to determine what the 
environmental impact of drill­
ing a well in a specific location 
will be.”
The visualization centers are

visited frequently by industry 
professionals from across the 
country and around the world. 
The visual displays created by 
GeoProbe also can be shared 
on computer workstations, 
though a lot of the detail is lost 
if the data are not viewed us­
ing the center’s special projec­
tion equipment.

An A utom atic T eller M achine
It’s a late night when you 

realize you’re short on cash. 
No problem you think to 
yourself, most convenient 
ATMs operate 24 hours a 
day. In search for a cash 
machine, you find a sidewalk 
bank terminal at the end of 
the street and another within 
a neighborhood grocery store.

The PULSE EFT Asso­
ciation recently launched an 
ATM Safety campaign to aid 
in the education process. A 
list of security measures have 
been established to assist 
account card holders.
1. You should avoid using 
ATM machines at night if 
they are not in well-lit areas. 
Using an ATM inside a busy 
grocery store would be more 
preferable to the sidewalk 
machine located in a darkened 
neighborhood.
2. Bypass terminals near 
bushes, fences or other 
obstructions that could 
provide easy hiding places for 
criminals.
3. Take a friend along for 
safety.
4. Reduce time spent at the 
terminal. Have your card 
ready for use.
5. The Personal
Identification Number (PIN) 
is the password for your 
account that may be assigned 
or chosen. Do not choose your 
birth date, address or other 
predictable codes, thieves 
know all the standard tricks.

6. Memorize your PIN. Do not 
write your access code on your 
card or keep it in your wallet to 
be seen by a thief.
7. Cover the ATM key pad 
when typing your PIN, so others 
can not see.
8. Keep your windows rolled 
up, engine running and doors 
locked when using a motor 
terminal.
9. Don’t forget to keep your 
receipts. You need them to 
compare your records with your 
monthly statements. If there are 
any discrepancies, contact your 
financial institution for 
clarification. It is always a good 
idea to follow up all calls with a 
written letter.
10. Report lost or stolen ATM 
cards immediately to your 
financial institution and the 
police. Time is a key factor, the 
longer you wait the more money 
you may lose. If you discover 
your card is missing before it is 
used, you are not responsible for 
any unauthorized withdrawals.

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Treatment Triggers 
Change In Parts Of 
Western High Plains

Responding to the levels of 
Beet armyworms infestation in 
parts of the Western High 
Plains Eradication Zone, the 
trigger levels for treating cot­
ton in those areas have been 
changed, said Charles Allen, 
program director for the Texas 
Boll Weevil Eradication Foun­
dation Inc.
After increased beet army- 

worm activity was noted July 
10, Foundation personnel ran­
domly selected 142 dryland 
and irrigated cotton fields in 
the WHP and sampled them for 
beet armyworm presence, 
Allen said.
No beet armyworms were 

found in 51 percent of the 
zone’s fields, and none of the 
sampled fields exceeded ac­
cepted thresholds for beet ar­
myworm populations, he said. 
But the data in work units near 
Plains, Seagraves and 
Brownfield were of sufficient 
concern to prompt the Founda­
tion to take a cautious approach 
and raise the treatment trigger

from 2 to 3 weevils trapped per 
40 acre field before treatments 
will be made on those units. 
Allen noted that the fields with 
the highest numbers of beet ar­
myworm larvas were mostly 
dryland fields and fields in early 
stages of crop growth that have 
not needed boll weevil treat­
ments.
The change will mean only 

about 10 percent of the acerage 
in those areas will be treated, 
helping to preserve beneficial 
insects that prey on the beet ar­
myworm, Allen said.

Foundation personnel will 
survrey fields in the WHP 
weekly to determine the level 
of beet armyworm infestation, 
along with crop stage and wee­
vil trap data, and will adjust 
treatment triggers as necessary 
he said.
For more information, growers 
may contact their district office. 
District offices in the Western 
High Plains are located in 
Plains, Brownfield, Seagraves, 
and Seminole.

Local taxes fund Texas’ 
latest sports arenas

In 1996, the Houston Oilers football team announced it 
would move to Tennessee. The team said it was forced to 
move because Houston would not spend public money to 
help it build a stadium to replace the Astrodome.
In January 2000, that team, playing as the Tennessee Ti­

tans, appeared in its first Super Bowl, something the fran­
chise was unable to do in Houston. Arkadelphia stadium in 
Nashville was built partly with public money approved by a 
voter referendum.
The Titans’ Super Bowl opponent, the St. Louis Rams, had 

also switched cities because of a stadium deal; St. Louis tax­
payers paid 96% of the cost of the TransWorld Dome.
Stung, Houston civic leaders rallied voters in 1996 to ap­

prove the creation of a local sports authority to. secure fund­
ing for new Houston baseball and football stadiums. The 
Harris County-Houston Sports authority did just that.

Domed Stadium

69,500 seats
Granted specific taxing powers in 1997 by the Texas Legis­
lature, the authority committed hotel and rental car taxes to 
pay $180 million of the $265 million cost of a new baseball 
park ( Enron Field) for the Astros and $195 million of the 
$310 million cost of a new football stadium. That enabled 
Houston to win a NFL franchise over Los Angeles, which 
declined to spend taxpayer’s money.
In Texas, public money has helped build facilities for base­

ball, football, basketball, hockey, horse racing, automobile 
racing and minor league baseball. What do the cities get for 
their tax dollars. Proponents say cities will get money spent 
by fans at the games, revitalized downtowns as shops, res­
taurants and apartments open around the stadiums. 
Conceding that public pride and reputation are enhanced by 
the new facilities, critics point out publicly funded stadiums 
and arenas often produce no real economic benefits and may 
actually be a drag on local economies. Some critics main­
tain the real measure of impact should be the net new dollars 
flowing into the community from visiting fans, and not those 
redirected within a city or county by local residents. Some 
economists say estimates of jobs and employee income cre­
ated by arenas and stadiums are often misleading; Such esti­
mates are inflated by including team salaries, which are high 
and’often spent outside the city or county. Job figures may 
include part-time concession operators, ushers and security 
people.
Public votes on stadium funding were authorized by the 1997 
legislature in a bill sponsored by Rep. Ken Brimer, R-Ar­
lington.

also provided tax alternatives to cities having reached the 
maximum sales tax rate to fund mass transit systems.
Mark Rosentraub, a UT-Arlington professor, supports the 

alternative tax plans provided by the Brimer bill. “ The rate 
of stadium building here parallels the nation as a whole,” he 
says. “ It’s in the financing that there is a difference. Texas 
cities have not taken advantage of the alternatives.”
He says the amount of public money on stadiums can be 

kept low, pointing to four four recently built basketball are­
nas as examples; United Center in Chicago, MCI Center in 
Washington, Fleet Center in Boston, and Staples Center in 
Los Angeles, all built with private financing. Public funds 
were used only for road, sewer and other infrastructure, and 
in some cases providing land for the project.
Rosentraub and other critics point out one other reason for 

taxing fans and players to fund stadiums; it leaves tax op­
tions in place for essentials like schools, sewers and roads. 
There is precedent for the idea - In 1995, when the City of 
Cleveland was using tax dollars to build new baseball and 
football stadiums for pro teams, the city’s public schools 
were placed in receivership.
