Criminal cases heard in District Court
Five criminal cases were heard 
in two sessions of 21 st Judicial 
District Court starting August 
30, with Judge Kelly G. Moore 
presiding and Criminal District 
Attorney Richard Clark repre­
senting the state.

issues follow ing the City of 
Am arillo settling a 5 million 
dollar lawsuit with dozens of 
Tulia residents falsely arrested 
in a notorious drug case.
R e p re se n ta tiv e  Jones  and 

Senator Duncan announced at 
a recent press conference they 
will propose to the Criminal

Justice Division of the Office 
o f the Governor the original 
g ran t funds be shared  
proporionately- am ong drug 
enforcement officers in the 18 
counties originally forming the 
South Plains Drug Task Force. 
This would limit liability for 
drug issues to the individual 
department and employees in 
each county . The South Plains 
Association of Governments ( 
SPAG) is actively assisting law 
enforcem ent agencies in the 
area preparing grant requests 
for the funds.
Yoakum County Sheriff Don 

Corzine was recently asked his 
assessment o f ’the Task Force 
issue. “ If you will recall, the 
form er Llano Estacado Drug 
Task Force was organized here, 
serving both Yoakum and Terry 
c o u n tie s . W hen the recen t 
South Plains Drug Task force 
w as o rg an iz ed  in to  an 18 
county organization, we were 
faced with a forced merger in the 
new task force. I have doubts

the Governor’s office will ap­
prove 18 individual grants for 
the new o rgan ization . T hat 
would be completely multi-ju­
risdictional, and not a unified 
task force.”
Criminal District Attorney Ri­
chard Clark, who was instru­
mental in the organization of 
the Terry/Yoakum County serv­
ing task force, sees the continu­
ing need for a regional drug 
investigation organization..“ If 
we are forced to split up into 
18 individual law enforcement 
agencies rather than a multi­
county true task Force, it’s an 
indication criminals can orga­
n ize , bu t law  en fo rc e m e n t 
agencies cannot, because of this 
liability issue” Clark told CCN. 
He rep o rted  fo llo w in g  the 
breakup of the form er Llano 
Estacado Task Force, the local 
Commissioners Court did ap­
prove the hiring o f Lisa Switzer 
as an investigator for his office 
in local drug cases.

Sandy Land Underground Water Conservation District Board 
of Directors met in special session Tuesday, August 31, to set 
the tax rate for 2005. Since 2001, the District has had a $ .01 tax 
rate per each $100 of valuation. A tax rate of $ .0095 per $100 
valuation has been adopted for 2005. Using the new rate, the 
average single-family dwelling in Yoakum County will pay $3.97 
in taxes to Sandy Land.

Since 1991, the first full year of operation of Sandy Land, the 
budget to operate the District has increased an average of .007 
(less than 1% ) per year. Tax revenue generated'by taxes has 
actually decreased since 1991 by approximately $1400 per year.

“ We continue to consider our mission and obligation to help 
conserve the groundwater in Yoakum County as one of the most 
important issues we face to ensure our future”, said Gary Walker, 
Sandy Land Manager.

TxDOT To Remove 

Illegal Dumpsters From 
Right Of Way

The Texas D ep a rtm en t o f 
Transportation (TxDOT) will 
begin rem oving illegal trash 
receptacles from the state right 
of way in the next few weeks 
in an effort to eliminate a safety 
hazard to the traveling public. 
T rash recep tac les that have 
been placed on the state right 
of way throughout the Lubbock 
District will be removed if the 
waste m anagem ent com pany 
has not relocated the dumpster 
to private property. Texas law 
gives TxDOT exclusive control 
over the state highway system, 
and the authority to limit what 
objects are placed on the right

o f way. Objects are removed 
for several reasons, the most 
important one being safety, ex­
plained Ted Moore, director of 
maintenance for the Lubbock 
D istrict. “W hen objects are 
placed on the right of way, of­
ten they create sight distance 
problems that can be hazardous 
for the traveling public,” said 
M oore. “A nother reason we 
want these objects off the right 
of way is because of the dam­
age to vegetation, pavem ent 
edges and ditches when the 
trash trucks pull up to empty 
the contents of the receptacles.”

As President Bush and the U.S. 
government continue their fight to protect 
the American way of life in the war 
against terrorism, they have also been 
fighting another battle to protect American 
ideals and principles -  a battle against 
human trafficking and slavery. Most 
Americans would be shocked to leam that 
the institution of slavery -  an institution 
that hundreds of thousands of Americans 
shed precious blood to destroy -  continues 
to persist today -  not just around the 
world, but hidden in communities across 
America. This is a new fight against an 
old evil.

To combat this scourge in the state of 
Texas, I joined senior Justice Department 
officials last week to announce the 
creation of a new anti-trafficking task 
force in Houston, to coordinate the efforts 
of federal, state, and local government 
and non-governmental organizations. 
Additional task forces are being planned 
for other regions of Texas next month.

