“ Applications for emergency farm loans for losses caused by
drought and heat on January 1, 2006 and continuing are avail-

_ .able at the Farm Service Agency (FSA) office located in
‘Seminole,” Wayne Cornelius said today.

On October 10, 2006, the Secretary of Agriculture designated
One Texas County as primary disaster area. This action is based
on damages and losses caused by drough and heat occuring Janu-
ary 1, 2006 and continuing. Also in accordance with Section
321(a) of the Consolidated Farm and Rural Development Act,
five additional counties are named as contigous disaster coun-
ties. Yoakum County was named as one of the the five contigu-
ous counties in Texas recently named by Secretary of Agricul-
ture Mike Johanns as eligible for loans to cover part of actual
production losses from drought and heat. '

Wayne Cornelius, Farm Loan Manager said farmers may be

eligible for loans up to 100% of their actual losses or loan needed
to continue the agriculture business, whichever is less. For farm-
ers unable to obtain credit from private commercial lenders, the
interest rate is 3.75 percent. \ :

“ As a general rule, a farmer must have suffered at least 30
percent loss of production to be eligible for an FSA emergency
loan,” Cornelius said. Farmers participating in the Federal Crop
Insurance program will have to consider proceeds from those
programs in determining losses. j
“ Applications for loans under this emergency designation will
be accepted until June 11, 2007, but farmers should apply as
soon as possible. Delays in applying could create backlogs in
processing, with possible delays into the new farming season,”
Cornelius said. 7 . -

FSA is an credit agency of the US Department of Agriculture,

- It is authorized to provide disaster emergency loans to recog-

nize farmers who work at and rely on farming for a substantial
ppart of their living. Eligibility is extended to individual farmers
who meet US citizenship requirements and to farmer partner-
ships, corporations or cooperatives in which US citizenship re-
quirements are met by individuals holding a majority interest.

The FSA office in Seminole is open from 8 am to 4:30 om
Monday through Friday.

Hobbs offered a glimpse back to the history of Allred, Texas at the
club’s October 9 meeting. »

As part of the club’s focus on history and the county and its cen-
tennial, Mrs. Trice, a 1941 graduate of Plains High, gave members
a look at the thriving community and its schools. She moved to
Allred with her family in 1939 when her father assumed the job of
school superintendent “for $,1800 a year.”

Trice’s life in the oil patch and living-conditions of a small west
Texas town have been the inspiration for her many poems and book
Exploring the Land of the Moo Cow. Trice was introduced by Debbie
Spears who read the poet’s Saddle Up For Awhile, and Mrs. Trice
alsoread “ Mother’s Garden From Hades,” a humorous look at her
mother’s attempt to groww plants and make a garden produce in
the dry climate. '

“It was a thrilling little oasis, raw and rough and was named for
Texas Governor Allred,” she said. The family lived in a little shot-
gun shack and as a girl she thought they “might get shot,” moving
to a little town in the middle of the oil field.

Besides, the community boasted a post office, grocery store, ca-
fes, as stations, an electric generating plant, a church and Gold-
smith’s domino parlor. :

“ The oil camps in the area all had baseball teams and hohted
fields,” Trice said. ** The competition was fierce.”

In 1957 the Alired school consolidated with Denver City after 18
years.

Are Artificial
Sweetners Safe ?

“ There are currently five low-calorie (non-nutritive) sweetners
approved for use in the U.S..” said Dr, Carol Rice, Extension
Health specialist. * Extensive scientific research has demon-
strated the safety of these five sugar substitutes.” The only U.S.
approved sugar substitute requiring a label for safety is
aspartame. Products containing aspartame must be labeled with
a statement indicating they contain the amino acid phenylalaine.
This statement is to protect individuals with a rare heredity
metabolic condition called phenylketonuria, or PKU. Individu-
als with this condition cannot metabolize phenylalanine and must
completely restrict this amino acid from their diets. Unless the
disorder is detected in early infancy and treated with a phenyla-

lanine retricted diet, it results in mental retardation and other

severe, permanent effects. Thus, apparently normal individuals
cannot have the disease without knowing it!

Newborns have been screened for phenylketonurioa in the U.S.
and other industrialized countries for the last 50 years. There-
fore, there is no need for undue concern in regards to the safety
labeling on aspartame containing products. If you or a loved
one has phenylketonuria, you would know it.

“Claims of adverse behavioral, neurological, carcinogenic al-
lergic and other adverse effects have been made against sugar
substitutes, particularly aspartame,” said Dr. Mary Bielamowicz,
Extension Nutrition Specialist. “These claims are often highly
circulated through e-mail and internet sites, but they have not
been suported by scientific research. In fact, numerous studies
have been conducted finding aspartame to be safe, and these
claims to be unfounded.”