It has been nearly two centuries . 
since the abolition of the transatlantic 
slave trade, and well over a century 
since the ratification of the Thirteenth 
Amendment to abolish slavery itself. Yet 
to this day. men. women and children 
continue to be trafficked into the United 
States and coerced into lives of forced 
labor and sexual slavery. The stories 
they tell are shocking, tragic, and heart­
rending. The acts they endure are not 
just unconstitutional and criminal -  they 
are profoundly evil. Their experiences 
amount to a form of modern-day slavery. 
This daily assault on human dignity, 
occurring within our very own borders,.is 
an outrage, and it demands a response.

The Justice Department, led by its 
Civil Rights Division, has engineered 
a remarkable campaign to combat 
human trafficking and slavery in our 
midst. The Department has prosecuted 
numerous cases involving forced labor 
and sex slavery across the country -  from 
California to Maryland. Hawaii to New 
Jersey, Georgia to New Hampshire
-  as well as right here in Texas. The 
Department has dramatically strengthened 
its efforts to combat human trafficking
-  tripling its prosecution and conviction 
rate over the past three years as compared 
to the preceding three years, circulating 
awareness-raising materials to law 
enforcement officials across America, and 
reaching out to victims by installing a toll- 
free hotline.

Yet federal efforts alone are not 
enough. Slavery, as practiced in modern- 
day America, is carefully hidden and 
difficult to uncover by federal officials 
alone.

As we learned at a Senate 
subcommittee hearing I chaired last 
month, we need the active participation 
of state and local officials, who know 
their communities inside and out, arid who 
can work closely with federal officials to 
identify and rescue victims. To ensure

proper coordination between federal, 
state arid local officials, wc need state 
laws criminalizing trafficking and slavery, 
to provide stale and local officials with 
all of the incentives and tools that they 
need to investigate and prosecute human 
trafficking cases at the state and local level, 
as well as the establishment of regional 
task forces to coordinate the efforts, of 
federal, state, and local officials.

We are already taking both steps in 
the state of Texas. First, Texas is one 
of the few states (along with Florida. 
Washington, and Missouri) that has 
already enacted comprehensive laws to 
prohibit human trafficking. More states J 
should join the effort. Accordingly, the 
Justice Department recently announced 
a model for new state anti-trafficking 
laws to encourage other states to consider 
enacting such laws, and the Senate 
recently approved a bipartisan resolution 
1 authored urging states to do so. Second, 
the Houston anti-trafficking task force 
announced last week is the first since the 
Justice Department's historic national 
anti-trafficking conference convened last 
month. It joins similar efforts already in 
place in Philadelphia, Atlanta, Phoenix, 
Northern Virginia, and Tampa, and more 
are planned.

This is an important effort. Eliminating 
the scourge of human trafficking and 
slavery from otir midst remains the most 
fundamental civil rights issue of our time.

Human traffickers peddle in human 
misery. They smuggle human beings into 
this country and condemn them to lives of 
forced labor or sex slavery. For countless 
victims, the American dream quickly 
turns into an American nightmare. Such 
tales of human suffering should not exist 
anywhere in the world -  and especially 
not in the United States of America.

Yet according to government estimates, 
approximately 800.000 human beings are 
trafficked across the world’s borders each 
year -  including at least 15,000 human 
beings trafficked into lives of slavery in 
the United States each year.

The American commitment to 
eradicating human trafficking and slavery 
is a solemn vow -  reflecting the highest 
traditions of our Founding Fathers and 
the drafters of the Thirteenth Amendment.
It is a commitment to the principles of 
freedom and liberty that Americans have 
fought and died to protect. And it is a 
profoundly rnoral commitment, not just 
to punish violators of our criminal laws, 
but to repel an assault on our nation’s core 
beliefs about the fundamental worth and 
dignity of every human being.

Egg mixture: In another bowl 
combine 2 eggs beaten with 2 
tab lespoons sugar, 1/4 tea ­
spoon almond extract; 1/2 tea­
spoon nutmeg and 1 cup milk. 
Peaches and C ream : Mix 8 
ounces softened cream cheese 
with 1/2 teaspoon almond ex­
tract, 1/2 cup sugar, 1 table­

spoon salt and 5 large peaches 
chopped. Nest, pour into bot­
tom of an 8x8 casserole dish 3 
cups of bread cubes keeping 
one cup In reserve, cover with 
2/3 of the egg mixture; cook 
covered In m icrowave for 3 to 
4 minutes.

Safety Education Month

proclamation designating September as Food Safety Month. 
The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention estimate that 
76 million persons experience food borne illnesses each year, 
resulting in 5,000 deaths annually: and though most custom ­
ers have a good foundation o f food safety knowledge, prob­
lem areas still exist.
The South Plains Public Health District offers these rem ind­
ers: Hand washing protects you and the food you prepare, 
thoroughly, clean your hands, especially after handling raw 
meat or poultry. Always wash and sanitize surfaces, and uten­
sils between tasks. Never place cooked food on a plate that 
previously held raw food. Cook foods thoroughly, reheat to 
165 degrees, hold foods at 140 degrees, cool foods down 
quickly and refrigerate promptly. Keep hot foods hot and cold 
foods cold. All these practices will help you serve safe food.