A controversial animal cancer study of aspartame conducted
using unusual methodology is currently being reviewed by regu-
latory: authorities in several countries. To date, this is the only

outstanding controversy. No other issues about the safety of

acesulfamate, _aspartaine, neotame, saccharin, or sucralose re-
main unsolved at this time. :

Eating sweetners is safe as long as you do not eat too much of
them. The Acceptable Daily. Intake (ADI) is the amount of a
food additive that can be safely consumed on a daily basis over
a person’s lifetime without adverse effects. The ADI is usually

was observed in animal experiments. These levels are set to en-
sure actual daily intakes do not exceed the ADI. Recent world-

‘'wide evaluation indicates iptakes of low-calorie sweetners are

'Leading the way, in capitals and capitols
By U.S. Sen. John Cornyn

The words “proud” and “Texan" go together quite
easily. They describe many of us fortunate enough to
call Texas home. The words may also spotlight what
irritates those unlucky souls who don’t live here.

Texas is the only state that was once a nation. It’s
the only state to enter the union by treaty, not annexa-
tion. *Houston™ was the first word spoken by man as he
set foot on the moon.

The most decorated soldier of World War II was a
Texan: Audie Murphy. Two U.S. presidents were born
in Texas, and two of the last three call it home. The
Texas State Capitol fits our pride. The building sits on
one of the highest points in Austin, and the top of its
dome is nearly 15 feet taller than the U.S. Capitol in

-Washington. Buili of *'sunset red” granite quarried in

Burnet County, this Texas landmark is also America’s
largest state capitol in gross square footage.

But Austin is not by any means the only capital in
Texas. Texans are great promoters. They enjoy being
the biggest. the best, and at the center. Most of us know
that Tyler is the rose capital of the world, and Houston
is the oil capital. But other Texas cities can lay claim to
distinction, less publicized to be sure.

Athens, Texas, calls itself the “Black-Eyed Pea Cap-
ital of the World.” In the early 1900s, a local business-
man began planting the pea in quantity. A 1919 issue
of Farm and Ranch magazine described the resulting
scene: “The whole population of Athens, seemingly,
and then some™ was busily loading sacks of black-eyed
peas onto wagons.

Several cannmg plants opened in the late 1930s. The
“Home Folks” brand of black-eyed peas became one of
the town’s largest businesses. The upscale retailer Nei-
man Marcus carried Home Folks’ pickled black-eyes as
“Texas Caviar” as late as 1971.

Black-eyed pea fields aren’t as numerous today. but
another Athens creation is going stronger than ever.
The late Fletcher “Old Dave” Davis of Athens is cred-
ited with concocting the first hamburger in a little café
in Athens a century ago.

Davis first offered it to the public at the 1904
World’s Fair in St. Louis. Of course, some non-Texans
also claim to be father of the burger. But even research-
ers at McDonald’s “Hamburger University” have cred-
ited an “unknown food vendor” at the 1904 World’s
Fair with this invention.

Just up the road from Athens, in the northeast Texas
town of Commerce, another distinction has taken a new
turn. Commerce, you see, is the official “Bois d’Arc
Capital of the World.”

The Bois d’Arc is a native state tree that thrives
in northeast Texas. Pronounced “BO-dark,” it’s also

known as the Osage Orange or Bois d’Arc Apple.
Commerce sits in the middle of the tree’s prime grow-
ing area.

Native Indians and early Texas settlers used durable
Bois d'Arc wood for bows and arrows, fence posts, rail
ties, wagon wheels and tools. Later, during the Dust
Bowl, Texas Bois d'Arc seedlings were shipped all
across the Great Plains to create thousands of miles of
“living fences.” The tree’s roots slow soil erosion and
its branches provide badly needed shade.

The tree's centérpiece in Commerce is ‘‘Max,”
a 300-year-old giant Bois d’Arc listed as a “Famous
and Historic Tree” by the American Forests organiza-
tion. Each year, Commerce holds a festive “‘Bois d’Arc
Bash” on the weekend closest to the date in September
1885 when the city was incorporated.

The Bois d’Arc Bash weekend is all about.fun and
civic pride. But it now appears the tree may provide
yet another serious benefit. Researchers at Texas A&M
University-Commerce recently published an article
suggesting Bois d’Arc fruit may help combat several
serious diseases.

The fruit contains high levels of isoflavones. a natu-
ral chemical that helps lower risk for heart disease and
cancer. Unique Bois d’Arc isoflavones have been stud-
ied by other laboratories, and may also protect brain
cells from a naturally occurring compound connected |
to the onset of Alzheimer’s disease.

As our Texas researchers continue their pursuit of
knowledge on how Bois d’Arc isoflavones can pro-
tect human life, the rest of us will be backing them.
We know they will pursue their ideas with energy and
enthusiasm.

That’s part.of the Texas tradition. The greatness of
Texans continues to unfold throughout our state—in
the spotlight and outside it—every day. I believe the
pride we have in our neighbor’s achievements—not
our own—is truly what defines the expression “proud
Texan.”

Sen. Cornyn is a member of the following Senate
Committees: Armed Services, Judiciary, Budget, Small
Business and Entrepreneurship, and Joint Economic.
He is the chairman of the subcommittees on Immigra-
tion, Border Security and Citizenship and Emerging
Threats and Capabilities. Cornyn served previously as
Texas Attorney General, Texas Supreme Court Justice
and Bexar County District Judge.
